LAW 1 OF 2007, PROHIBITING THE CONSTRUCTION AND OPERATION

 OF OUTDOOR SOLID FUEL BURNING FURNACES AND BOILERS

Deputy Mayor Rockett declared the public hearing open at 6:45 p.m. and directed the clerk to read the notice of public hearing.  Present were Deputy Mayor Rockett, Trustees; Schmieg, Goodwin, Perry-Rogers, Arcesi, and McDuffee, Clerk Treasurer Casterline, Deputy Clerk Treasurer Wood, Code Officer Lanterman, Chief Updyke, Attorney Keene, and Darin Rathbun from Hunt Engineers.  The press included Amanda Baird of the Morning Times, Dave Shoen of WENY Radio, Laura Williams of the Daily Review, Matthew Hicks of WATS/WAVR, and news crews from WENY and WETM.  Also present were Don Merrill of 535 Waverly Street, Todd Williams of 411 Chemung Street, Tom Bellinger of 474 Pennsylvania Avenue, William Dimmick III of 208 Chemung Street, Richard Ward of 97 Center Street, Rita Maury and Chris Brewster of the Quality Communities Committee.  

Deputy Mayor Rockett explained that the Village has enacted a moratorium on the installation of outside solid fuel burning furnaces and boilers, and now we have a proposed local law to prohibit them within the Village.  She asked if anyone had any comments or concerns.

Richard Ward asked the definition of outside furnaces.  Code Officer Lanterman stated they are furnaces or boilers located outside for the purpose of heating the home.  Ward asked if it was still possible to install a woodstove inside of his garage to heat the garage.  Lanterman stated outside furnaces are designed differently than woodstoves used inside the home.  He also stated the outside burners are designed to smoke a lot more than the indoor types, and people will burn anything in them, which is what causes the problems with them.  Trustee Goodwin read the definition from the proposed law.  Attorney Keene stated if a woodstove were used to heat the garage it would be allowed, however, an outside furnace to heat the garage would not be permitted.

With no one wishing to be heard, Deputy Mayor Rockett closed the hearing at 7:00 p.m.

Deputy Mayor Rockett called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. and led in the Invocation and the Pledge of Allegiance, and asked for a moment of silence in remembrance of Mayor Anne Z. Martin, who recently passed away, from an extended illness.
Role Call:  Present were Trustees; Schmieg, Goodwin, Perry-Rogers, Arcesi, McDuffee, and Deputy Mayor Rockett

Also present were Clerk Treasurer Casterline, Deputy Clerk Treasurer Wood, Code Officer Lanterman, Chief Updyke, Attorney Keene, and Darin Rathbun from Hunt Engineers.  

Press:  Amanda Baird of the Morning Times, Dave Shoen of WENY Radio, Laura Williams of the Daily Review, Matthew Hicks of WATS/WAVR, and news crews from WENY and WETM.  

Visitors were Don Merrill of 535 Waverly Street, Todd Williams of 411 Chemung Street, Tom Bellinger of 474 Pennsylvania Avenue, William Dimmick III of 208 Chemung Street, Richard Ward of 97 Center Street, Rita Maury and Chris Brewster of the Quality Communities Committee.  

Mayor Position:  Deputy Mayor Rockett explained there are two options with the mayor position.  The first option is the Board may decide the Deputy Mayor would stay as Deputy Mayor and take the responsibilities of Acting Mayor until the next election.  The second option is the Board may appoint someone to fill the mayor vacancy until the next election.  Trustee Schmeig moved to have Deputy Mayor Rockett remain as Deputy Mayor until the next election.  Trustee Arcesi seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.


Trustee Schmieg moved to increase Deputy Mayor Rockett’s salary to the salary of the Mayor for the remainder of the term.  Trustee Goodwin seconded the motion, which carried unanimously. 

Letters and Correspondence:  The clerk read a letter from NYS DEC stating the selections for the Urban Forestry Tree Planting Grants have been made, and our project proposal was not selected for funding this year.


The clerk presented a letter from Marvin Stiger, Waverly American Legion, stating their intentions to renew the liquor license.  Chief Updyke stated he had no concerns with their renewal.
Minutes:  Trustee Goodwin moved to approve the Minutes of December 12th and 22nd, 2006 as presented.  Trustee Arcesi seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.  
Department Reports:  The Board reviewed department reports from the Street, Code Enforcement, and Police Departments.  Trustee McDuffee stated a report from the Justice was not submitted.

Finance Committee:  Trustee Goodwin presented bills in the amount of:  General Fund $65,171.20; Cemetery Fund $0.00; and Dental Trust $352.85, for a total of $65,524.05.  Trustee Schmieg moved to approve the bills as presented.  Trustee Perry-Rogers seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.  
Local Law 1 of 2007, Outdoor Solid Fuel Burning Furnaces and Boilers:  Trustee Schmieg offered the following resolution and moved its adoption.


WHEREAS, The Board of Trustees of the Village of Waverly has authorized a public hearing to be held on January 09, 2007, creating Chapter 90, Outdoor Solid Fuel Burning Furnaces and Boilers, is hereby created as follows:

Section 90-1: Authority


This law is adopted pursuant to the authority of Article II, section 10 of the Municipal Home Rule law and Article IV, section 4-412, of the New York State Village Law.

Section 90-2:  Purpose


It is the intention of the Village Board of the Village of Waverly by the adoption of this law to establish and impose restrictions upon the construction and operation of outdoor solid fuel burning furnaces and boilers within the limits of the Village for the purpose of securing and promoting the public health, comfort, convenience, safety, welfare and prosperity of the Village and its inhabitants.  It is generally recognized that the types of fuel used, and the scale and duration of the burning by such furnaces and boilers create noxious and hazardous smoke, soot, fumes, odors and air pollution, can be detrimental to citizens’ health, and can deprive neighboring residents of the enjoyment of their property or premises.

Section 90-3: Definition


As used in this law “outdoor solid fuel burning furnaces or boilers” shall mean an accessory structure, designed and intended, through the burning of wood or other solid fuel, for the purpose of heating the principal structure, or any other site structure on the premises.

Section 90-4:  Prohibition


The construction and operation of outdoor solid fuel burning furnaces and boilers are hereby prohibited with the Village of Waverly.

Section 90-5:  Penalties for Offenses


Any person who shall violate any provision of this law shall be guilty of a violation as defined in Article 10 of the Penal law and shall upon conviction be subject to a fine of not more than Two hundred fifty and 00/100 dollars ($250.00) or to imprisonment for not more than 15 days or both such fine and imprisonment. Each week’s continued violation shall constitute separate and distinct offenses.

Section 90-6:  Civil Proceedings and Penalties


Compliance with this law may also be compelled and violations restrained by order or by injunction of a court of competent jurisdiction.  Any person who violates any provision of this law shall also be subject to a civil penalty of not more than Five Hundred and 00/100 dollars ($500.00), to be recovered by the Village in a civil action and each week’s continued violation shall be for this purpose a separate and distinct violation.  In the event the Village be required to take legal action to enforce this Local Law, the violator will be responsible for and an all necessary costs relative thereto, including attorney’s fees, and such expenses shall be charged to the property so affected by including such expense in the next annual tax levy against the property.

Section 90-7:  Non-Conforming Uses

A. Continuation of non-conforming uses

The lawful use of any existing “outdoor solid fuel burning furnace or boiler” existing at the time of the adoption of this local law may be continued, although such use does not conform with the provisions of this law except as hereinafter provided.

B. Extension or enlargement

No “outdoor solid fuel burning furnace or boiler” shall hereafter be extended or enlarged.

C. Abandonment and discontinuance

Any “outdoor solid fuel burning furnace or boiler” which is abandoned or discontinued for a period of seven (7) months shall not be permitted to be re-established as a nonconforming use and must be immediately removed by the property owner from the subject premises.  If the property owner fails to remove the “outdoor solid fuel burning furnace or boiler” by the end of the seven (7) month period, the Codes Enforcement Officer shall give written notice by certified mail or personal service to the owner of the property upon which the “outdoor solid fuel burning furnace or boiler” is located.  Such notice shall provide that such person shall remove the same within fifteen days of the notice.  Should the “outdoor solid fuel burning furnace or boiler” not be removed in the time specified, the Codes Enforcement Officer shall arrange for its removal.  The cost of said removal plus fifty percent (50%) shall be charged to the owner of said premises.  Said cost and fifty percent (50%) charge, if not paid, shall be assessed and collected in the same manner, by the same proceedings, at the same time, under the same penalties, and having the same lien upon the property so assessed as the General Village Tax as part thereof.

Section 90-8:  Authority for Enforcement


The Village Board of the Village of Waverly and/or its enforcement officer are hereby authorized in the name and on behalf of the Village to undertake and prosecute any proceedings necessary or appropriate to enforce compliance with this law.

Section 90-9:  Severability


The provisions of this law are severable and the invalidity of a particular provision shall not invalidate any other provisions.

Section 90-10:  Effective Date


This law shall take effect immediately upon filing in the New York State Office of the Secretary of State.





WHEREAS, such public hearing was held on January 09, 2007, at 6:45 p.m. in the Trustees’ Room in the Village Hall Annex after due deliberation being had; and




NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, and it is hereby resolved by the Board of Trustees of the Village of Waverly, that Local Law 1 of 2007 is hereby created.  Trustee McDuffee seconded the motion, which resulted in the following roll vote.

The motion carried.
Village Hall Update:  Darin Rathbun submitted reports from Friend Labs on the asbestos studies done on both the Village Hall and the Village Hall Annex.  He stated samples proved positive for asbestos in some areas.  He also stated a more in-depth study would need to be done.  This would require removing some finishes to test, and in areas not easily available.  Mr. Rathbun stated abatement of the asbestos would need to be done before any construction could begin.  Hunt Engineers would work in conjunction with Historic Engineer Randy Crawford.  Mr. Rathbun submitted a quote of $6,900.00 with additional cost for abatement and material handling contractors.  He stated he would get additional information and pricing.
Village Code Book Proposal:  The clerk stated the proposal from General Code Publishing to have the Village Code available online would also include hard copies of the code.  Rita Maury stated a link could be available on the new upcoming website to allow the public to view the code.  Trustee Arcesi moved to approve the installation PC/Codebook by General Code Publishers at a cost $1,495.00, with an annual maintenance fee of $880.00.  Trustee Perry-Rogers seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.

Tioga County Council of Governments Meetings:  Deputy Mayor stated the Village of Waverly should have a representative attend the meetings to gather information.  Rita Maury volunteered.  Trustee Goodwin move to approve Rita Maury attend the Tioga County Council of Governments Meetings as a representative of the Village of Waverly.  Trustee Schmieg seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.

NYCOM Winter Legislative Meeting – The clerk stated NYCOM is holding their Annual Winter Legislative Meeting on February 25-27, 2007 in Albany.  Trustee Schmieg moved the Deputy Mayor, the Attorney, and any Trustee be authorized to attend.  Trustee Perry-Rogers seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.
Quality Communities Grant Payment:  Rita Maury stated the new website should be available online in June 2007.  Chris Brewster stated Mayor Martin had given him a list of information to be accessed from the website.  He also asked if anyone had any questions or concerns to please contact him.  Trustee Schmieg moved to pay the second billing of $9,000.  Trustee Arcesi seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.  
Restore New York Communities Grant:  Rita Maury stated there is $50 million dollars available to help restore communities in New York.  This funding could be used to fund the demolition of buildings.  Deputy Mayor Rockett stated the Board declined to file an application during the last round due to little information available and little notice to do it in.  She also stated the next round should come up again soon and not sure if there would be anymore notice than what was given last time.  The consensus of the Board is to try to gather all the information needed to act on quickly once the grant becomes available again.

Annual Audit and Financial Reports:  The clerk submitted the annual audit and financial reports from Carnevale Niles Whitney & Davis, P.C. for review of the Board of Trustees and the public.

DPW Union Contract Negotiations:  Trustee Goodwin moved to approve Trustee McDuffee, Sewer Commissioner Engelbert, and Water Commissioner Sisto to help negotiate the upcoming DPW labor contract.  Trustee Perry-Rogers seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.

Police Department Contract Negotiations:  Trustee Arcesi moved to approve Trustee Schmieg and Sewer Commissioner Hoppe to help negotiate the upcoming Police Department labor contract.  Trustee Goodwin seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.

Budget Committee:  Deputy Mayor Rockett appointed Trustees McDuffee, Schmieg, and Goodwin to the committee to develop the tentative budget for 2007-2008.  Trustee Perry-Rogers moved to approve the appointment.  Trustee Arcesi seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.
Public Comments:  Deputy Mayor Rockett stated Mayor Martin supported the feral cat program, and to date 240 feral cats have been spayed or neutered, therefore, many unwanted kittens were never born.  She also gave credit to Nancy Arcesi who is also very supportive and working hard to make this program possible.




Rita Maury stated there is a lot of rubbish behind Sparky’s Bar on Broad Street, and may be a public health hazard.  Code Officer Lanterman would investigate.




Tom Bellinger stated there has always been someone from the Board of Trustees at the Waverly Business Association meetings, which had been Mayor Martin.  Deputy Mayor Rockett stated she would attend if she could.  Trustee McDuffee stated he could attend meetings after June.
Executive Session:  Trustee Schmieg moved to enter executive session at 8:09 p.m. to discuss litigation.  Trustee Perry-Rogers seconded the motion, which carried unanimously. 

Trustee McDuffee moved to enter regular session at 8:56 p.m.  Trustee Arcesi seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.
Adjournment:  Trustee Arcesi moved to adjourn at 8:57 p.m.  Trustee Schmieg seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.

Deputy Mayor Rockett called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  

Roll Call:  Present were Trustees Goodwin, McDuffee, Perry-Rogers, and Deputy Mayor Rockett

Also present were Clerk Treasurer Casterline, Deputy Clerk Treasurer Wood, Recreation Director Hogan, and Attorney Keene  
Press:  Amanda Baird of the Morning Times, Laura Williams of the Daily Review, and Matthew Hicks of WATS/WAVR 
Visitors included William Dimmick III of 208 Chemung Street, Tom Bellinger of 474 Pennsylvania Avenue, Todd Williams of 411 Chemung Street, Rita Maury of 369 Broad Street, Kyle Sorensen of 442 Cayuta Avenue, Joe Picco of the Tinsel-n-Lights Committee, and Darin Rathbun of Hunt Engineers
Letters and Communications:  The clerk read a letter from the Tinsel-n-Lights Committee thanking the Village for their support, and look forward to our continued support for the 2007 event.

The clerk stated we received a notice of real property tax foreclosures from Tioga County.  The last day of redemption is March 31, 2007.

Village Hall Update:  Darin Rathbun of Hunt Engineers stated the proposal from Action Technical Services to remove asbestos in the locations of Village Hall would not exceed $2,800.00.  Mr. Rathbun also stated Superintendent Steck has agreed to remove the wood samples and the samples can be sent to a federal agency to determine the wood used to construct Village Hall which will help Hunt Engineers determine the structural integrity of the building.  The estimated costs for the structural analysis is $6,900.00.  Trustee Perry-Rogers moved to proceed with the study.  Trustee Goodwin seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.
Joint Public Hearing with Guthrie Heathcare:  Attorney Keene stated Guthrie Healthcare would hold a public hearing to complete their bonding process.  She also stated Guthrie is requesting approval from all municipalities involved to consent to a joint public hearing.  Trustee Perry-Rogers moved to authorize a joint public hearing be held as scheduled by Guthrie Healthcare.  Trustee Goodwin seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.
Credit Card Payments:  The Justice Court requested approval to accept credit card payments through a third party service.  Informational was submitted to the Board.  Clerk Treasurer Casterline stated office and court personnel have met with a representative of Government Payment Services and stated this service would be useful to collect payments.  Cardholders will contact and pay the processing fees directly to GPS, therefore, this service would be of no cost to the Village.  She also stated we may wish to use their service to collect tax payments.  Trustee Goodwin moved to approve GPS to collect credit card payments for the court and taxes for individuals wishing to use their services.  Trustee McDuffee seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.  
Time Capsule Items:  Clerk Treasurer Casterline stated items have been gathered for the time capsule, and requested we seal them and put in vault at the Police Department.  Trustee McDuffee moved to put items in vault.  Trustee Perry-Rogers seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.  
Planning and Zoning Board Training:  The clerk stated the State is mandating an annual four hours of training for planning and zoning board members.  She also stated Tioga County would be offering this training.  Trustee Perry-Rogers moved to approve training for the planning and zoning board members through the county.  Trustee McDuffee seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.
Pawn Shop:  Attorney Keene stated New York State regulates pawnbrokers and is passing the enforcement down to the local government.  The Village has to license and she is preparing the license application.  She also recommended an annual license fee be set at $25.00 for the application and $250.00 for the license.  The pawnbroker will also need to secure a $10,000.00 bond.  Trustee Goodwin moved to approve the licensing fees as recommended.  Trustee McDuffee seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.
Board of Assessment Review:  Deputy Mayor Rockett appointed Bonnie Courtwright to the Board of Assessment Review for a one-year term.  Trustee Perry-Rogers moved to approve the appointment of Bonnie Courtwright.  Trustee McDuffee seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.
Grievance Day Resolution:  Trustee Goodwin offered the following resolution and moved its adoption:


WHEREAS, The Board of Trustees is required by the Real Property Tax Law to provide a Grievance Day on the third Tuesday, of February, 2007, and


WHEREAS, such third Tuesday falls on the 20th day February, 2007, and 


WHEREAS, a Grievance Board of Review is required to meet for at least four hours to hear grievances,


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, and it is hereby resolved that the Grievance Board of Review meet on the 20th day of February, 2007, in the Trustees’ Room, in Village Hall Annex, between the hours of 4:00 and 8:00 P.M. to hear complaints with respect to the Assessment Roll to be filed by the Assessor with the Clerk of the Village, on or before February 1, 2007, and the Clerk of the Village is further directed to publish statutory notice of such meeting required by the Real Property Tax Law.

Cemetery Rules & Regulations:  Trustee Perry-Rogers moved to amend the Cemetery Rules & Regulations to include the following:
Rules and Regulations

For Municipal Cemeteries

Forest Home, East Waverly, and Glenwood

Amended, January 23, 2007

1. Owners, or legal heirs, must show proof of ownership or right to burial.  Purchaser of cemetery plot          acquires only right of burial and may not sell unused portion of the plot to a third party.

2. No openings of any kind may be made on graves by anyone other than Village personnel or its agent.  A burial (transit) permit or Certificate of Cremation must be provided.  Disinterment of bodies requires Funeral Director to provide a certified copy of the New York State Department of Health permit for Cemetery files.

3. Installation of vault is required prior to any burial.

4. Burial during winter and spring shall be solely at the discretion of the Village personnel, or its agent.  Cemetery hours are sunrise to sunset.

5. The Board of Trustees of the Village of Waverly may adjust cemetery rates at any time.  One should call the office at 607-565-8106 to verify the rates.  

6. There is a maximum of two flower receptacles per grave.  Only flowers placed in pots, cut flowers, artificial flower arrangements, and small flags are permitted.  Village personnel or its agent will remove floral items from graves as soon as they become faded or unsightly.

7. Plantings, statues, vigil lights, breakable objects of any nature, and any other types of commemorative items are not permitted on the graves and will be removed by Village personnel, or its agent.,

8. The Village or its agent will be in no way responsible for theft or damage to flowers, vases, pots, urns, markers, or other merchandise left on the plot by family or friends.  Any act of vandalism is classified by State Law as; Criminal Mischief under Paragraph No. 145.00 of Penal Law, a Class A Misdemeanor.

9. Dogs are not allowed in the cemeteries.  Violators will be prosecuted.

10. Visitors are requested to conduct themselves in keeping with the dignity and sacredness of the cemetery.

11.  The area for markers and/or headstones will be determined by Village of Waverly personnel.

Trustee Goodwin seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.

Internet Policy:  Trustee Goodwin moved to adopt an Internet Policy as follows:
Policy for Use of Computers, Internet and E-Mail

Terms and Conditions for Computer, Internet, and E-Mail Use:

Each affected employee must carefully read, and agree to abide by, the following   Village of Waverly approved Acceptable Use Policy for the Village of Waverly provided e-mail and Internet access before signing. Conformance to this Policy should be considered to be a term and condition of affected employee’s employment. Abuse of e-mail and Internet access privileges or other non-conformance to this Policy may be cause for disciplinary action up to and including discharge.

The Internet offers many resources to Village of Waverly employees for the efficient exchange of information and the timely completion of assigned responsibilities.  The use of Internet facilities and e-mail by any employee, volunteer or contractor must be consistent with this Acceptable Use Policy.

This policy document delineates acceptable use of the Internet and Village of Waverly computer hardware and software by employees, volunteers, and contractors while using Government-owned or leased equipment, facilities, Internet e-mail addresses, or domain names registered to the Village of Waverly.

The following Internet and/or computer users are covered by this policy: 

1. Authorized full and part-time employees of the Village of Waverly. 

2. Volunteers who are authorized to use the Village of Waverly resources to access the Internet. 

3. Contractors who are authorized to use Village of Waverly owned or leased equipment or facilities. 

Employees, volunteers and contractors who are not authorized to access the Internet as part of their official duties, may not access the Internet using Village of Waverly facilities under any circumstances. It is expected that users who are authorized to access the Internet as part of their official duties, will do so to improve their job knowledge; to access scientific, technical, and other information on topics, which have relevance to their assignments; and to communicate with their peers in other Government agencies, academia, and industry. Users should be aware that when access is accomplished using Internet addresses and domain names registered to the Village of Waverly, they might be perceived by others to represent the Village of Waverly. Users are advised not to use the Internet for any purpose, which would reflect negatively on the Village of Waverly or its employees.

If an authorized user violates any of these provisions, his or her access privileges may be terminated and future access may be denied and may be cause for disciplinary action up to and including discharge.  The signature at the end of this document is binding and indicates the party who signed has read the terms and conditions carefully, understands their significance, and agrees to abide by those terms and conditions.

The Village of Waverly Mayor, with general guidance from the Department Heads shall serve as the Administrator for this Policy.

Acceptable Use of Internet Access and e-mail for the Village of Waverly Authorized Users:  

The purpose of the Internet is to support research and enhance worker productivity by providing access to resources and communications.  The use of your account must be in support of Village of Waverly business goals and objectives. The use of the Internet may not be used in violation of any local, state, federal, or international laws, regulations, or other government requirements.  This includes, but is not limited to: theft or infringement of copyrights, trademarks, trade secrets, or other types of intellectual property; fraud; forgery; theft or misappropriation of funds, credit cards, or personal information; and threats of physical harm; harassment.  Non-business communications and access to information for non-business related activities are not authorized.

E-mail messages must be drafted in a professional, business manner and shall use appropriate language. E-mail messages sent to Village of Waverly employees, in a mass mailing, must be approved by the sender’s supervisor prior to delivery.

Privileges: 

The use of the Village of Waverly computer resources including e-mail and Internet access, is a privilege, not a right, and inappropriate use may result in a cancellation of those privileges and may be cause for disciplinary action up to and including discharge. The Village of Waverly Board may request the Administrator to deny, revoke, or suspend specific user access privileges, when use that violates these policies has been determined.

Inappropriate Use of Village of Waverly computer resources:

a) Participating or engaging in activities that violate the law.

b) Creating, storing, viewing or transmitting information which is fraudulent, harassing, embarrassing, sexually explicit, obscene, or defamatory.

c) Participating in any activity, which constitutes harassment under the Village of Waverly Harassment Policy or under state or federal law or regulations.

d) Reading, deleting, copying or modifying e-mail messages sent to others without their permission.

e) Promoting political or religious positions.

f) Operating a personal business, or any use for personal gain.

g) Using or installing any software or peripheral equipment not approved in advance by the System Administrator.

h) Engaging in any activity, which would compromise the security of the Village of Waverly network and computer resources such as any attempt to harm or destroy data through the upload or creation of computer viruses, hacking, monitoring or using systems without authorization. 

Security:

Security is a high priority and the following must be adhered to:

a) Do not use another individual’s account.

b) Do not give your password to any other individual.

c) Attempts to log into the network as any other user will result in cancellation of user privileges.

d) Any user identified as a security risk may be denied access to the Village of Waverly computer resources.

Village of Waverly Rights:

a) The Village of Waverly retains the right to monitor employees’ use of Computer Resources (including computers, the Internet and e-mail) to assure compliance with applicable laws, rules and regulations, as well as the Village of Waverly’s Use Policy. This includes, but is not limited to, accessing stored information, reviewing logs of incoming and outgoing information and messages, as well as the content of that information. There can thus be no expectation of privacy with respect to an employee’s use of the Internet.

b) The Village of Waverly, through the System Administrator, reserves the right to record the location of all Internet sites accessed by users.

c) The Village of Waverly, through the System Administrator, reserves the right to block access to or from any Internet resources.

d) The Village of Waverly will not be responsible for any damages. This includes but is not limited to the loss of data resulting from delays, non-deliveries, viruses or service interruptions.  Use of any information obtained is at the user’s risk.  Any computer connected to the Village of Waverly’s network should have anti-virus software installed.  

Village of Waverly Use Policy for Computers, Internet and E-Mail Agreement

By signing this agreement, I agree to abide by all the above provisions and relieve the Village of Waverly of any liability, obligation or responsibility for any loss that may arise from my use of the Village of Waverly’s computer facilities including Internet access, e-mail and network use.

Right-to-Know Policy:  Trustee McDuffee moved to adopt the Right-to-Know Policy, as follows:

In accordance with the Occupational Safety and Health Administration Rule as set forth in 29 C.F.R. 

Part 1910.1200, Village of Waverly hereby adopts the following policy:

I. PURPOSE AND SCOPE

The purpose of this policy is to ensure that each employee is to be apprised of the substance of the Hazardous Communication Standards, the hazardous properties of chemicals they work with and the measures needed to protect themselves from chemicals.

II. PROCEDURE

A. Hazardous Chemical Listing:
The Village of Waverly will maintain a list of hazardous chemicals used and will update the list as necessary (example:  when new chemicals are purchased).  The list will be maintained at Village Hall Annex at 362 Broad Street, Waverly, New York.  In addition, each Village Department will maintain a department specific listing complete with Material Safety Data Sheet forms on site in a notebook.

B. Material safety data sheets (MSDS):  

A complete a partial inventory will be maintained at the locations described in Section 2 with the listing.  Each department head or designee will be responsible for obtaining MSDS’s for their departments if new chemicals are purchased.  The department head is to assure that the new MSDS’s are added to the centralized inventory at the Village Hall Annex.  If department heads do not receive MSDS’s or if they are incomplete and there is no resolution to the problem, they will discontinue business with that vendor.  Products are not to be used by any employee of the Village of Waverly until the appropriate MSDS forms are on file in the department’s chemical handbook and in the Village’s central file at the Village Hall Annex Building.

C. Department Heads or designees are to assure that all hazardous chemicals in the department are properly labeled.  The label should list at least the chemical identity, hazard warnings, and the name and address of the manufacturer or other responsible party.  Immediate use containers do not require labeling.  Additionally, the label is to identify the type of exposure that an employee might expect from contact with this particular chemical, i.e.; “explosive” or “eye irritant”.  The Village of Waverly will use the STANDARD NFPA HAZARD WARNING System, and the Safety Officer will provide each department with a document to interpret the color codes and numbers referred by NFPA.  That document is to be filed with the MSDS in each department or building’s chemical handbook.  The Village Safety Officer will provide the labels and the Village is responsible for appropriate labeling.  Contractors using chemicals in their work for the Village shall provide MSDS sheets to the department (for inclusion in the department’s MSDS file) they are doing work for and a copy of said sheet will be provided to the Safety Officer for the master file.

D. Training will consist of the basic items specified in Part 820, Title 12 of the New York Code of Rules and Regulations held annually and include:  the location of chemicals, properties of toxic chemicals, the names of toxic chemicals, the trade name, acute and chronic effects of exposure to the chemical, symptoms of effects, flammability, explosiveness or reactivity of the chemical, emergency treatment, proper conditions for safe use and procedures for clean-up.  Department Head or designee shall assure that training is provided at least annually and that a record of training is kept to include at least the date of training, person’s name trained, social security number and their signature.

E. Department Head or designee shall advise all outside contractors of potential hazards within the department and ask them to review all appropriate MSDS forms in the department’s chemical handbook.  Following the briefing and review, the Department Head or designee will ask the vendor to sign a form indicating that the vendor has been briefed, that the vendor has reviewed the MSDS forms and that the Village will be held harmless for any subsequent chemical exposures to the vendor or any of the vendor’s employee.

F. A written copy of the Village of Waverly’s Right-To-Know Policy and all subsequent plans of implementation will be made available to any Village of Waverly employee who is unable to read English, in a language that they can read (i.e. Spanish, French, or Braille).  The Village will provide non-English copies of this policy and subsequent plans within a reasonable period, upon request of either the employee or the employee’s Department Head.

G. If any exposure occurs, the employee shall be sent immediately to Robert Packer Hospital, Sayre, Pa. for a medical evaluation.  The employee is to carry a copy of the appropriate Material Safety Data Sheet (MSDS) with him/her.

No Appointment Necessary

As soon as possible, (but not to interfere with the handling of an emergency situation), the Department Head or designee, is to report this incident to the Village of Waverly Safety Officer and the Village Attorney.  Send a copy of the appropriate MSDS to the Director.

H. Any employee who has not had a baseline physical examination is entitled to one baseline physical and a subsequent examination following each exposure incident at no cost to the employee.

III. ADMINISTRATION

A. The Village of Waverly Safety Officer shall be the Village of Waverly’s Administrative Compliance Officer to assure that this policy is carried out by both management and by the employees of the Village of Waverly.

B. Employees are entitled to make a confidential report of alleged violations to the Village Safety Officer.  However, this does not include exposures that would place any employee at risk.

IV. NON-ROUTINE PROCEDURES

A. Unusual work situations where hazards may be encountered such as maintenance of buildings, etc., should be reviewed by the Supervisor in charge of the project and brought to the attention of the Department Head if there is a potential problem.

B. Persons may contact the appropriate Department Head or review the centralized files located at the Village Hall Annex Building, Waverly, New York, to obtain additional information.

Trustee Perry-Rogers seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.

Dental Trust:  Trustee Goodwin presented bills in the amount of $113.22.  Trustee McDuffee moved to approve the bills as presented.  Trustee Perry-Rogers seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.
Public Comments:  Rita Maury stated the Council of Governments Meeting was very interesting, and volunteered to attend the meeting regularly.  Trustee Goodwin moved to approve Rita Maury as Village of Waverly’s Representative to the Council of Governments Meetings.  Trustee McDuffee seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.  Rita stated village employees qualify for prescription reductions when ordered through the mail for a three-month supply, and presented handouts to the clerk.  She also stated she would update the Board on discussions from the meetings.


Recreation Director Hogan stated he is working with the Tinsel-n-Lights Committee.  They are conceiving a plan to install a portable ice-skating rink for Muldoon Park for the winter months of 2007.  This would be a refrigerated system, and is asking the Village to pay the costs of electricity.  The committee is also asking the Village to help with security at the site, via police patrols and cameras, to deter vandalism.  Hogan asked the Village to support this endeavor, and would need a commitment in the near future.  Trustee Goodwin stated he would volunteer to act as a liaison between the Village and The Tinsel-n-Lights Committee.

Adjournment:  Trustee Perry-Rogers moved to adjourn at 8:08 p.m.  Trustee Goodwin seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.

Don Baer of Hancor:  Don Baer, Plant Manager of Hancor, stated there have been rumors of Hancor closing and he would like to put the rumor to rest. Finance Committee:  Trustee Goodwin presented bills in the amount of:  General Fund $65,719.08; Cemetery Fund $69.69; and Dental Trust $247.88, for a total of $66,036.65.  Trustee Schmieg moved to approve the bills as presented.  Trustee McDuffee seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.  
Release Partial Payment-Viking Building:  The clerk stated some paperwork has not been submitted by George Swansbrough (Upstate Machinery) and recommended the Village retain a portion until we receive the paperwork requested.  She stated there is road repair work that needs to be done as result of the demolition.  She also stated Darin Rathbun recommended releasing $30,000 of the $46,200.  Trustee McDuffee moved releasing $30,000 to Upstate Machinery for the demolition of the Viking Building as recommended.  Trustee Arcesi seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.
Family Medical Leave Policy:  Trustee Goodwin moved to adopt a Family and Medical Leave Act Policy, as follows:
FAMILY AND MEDICAL LEAVE ACT POLICY

Scope: This policy is applicable to all requests for family and medical leaves of absence under the Family and Medical Leave Act of 1993 (FMLA).

Eligibility: To be eligible for FMLA leave and benefits, an employee must have worked for the Municipality for at least 12 months and at least 1,250 hours during the 12-month period preceding the commencement of the leave.

Leave Entitlement: Eligible employees may take up to 12 weeks of unpaid, job-protected leave during a rolling 12 month period measured forward from the date the employee’s first FMLA leave begins for one or more of the following reasons:  (i) the birth of a child; (ii) the placement of a child for adoption or foster care; (iii) the care of an immediate family member (spouse, child or parent) with a serious health condition; or (iv) a serious health condition that makes the employee unable to work.

For purposes of this policy, “serious health condition” is an illness, injury, impairment or physical or mental condition that involves:

a. any period of incapacity or treatment in connection with or consequent to inpatient care (i.e. an overnight stay in a hospital, hospice or residential medical care facility);

b. any period of incapacity requiring absence from work, school or other regular daily activities of more than three consecutive calendar days, and any subsequent treatment or period of incapacity relating to the same condition, that also involves:

· the treatment of two or more times by a health care provider; or

· the treatment by a health care provider on at least one occasion which results in a regimen of continuing treatment under the supervision of the health care provider.

c. any period of incapacity or treatment for such incapacity due to a chronic serious health condition that requires periodic visits for treatment by a health care provider, continues over an extended period of time, and may cause episodic incapacity.

d. any period of incapacity due to pregnancy or prenatal care.

e. any period of permanent long term incapacity due to a condition for which treatment may not be effective, and requiring the continuing supervision of a health care provider.

Relation of Policy to Collective Bargaining Agreements

To the extent a collective bargaining agreement provides greater family and medical leave rights to an employee than the rights established under this Policy, the rights granted to the employee in the collective bargaining agreement will govern the family and medical leave of the employee.  If an employee is entitled to family and medical leave under this Policy and under a collective bargaining agreement, the employee’s family and medical leave will be deemed to having been taken concurrently under both this Policy and the collective bargaining agreement.

Advance Notice:  An employee requesting a leave pursuant to the FMLA must submit the attached leave request to his or her immediate supervisor at least 30 days before the date the leave is expected to begin.  The Municipality recognizes that unexpected emergencies can arise where it is not possible to provide 30 days’ notice of the intended leave.  In such situations, employees are expected to provide as much advance notice as is practicable.  If no advance notice is possible, notice is required as early as practicable.  If an employee fails to give 30 days’ notice for foreseeable leaves with no reasonable excuse for delay, the Municipality may delay the taking of the FMLA leave until 30 days after the date the employee provides notice to the Municipality of the need for the leave.

Medical Certification:  In cases where an employee is requesting a medical leave because of the employee’s own serious health condition or that of a spouse, child or parent, the Municipality will require the employee to submit the attached medical certification, verifying the need for the leave.  The Municipality, at its own expense, may require the employee to receive a second opinion from a health care provider designated and approved by the Municipality.  If this opinion conflicts with the first opinion, the Municipality, again at its own expense, may request a third opinion from a health care provider mutually agreed upon by both the Municipality and the employee.  The third opinion will be binding on both parties.  If an employee fails to provide the completed medical form within fifteen (15) days, the employee’s leave may not be granted until thirty (30) days after the employee has provided the proper medical certification.

A.  Employee’s Own Medical Condition

For the employee’s own medical leave, the certification must include the following information from the employee’s attending physician:

a. the date on which the serious health condition began;

b. the probable duration of the serious health condition;

c. the diagnosis and treatment of the serious health condition; and

d. a statement that the employee is unable to perform the essential functions of his or her position.

B.  Medical Leave to Care for Family Member

If the leave is being requested to care for a spouse, child, or parent with a serious health condition, the written certification must include the following information from the family member’s attending physician:

a. the date on which the serious health condition began;

b. the probable duration of the serious health condition;

c. the appropriate medical facts regarding the condition; and

d. a statement that the employee is needed to care for the spouse, child, or parent, with an estimate of the amount of time that the care will require.

Medical Re-certification:  Employees who are on a leave because of their own serious health condition or to take care of a spouse, child or parent with a serious health condition may be required to submit to the Municipality the attached medical re-certification of the need to remain on the leave when the Municipality, in its discretion, deems re-certification is warranted.  All re-certifications are at the expense of the employee.

Substitution of Paid Leave:  An employee taking leave pursuant to FMLA will be required to first use any paid vacation, personal, and/or sick leave (as appropriate for the particular leave) accrued prior to the commencement of the leave.  Such paid leave time shall count toward the maximum of 12 workweeks of leave permitted by this policy.  The remainder of the leave, if any will be unpaid.  The employee will be notified in writing of any leave days that will be counted towards the maximum twelve weeks of FMLA leave.

Any unpaid leave available under a collective bargaining agreement or other Municipality policy must also be used and will be counted towards an employee’s FMLA entitlement.

Intermittent and Reduced Schedule Leave:  FMLA leave time may be taken intermittently (or on a reduced schedule basis) whenever the leave is medically necessary to care for a seriously ill family member, or because the employee is seriously ill and unable to work.  Intermittent leave cannot be granted for the birth or placement of a child.  If the need for intermittent leave is foreseeable, based on planned medical treatment, the employee is responsible for scheduling the treatment in a manner that does not unduly disrupt the Municipality’s operations, subject only to the approval of the health care provider.

When an employee requests intermittent leave or reduced schedule leave, the Municipality reserves the right to transfer the employee temporarily to an alternative position, which better accommodates recurring periods of absence.  The position to which the employee is transferred will be equivalent in pay and benefits to the one that the employee held prior to the transfer.

Return to Work Certification:  All employees taking medical leave to care for their own serious health condition will be required to submit the attached fitness-for-duty certification signed by their health care provider before returning to work, stating that the employee is able to resume his or her position.

Status of Benefits While on Leave:  While an employee is on medical or family leave pursuant to this policy, he/she will continue to be covered under the Municipality’s insurance plans in effect at the time and so chosen by the employee, so long as the employee continues to pay whatever employee portion of the premium costs is required under Municipality policy and/or the applicable provisions of any applicable collective bargaining agreements.  If paid leave is used for any portion of the family or medical leave, employee premiums will be deducted from the leave payments in accordance with the practice applicable to an employee not on leave.  Therefore, those employees using vacation or other paid days toward their FMLA entitlement will maintain the benefit coverage in place for those employees using such days for a non-FMLA purpose.

At the time an employee begins unpaid family or medical leave, he/she shall receive written instructions detailing the time and manner in which the employee premiums are to be paid.  Failure to pay these premiums by the end of the grace period stated in the written instructions shall result in the loss of insurance coverage so chosen by the employee.

An employee who fails to return to work for at least 30 calendar days following the expiration of the unpaid family or medical leave shall be required to reimburse the Municipality for the portion of the health care premiums paid by the Municipality during the unpaid leave unless the employee can establish that the failure to return was due to the continuation, recurrence or onset of a serious health condition which meets the criteria for leave under this policy or was due to other circumstances beyond the employee’s control.

Restoration of Position and Benefits:  The employee on family or medical leave is not entitled to the accrual of any seniority or employment benefits during any period of leave except as expressly stated herein or as otherwise provided by an applicable collective bargaining agreement or by law.  At the conclusion of an employee’s medical or family leave, the employee will be returned to the position that the employee held prior to taking the leave.  If that position is not available, the employee will be placed in a position that is equivalent in pay, conditions and other terms of employment to the employee’s prior position.  When the employee returns to active work following the family or medical leave, any benefits that have lapsed during the leave shall be reinstated as if the employee had remained actively employed during the leave, except that the employee shall not accrue any additional benefits or seniority during the time of the leave. The number of calendar days taken as unpaid leave will be added to the employment anniversary date for purposes of calculating seniority and other employment policies of the Municipality.

Key Employees:  Under certain circumstances, the Municipality may deny job restoration to key employees.  A key employee is a salaried employee eligible to take leave under this Policy who is among the highest paid ten percent of all the employees, salaried and non-salaried, eligible and ineligible, under this Policy – who are employed by the Municipality.  The Municipality may refuse to reinstate key employees after using FMLA leave if it determines that substantial and grievous economic injury would result from reinstatement.  If this determination is made, the employee will be notified in writing and given an opportunity to end the leave and return to work.  If the employee remains on leave, he or she will not have a right to be restored to employment.

Reservation of Rights:  The Municipality will comply with all legal requirements for providing family and medical leave to eligible employees.  To the extent the law permits employer discretion, the Municipality hereby expressly reserved the right to modify, change or eliminate any provision of this policy with respect to any employee or group of employees and does not intend to create a contractual commitment to any employee by issuing this policy.

Nothing in this policy shall be deemed to limit an employee’s or the Municipality’s rights or obligations with respect to leave for disability under New York Civil Service Law.

Trustee Arcesi seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.

Farmers’ Market:  The clerk stated there is a seminar to help promote Farmers’ Markets in New York State.  Rita Maury stated Andy Fagen worked on it last year, and perhaps he would be interested.  Todd Williams expressed interest.

Letters and Communications:  The clerk read a letter from Time Warner Cable stating that their customers will see an increase of less than 3.5% on their cable services.
United Valley Business Banquet:  Trustee Schmieg moved to approve the Deputy Mayor and Trustees to attend the Annual United Valley Business Banquet sponsored by the Greater Valley Chamber of Commerce on March 21, 2007 at 5:30 p.m. in Sayre, PA.  The cost is $28.00 per person.  Trustee Perry-Rogers seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.

Release Partial Payment-Viking Building:  The clerk stated paperwork has been submitted by George Swansbrough (Upstate Machinery) and recommended releasing the balance, retaining 5% of the balance.  Trustee Arcesi moved to release payment of $13,890.00, and retaining $2,310.00.  A previous payment of $30,000.00 was paid in February.  Trustee McDuffee seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.
New York State Building Code:  Attorney Keene stated she has been reviewing a local law providing for the administration and enforcement of the New York State Uniform Fire Prevention and Building Code.  She stated there have been recent changes from the state that need to be reviewed, and should have a draft at the next meeting.
Draft Skateboarding Law:  Attorney Keene submitted a draft local law regarding skateboarding in the business district.  Trustee Goodwin stated the committee reviewed some laws from other municipalities.  Discussion followed.  Todd Williams stated the law might be too complicated, and suggested the Village have safety courses on the use and etiquette of skateboards.  Trustee Arcesi stated the kids are causing damage to curbs, benches, railings, and are endangering persons walking on the sidewalks. Resolution-Guthrie Heathcare Bonding:  Trustee Goodwin offered the following resolution and moved its 

adoption:

WHEREAS, the Health Care Facilities Authority of Sayre (the “Sayre Authority”) has requested the assistance of the Village of Waverly in providing “host approval” under Section 147(f) of the Internal Revenue Code in connection with the issuance by the Sayre Authority of its revenue bonds in a principal amount not to exceed $225,000,000 (the “Bonds”) for the purpose of making a loan to Guthrie Health, a Pennsylvania nonprofit corporation (the “Borrower”), to refinance the costs of acquisition, construction, renovation, equipping, furnishing and installation of land, buildings, equipment, furnishings, fixtures, and software for the provision of clinical, hospital, inpatient, outpatient, diagnostic, treatment, ancillary, support and/or other health care related services provided by members of the health care system headed by the Borrower at various locations, including locations in the Village of Waverly; and 

WHEREAS, Section 147(f) of Internal Revenue Code requires the approval of the governing body or chief elected representative of each state or local government jurisdiction in which bond-financed facilities are located, following a public hearing by an authorized representative of the state or local government jurisdiction; and 

WHEREAS, in accordance with the above-mentioned requirement, a public hearing was held by or on behalf of the Village of Waverly respecting the proposed issuance of the Bonds to refinance facilities that are located within the Village of Waverly, after notice of the hearing (the “Hearing Notice”) was published not less than 14 days prior to the hearing date in a newspaper of general circulation in the Village of Waverly. A copy 

of the Hearing Notice and proof of publication thereof is attached to and made a part of these resolutions as Exhibit A hereto. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED AS FOLLOWS: 

1. The issuance of the Bonds to refinance costs of facilities described in the Hearing Notice that are located in the Village of Waverly is hereby approved in accordance with Section 147(f) of the Internal Revenue Code.  This approval does not impose any liability on the Village of Waverly or in any way involve the Village of Waverly in the issuance of the Bonds, nor shall the credit or taxing power of the Village of Waverly be pledged in any way for the issuance of the Bonds or the financing of any projects with respect thereto. 

2. It is hereby declared desirable for the health, safety and welfare of the people in the Village of Waverly to have the Health Care Facilities Authority of Sayre issue the Bonds for the purpose of, among other things, 

refinancing costs of facilities located in the Village of Waverly. 

3. The proper officers, authorized representatives or designees of the Village of Waverly are hereby authorized, directed and empowered to execute and deliver a copy of these resolutions and such other documents or certifications as may be required of the Village of Waverly for their approval. Without limiting the generality of the foregoing authorization, the Village of Waverly is authorized and empowered to execute and deliver a Certificate of Approval. 

4. These resolutions shall be effective immediately upon adoption. All prior resolutions inconsistent herewith are hereby rescinded to the extent of such inconsistency. 

The resolution was seconded by Trustee Perry-Rogers and upon voice vote, unanimously carried.
Public Comments:  Recreation Director Hogan stated he seen an advertisement that the old Ithaca Street School (Friend Labs) is for sale.  He stated the building could be an ideal spot for a community center and/or other village use.  Hogan suggested exploring the opportunity.

Finance Committee:  Trustee Goodwin presented bills in the amount of:  General Fund $87,642.96; Cemetery Fund $0.00; and Dental Trust $234.00, for a total of $87,876.96.  Trustee Schmieg moved to approve the bills as presented.  Trustee Perry-Rogers seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.  
Draft-Proposed Skateboard Law:  Attorney Keene submitted a draft local law on skateboarding in the business district. Present were Deputy Mayor Rockett, Trustees; Schmieg, Goodwin, Arcesi, McDuffee, Clerk Treasurer Casterline, Deputy Clerk Treasurer Wood, Chief Updyke, Superintendent Steck, Recreation Director Hogan, and Attorney Keene.  Also present were Don Merrill of 535 Waverly Street, Jean Minielly-Schmieg of 417 Chemung Street, Tom Bellinger of 474 Pennsylvania Avenue, Jessica & Toby Quinn of 140 Howard Street, Jodi & Cassidy Austin of 66 Austin Drive, Peggy Tracy & Kyle White of 115 Howard Street, Jordan Frisbie of 459 Fulton Street, Kyle Sorensen of 442 Cayuta Avenue, Todd & Blythe Atchison of 15 Lincoln Street, Jerry Sinsabaugh of 8 Cooper Street, Bonnie Rice of 225 William Street, Todd Williams of 411 Chemung Street, Rita Maury of 369 Broad Street, William Dimmick III of 208 Chemung Street, and Mary Schmieg of 19 Ithaca Street.  The press included, Amanda Baird of the Morning Times, Ron Cole of WATS/WAVR, and Eric Hrin of the Daily Review.  

Clerk Treasurer Casterline read the proposed law.  Deputy Mayor Rockett explained this law would only pertain the business district as outlined within the proposed law, and this would not interfere with kids going or coming from schools.  She stated there have been many complaints from business owners, and the residents of the Elizabeth Square Facility.  She also stated the Board of Trustees have been discussing this issue for a long time, and that the safety of everyone is the reason for the proposed law.

Todd Atchison stated he is not in favor of the proposed law, and the Village should have an area for the kids to go.  Blythe Atchison asked why the Spring Street site has not been developed.  Recreation Director stated it has been developed and is being used for ice-skating, weather permitting, and skateboarders are welcome to use the area, and currently are.  He also stated the Village previously applied for a grant from the Tony Hawk Foundation and was denied.  Superintendent Steck stated skateboarders at the Spring Street site have been getting materials from the Street Department and leaving the materials out when finished.  He stated many signs have been destroyed, and may eventually have to fence the area in, due to vandalism.  Blythe Atchison stated the Village should install a skateboard park for the kids.

Recreation Director Hogan stated the cost of installing a skateboard park is approximately $25,000 and the budget could not support the costs of installing and maintaining a park.  He stated kids have, in the past, tried to do fundraising for a park, however, lost interest quickly.  He recommended parents and kids organize and do fundraising.  He offered to help organize.  Jodi Austin and Blythe Atchison stated they would be willing to help.  

Bonnie Rice stated the law should be adopted, for the safety of everyone including the skateboarders.  She also stated residents need to step up and take on the funding.  She also felt if the kids worked together to get the park, maybe they would respect it more and the vandalism wouldn’t be as bad.

Todd Williams stated this law is penalizing the courteous skaters.  He suggested the Village hold training for the skaters to learn safety and etiquette of skating, and those finishing the training would be allowed to skate within the business district.  Jean Minielly-Schmieg stated the kids attending the meeting are probably not the ones causing the disturbances, and the kids causing the disturbances probably would not attend training.

1. SKATEBOARD – A narrow board of wood, plastic, fiberglass, or similar material with roller skate or other type of wheels attached to each end and used for gliding or moving on any hard surfaces, with or without a mechanism or other device for steering while being used, operated or ridden.

2. IN-LINE SKATES – Shoes, skates, or footwear with a single row of wheels.

3. ROLLER SKATES – Shoes, skates, or footwear with two or more rows of roller wheels.

Section 58-2:  Unlawful Activities

A. No persons shall use or operate a skateboard, in-line skates, or roller skates in the central business district upon any public streets (including the entire paved and improved surfaces thereof, including gutter areas, from curb-to-curb, where curbs exist), sidewalks or on any public lands of the Village of Waverly within the central business district.  The central business district is defined to encompass the following area.

(1) Broad Street from Route 220 to Cayuta Avenue

(2) Fulton Street from the New York State Line to the northern boundary of 442 Fulton Street

(3) Elizabeth Street

(4) Waverly Street from Board Street to the northern boundary of 445 Waverly Street

(5) De Pumpo Lane

(6) Park Avenue from Broad Street to the southern boundary of 420 Park Avenue

(7) Pennsylvania Avenue from Broad Street to the southern boundary of 416 Pennsylvania Avenue

(8) Clark Street from Broad Street to the southern boundary of 424 Clark Street

(9) Spaulding Street from Broad Street to the southern boundary of 422 Spaulding Street

(10) Loder Street from Broad Street to the southern boundary of 409 Loder Street

(11) Johnson Street from Broad Street to the southern boundary of 6 Johnson Street

B. No persons shall use or operate a skateboard, in-line skates, or roller skates upon any public streets (including the entire paved and improved surfaces thereof, including gutter areas, from curb-to-curb, where curbs exists), sidewalks or on any public lands within the Village of Waverly.

(1) In a careless manner without due caution and circumspection.

(2) While endangering, or in any manner to create a risk or danger to, any person or property.

(3) In any manner to impede or interfere with pedestrian or vehicular traffic.

(4) By operating, jumping, or performing stunts on the steps or outside the doorways of places or within four feet of the doorway of any public business or place of meeting.

C. No persons shall knowingly use or operate a skateboard, in-line skates, or roller skates upon parking lots of churches or businesses.

D. Every person shall abide by the following safety regulations:

(1) Every person operating a skateboard, in-line skates, or roller skates shall operate the same instrict observance of Article 34 of the New York State Vehicle and Traffic Law relating to the operation of bicycles and play vehicles, except as to those provisions which by their nature can have no application.

(2) The operator of a skateboard, in-line skates, or roller skates emerging from any alley, driveway, or building shall, upon approaching a sidewalk, yield the right-of-way to all pedestrians on said sidewalk and any motor vehicles operating in the vicinity of the sidewalk.

(3) Whenever any person shall operate a skateboard, in-line skates, or roller skates upon a sidewalk, such person shall yield the right-of-way t any pedestrian and shall give audible signal before overtaking and passing such pedestrian.

(4) No person shall operate a skateboard, in-line skates, or roller skates at nighttime unless he or she is wearing reflective clothing, which is visible from a distance of not less than 50 feet and a maximum of 300 feet from the front, side and rear when directly in front of the lawful beams of headlights on a motor vehicle.  Reflective clothing shall be defined, for the purposes of this section, as any shirt, vest, or jacket or any other readily visible piece of apparel equipped with a reflective surface.

(5) Persons under the age of 14 operating skateboard, in-line skates, or roller skates shall wear a protective helmet.

Section 58-3:  Violations; Parental Responsibility; Police and Peace Authority; Effect on Other Provisions 

A. It is a violation for any person to do any act or fail to perform any act required by this chapter.

B. It shall be unlawful and a violation of this chapter for a parent, as defined herein, having legal custody of a minor, knowingly to permit or by inefficient control to allow such minor or such child or ward to violate any of the provisions of this chapter.  The term “knowingly” includes knowledge, which a parent should reasonably be expected to have concerning the location or whereabouts of a minor in that parent’s legal custody.  It is intended to continue to keep neglectful or careless parents up to a reasonable community standard of parental responsibility through an objective test.  It shall be no defense that a parent was completely indifferent to the activities or conduct or whereabouts of such minor.

C. Any police officer or peace officer who issues an appearance ticket and/or other accusatory instrument to any person alleged to be in violation of this chapter shall be authorized to confiscate such skateboard, in-line skates, or roller skates as evidence pending prosecution hereunder.

D. If the skateboard, in-line skates, or roller skates has been confiscated by a peace officer or police officer as set forth herein, the owner or parent of a minor chilled thereof may demand a hearing for the return of such skateboard, in-line skates, or roller skates by making a written application to the village court, provided such written application is made within five days of the date such skateboard, in-line skates, or roller skates is confiscated.  The court shall hold such hearing within five business days of the date it receives the request thereof.  The court can authorize the retention of the play vehicle if it finds, by a preponderance of the evidence, the following:

(1) Probable cause to believe that the person charged with the violation of this chapter was operating such play vehicle in violation thereof; and

(2) The skateboard, in-line skates, or roller skates confiscated by the police officer or peace officer was/were the skateboard, in-line skates, or roller skates used by the accused on the date and time charged.

E. The operator of a skateboard, in-line skates, or roller skates emerging from any alley, driveway, or building shall, upon approaching a sidewalk, yield the right-of-way to all pedestrians on said sidewalk and any motor vehicles operating in the vicinity of the sidewalk.

Section 58-4:  Penalties for Offenses
A. Every person violating any provisions of this chapter shall be guilty of a violation upon conviction thereof, and shall be subject to a fine not to exceed $50 for the first offense, and not more than $100 for each offense thereafter.

B. Any person having been found guilty of a violation of this law shall be subject to the court ordering that upon conviction that the skateboard, in-line skates, or roller skates used in the commission of the offense be impounded for a period of thirty days after a first conviction and for a period of sixty days after a second and each subsequent conviction.

C. In addition to any other remedies or penalties that may be imposed, a violation of this chapter shall entitle to Board of Trustees to undertake a remedy to repair any damage to public property caused by the violation of any section or provision of this chapter, and the actual disbursements and expenses therefore, shall be added to the fine(s) set forth in this chapter.  This provision shall be in addition to any other provisions, penalties, or powers available to the Village for enforcement of this chapter.


WHEREAS, this law shall take effect immediately upon filing in the New York State Office of the Secretary of State.

The cost for conference is $160.00 per person plus accommodations.  Trustee Goodwin seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.

Quality Communities Grant Payment:  Rita Maury stated the website should be available in May and functioning in June.  She also stated the marketing plan would be available in May.  Trustee Arcesi moved to pay the third quarter billing of $9,000.  Trustee Schmieg seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.  

CDBG Project Authorization: The clerk submitted approval requests for projects to be done on the CDBG.  They are as follows:

Trustee Goodwin moved to authorize the above projects as submitted.  Trustee Schmieg seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.

Public Hearing – Tentative 2007-2008 Budget: - Trustee McDuffee moved to schedule a Public Hearing on the Tentative Budget for fiscal year 2007-2008 for Tuesday, April 10, 2007 at 6:30 p.m. and authorized the Clerk to advertise the same.  Trustee Goodwin seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.

Business Loan Application - Schutt:  The clerk submitted a business loan application from Shawn Schutt for the property at 372 Broad Street.  The clerk stated the bank has reviewed the application and found it acceptable.  Trustee Schmieg moved to approve a business loan in the amount of $10,000 to Tom Bellinger for assistance in purchasing of the business known as Let’s Play.  The term of the loan is 5 years at 5% interest.  Trustee Arcesi seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.

Business Loan Application - Young:  The clerk submitted a business loan application from Becky Young for the property at 310 Broad Street.  The clerk stated the bank has reviewed the application and found it acceptable.  Trustee Schmieg moved to approve a business loan in the amount of $85,000 to Becky Young for assistance in purchasing of the business known as Becky’s Diner.  The term of the loan is 10 years at 5% interest.  Trustee Goodwin seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.

Administrative Hearing Result:  Attorney Keene submitted findings of the administrative hearing held on March 26, 2007 regarding 244-246 Broad Street, The Wagner Hotel.  The Board reviewed the findings of facts, as follows:

1. Loco Holdings, LLC is the owner of property located at 244-246 Broad Street, Waverly, New York.  On March 20, 2007, Sheila Cueto, Manager of Loco Holdings, LLC was personally served the notice of hearing along with the attached report of Hunt Engineering dated March 8, 2007.

2. That the Village Code Enforcement Officer has been in touch with Leo Cueto a manager in the Loco Holdings, LLC several times regarding the condition of the building.  A Notice of Violation was sent to him on May 18, 2005 requesting that he correct the deteriorating condition of the roof of the building since a portion of the roof had blown off into the street.  A violation proceeding was subsequently filed in Waverly Village Court and Loco Holdings, LLC failed to appear in court on the scheduled dates.

3. The Village has employed Hunt Engineering to inspect the building on several occasions, the latest report dated March 6, 2007, indicates that the building has continued to deteriorate. Attached to these findings are copies of pictures dated January 19, 2004, June 19, 2006 and March 5, 2007.  The pictures and the testimony of Darin Rathbun indicate that there has been further deterioration of the third story wall that adjoins the second story portion of this building. This wall is moving and the gap appears to be increasing in size. On the back of the building (south side) there are numerous areas where bricks and mortar are deteriorating causing the wall to bulge outward.  Below that area on the second floor level there is a wood beam that is beginning to fail by crushing due to deterioration. This deterioration is causing the framing above the beam to be deflecting downward.  There have been several occasions when debris has fallen from the building roof and bricks have fallen from the back of the building.  There is a clear and present danger that the building may collapse.  Although the engineer can not predict when the building will collapse he is of the opinion that either the building needs immediate attention by the owner to repair the building or the building should be demolished. 

4. Based upon the reports of Hunt Engineering including the most recent report of March 8, 2007 and the report dated June 19, 2006 it appears that the building has further deteriorated to the point that it is a serious threat to the life and safety of the residents of the Village of Waverly.

5. The building is unsafe as defined by the Village Code under Section 54-2 in that the interior and exterior walls or other vertical structural members are leaning and buckling to such an extent as to weaken the structural support that they provide.  The building has become dangerous to the life safety and general welfare of the people of the Village of Waverly and the building is so dilapidated, decayed and unsafe that it is not fit for human habitation in accordance with normally accepted standards set for human habitability.

6. The building is unsafe as defined by the Village Code. It is determined that it is necessary that you begin removal or repair of the structure within ten (10) days of the date of this notice and that said actions shall be completed with thirty (30) days thereafter.  

In the event that you neglect or refuse to comply with this order the Village Board is authorized to:

1. Provide for the building’s demolition;

2. Assess all expenses thereof against:

a. The land on which it is located;

b. Any insurance proceeds of the property damaged in an insured event;

c. The owners of the property; or

d. Any combination of the above.

3. Institute a special proceeding to collect the costs of demotion, including legal expenses.

All costs and expenses incurred by the Village of Waverly in connection with this administrative to remove the building, including the cost of actually removing the building in question, and any cost incurred by the Village in the consult of engineers or other experts shall be assessed against the landowner of the land on which said building is located, any insurance proceeds of the property damaged in an insured event, the owner of the property or any combination of the above. Such assessment shall be and constitute a lien upon such land.  If the owner shall fail to pay such expenses within 10 days after the statement is presented or posted, a legal action may be brought to collect such assessment or to foreclose such lien.  As an alternative, the Code Enforcement Officer may file a certificate of the actual expenses incurred as aforesaid, together with a statement identifying the property in connection with the Assessor, who shall, in the preparation of the next assessment roll, assess such amount upon such property. Such amount shall be included in the levy against such property, shall constitute a lien and shall be collected and enforced in the same manner, by the same proceedings, at the same time and under the same penalties as are provided by law for the collection and enforcement of real property tax in the Village of Waverly.

Trustee Arcesi moved to direct Attorney Keene to send findings of fact to owner and ordered the building repaired or demolished, as per the Unsafe Building Code of the Village of Waverly.  Trustee Schmieg seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.
Dental Trust:  Trustee Goodwin presented bills in the amount of $248.75.  Trustee McDuffee moved to approve the bills as presented.  Trustee Schmeig seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.
Public Comments:  Trustee McDuffee stated the Ithaca Street Building could be a good option for the Village, and asked the Board their opinions of looking at the feasibility of the building for Village offices versus the restoration of Village Hall.  He stated he would like to gather information for the Board to review.  Deputy Mayor Rockett stated the Village Hall restoration has to be done anyway and felt the Ithaca Street Building would be too expensive.  Trustee McDuffee stated the Spanish Hill Group might be interested in buying Village Hall to use as a museum, if it became available.  He also stated these are the questions and issues that need to be addressed.  Discussion followed.


Don Merrill stated the idea of moving Village Hall to the Ithaca Street Building would be insane, and the Village should not even consider it.


Jean Minielly-Schmieg stated she was unaware that the Village Hall Annex was not included in the restoration.  She stated the annex building is where a majority of the public sees, and its appearance is terrible.  She also stated that doing a feasibility study on the Ithaca Street Building is a good idea.  Deputy Mayor Rockett stated the new plan on restoring Village Hall is to restore only the first floors of the Annex and Village Hall, and to incorporate them.


Rita Maury stated a committee should be formed to validate costs with both options.  She stated that she understands that a lot of time and effort has been put into the Village Hall Restoration, and those people should be commended, however, she stated the Village needs to look at all options logically and not emotionally.  


Mary Schmieg stated Village Hall is the center of our community and should be restored.  She stated when the public previously voted on restoring Village Hall or building a new building, they wanted to restore Village Hall.  She also stated there may be more grant money available.  Clerk Treasurer Casterline stated the public voted for the complete restoration of Village Hall, all three floors, now the plan is only the first floor.  She suggested taking it back to the public to let them decide.


Recreation Director Hogan stated that the Ithaca Street Building would offer a lot of usable space, and should have a reasonable study.  He stated space is a big issue with Village Hall and felt that needed to be taken into consideration.


Trustee Arcesi stated the Village has an obligation to restore Village Hall within a reasonable process.  He stated the Village should always consider other options, however, the work on Village Hall needs to be done anyway.  Trustee McDuffee asked if we had an estimate on the costs to restore Village Hall.  Deputy Mayor Rockett stated with doing only the first floors would drop the costs that were originally estimated.  She also stated the asbestos study was done on Village Hall, with good results, and we should get the structural study report soon.


Deputy Mayor Rockett stated her biggest fear is that if Village Hall wouldn’t get restored, and if someone else purchased the building, it would be left to rot like other buildings on Broad Street.  Trustee Goodwin stated concern, and the building should be restored, however, options could be addressed in the future.   


Jean Minielly-Schmieg stated the Ithaca Street property is currently zoned as industrial.  She stated that due to the area being mainly residential, the location would not be good for industry.  Attorney Keene stated any industry would have to have a site plan review from the Planning Board, and it could be controlled as to what could go in there.  Todd Williams stated concern that if an industry is in compliance that the Planning Board may not have much control.  Deputy Clerk Treasurer Wood stated Josh Brown of the County Planning Department will be coming to the Planning Board meeting on April 3rd, and he could address this issue..  

Adjournment:  Deputy Mayor Rockett thanked Trustee Arcesi for his time spent on the Board, and the Board concurred.  Trustee Schmieg moved to adjourn at 8:37 p.m.  Trustee Arcesi seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.

Finance Committee:  Trustee Goodwin presented bills in the amount of:  General Fund $72,347.17; Cemetery Fund $0.00; and Dental Trust Fund $474.85; for a total of $72,822.02.  Trustee Maury moved to approve the bills as presented.  Trustee Schmieg seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.  
2007-2008 Budget Adoption:  Trustee Schmieg moved the 2007-2008 tentative budget be adopted.

Trustee Maury seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.  
NYS Uniform Building and Fire Code:  Attorney Keene stated the purpose of this law is to enforce the codes and expedite the violation process.  This law would allow the Code Officer to write tickets.  Attorney Keene also stated the State does not require permits for fences, and that would need to be a Board decision to require permits.  She also stated the Planning Board has been reviewing fence laws.  Trustee Williams moved to hold a public hearing on the proposed local law providing for the administration and enforcement of the NYS Uniform Building and Fire Codes on April 24, 2007 at 6:45 p.m. in the Village Hall Annex.  Trustee Sorensen seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.     
Farmers’ Market:  Trustee Williams stated he is working with Andy Fagen, of Cornell Cooperative Extension, to organize a farmers’ market.  He stated they would like to coordinate with the concert series at Muldoon Park, and is asking the Board for permission to use the park.  Trustee Schmieg moved to support the farmers’ market being located at Muldoon Park.  Trustee Maury seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.  

Trustee Williams stated they are in need of start-up cost of approximately $300, and would accept any private donations.

Village Hall Update:  Trustee Rockett submitted information to the new trustees on the 2005 study that was done, and stated the plans never intended to use the third floor.  She also stated the Village was previously awarded $150,000 grant to fund exterior work only, which has to be matched by the Village, and the Village has not used the grant, as the Board decided that interior work needed to be done also.  Trustee Rockett stated Randy Crawford would come down and answer questions, and ask what employees are looking for.


Clerk Treasurer Casterline stated maintenance of the building has to be addressed, as the Village does not currently have the manpower needed to keep up with the maintenance that would need to be done.  Trustee Williams stated when Randy Crawford comes, we need to have all these questions ready to ask, so they can be answered.


Trustee Goodwin stated the Village should move ahead with the entire plan as it was proposed originally.  Trustee Williams stated he just got a copy of the plan, and would like time to review it.  Trustee Sorensen stated the same.  Mayor McDuffee stated other options should be considered, as it may be more cost effective.  Mayor McDuffee moved to table discussion for the next meeting, to give the new Trustees a chance to review the information.  Trustee Schmieg seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.


Clerk Treasurer Casterline recommended a special meeting with the Board of Trustees and the Village Hall Committee to discuss possibilities and what has already been done.  Trustee Williams moved to hold a special meeting for April 17, 2006 at 7:00 p.m.  Trustee Goodwin seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.

Mayor McDuffee stated the purpose of this meeting is for discussion between the Village Board of Trustees and the Village Hall Committee and no public input would be allowed.  Mayor McDuffee also stated no action would be taken at the meeting and asked the Village Hall Committee to introduce themselves.  Present were members Don Merrill, Chief Updyke, Robert Hoppe, Daniel Leary, Mary Schmieg and Trustee Rockett.  Mayor McDuffee asked if someone from the committee would update the Board on what has occurred to date.  Trustee Rockett presented a timeline.



Daniel Leary stated that Trustee Rockett, with the committee, has done a lot of work.  He stated the Village held a special election in 2001 to vote to build a new Village Hall on Spaulding Street at a cost of $2,100,000, which was voted down.  Mr. Leary stated it is crucial to keep in contact with the Federal and State representation as funds may become available to assist with the project the Village decides to do and the only people who will make that decision on the project is the Mayor and six Trustees on the Board.  Mayor McDuffee asked Mr. Hoppe if he would like to say anything, and he replied no.  Mary Schmieg stated several people approached her to work on Village Hall, after the new Village Hall was voted down and a plan to lease the Moose Building was also turned down.   She stated that a survey was needed to determine what the people wanted and the results of the survey were overwhelmingly to renovate Village Hall.  Mrs. Schmieg stated that Village Hall was then approved for listing on the National Historic Register. 



Mr. Merrill stated he is the Village Historian and strongly believes in Historic Preservation.  Mr. Merrill stated the Village has to do whatever is necessary to complete the renovation of Village Hall and after consideration and another tour through the building, feels that everything cannot be placed on the first floor.  Taxes will have to be raised and the Village Board will have to vote on a bond issue to pay for the work that needs to be done.



Trustee Maury stated grants normally take a year to obtain and there may be several available, such as a comprehensive CDBG or REAP sets aside dollars from the US Department of Agriculture.  Trustee Maury stated she would like to apply for money for the needed roof on the annex building.  Trustee Maury also stated the Restore New York Program will be available this year and these dollars can be used for demolition or restoration of abandoned or condemned properties.



Mayor McDuffee thanked the committee for their comments and asked if we would be sitting here having this discussion of the Ithaca Street Building had not been talked about.  Mr. Leary answered no, probably not.  Trustee Williams stated no, there would not have been this meeting, but the Board is going to have to decide the best option for the Village of Waverly to proceed.



Mary Schmieg stated the three factors for economic renewal are sustainability, not creating an unnecessary burden, and not to depend on another entity for success.



Trustee Maury stated the meeting was scheduled to discuss the reuse plan.



Trustee Williams stated he would support the renovation of Village Hall.



Trustee Rockett stated the plan to lease the Village Hall for $1 per year is not reasonable.



Trustee Goodwin stated he would support the renovation of Village Hall.



Trustee Maury stated he would support the renovation of Village Hall.



Trustee Schmieg stated the people who visit Village Hall are there to go to court or pay water bills.  They offer nothing to the economic climate of the Village, and if the Village Hall could be used for a different purpose it could be a benefit to bring people to the downtown area and the Board needs to look at what is best for the future of the Village of Waverly.



Trustee Sorensen stated he has reviewed the information presented, and has toured both the Village Hall and the Ithaca Street Building.  Mr. Sorensen stated either option is going to require spending money and the Village Hall should be renovated for use as Village Hall or some other viable use.



Mayor McDuffee thanked everyone for attending the meeting and sharing their views.  The Mayor asked the clerk to place the Village Hall topic on the May 8th agenda, and declared the meeting closed.




Trustee Schmieg moved to adjourn at 8:05 p.m.  Trustee Goodwin seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.

Attorney Keene stated the Planning Board is currently reviewing a fence law, and recommends requiring a fence permit, not a building permit, be obtained in order to erect a fence.

Don Merrill stated the Village should hire a full-time Code Enforcement Officer to be able to enforce the codes properly.  He stated Code Officer Lanterman must be overwhelmed with responsibility.

Committee Reports:  Committee Reports were given, as follows:


Police - Trustee Goodwin stated he toured Village Hall and talked with officers.  The generator did not work with the recent power outage.  He stated a cost to replace would be approximately $1,500.00, however, the wiring in Village Hall and the Annex would need to be updated to handle the output from the generator.


Planning - Trustee Williams stated Josh Brown, County Planning, attended the Planning Board meeting in April and offered insight if needed.  The Planning Board is currently reviewing a fence law.  He also stated the members of the Planning Board and Zoning Board of Appeals attended training in Owego on April 11th.


Farmers’ Market - Trustee Williams stated the committee is coordinating activities with the concert series at Muldoon Park.  The markets are going to run from June 4th through October 22nd.


Town of Barton – Trustee Maury attended the Town of Barton Meeting and stated there was a big debate between the Board and the town residents with possibly extending their water and sewer services as it would be very expensive for the residents.


Council of Governments – Trustee Maury stated there was discussion of consolidation of municipal services, and a forum will be held.  Trustee Schmieg moved to authorize the Mayor and Trustees to attend a Forum on Shared Municipal Services on May 31, 2007 in Batavia, New York.  Trustee Goodwin seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.  She also stated 8 residents in the Cannon Hole took the FEMA Buyout.


Merchants – Trustee Maury stated The Railhouse had a ribbon cutting.  Catholic Charities is moving their location to Lefty’s Restaurant.  She also stated the Library is holding the time capsule.


Cemetery – Deputy Mayor Rockett stated a committee is being formed to do repairs of the vandalized headstones at Forest Home Cemetery. 


Water – Trustee Schmieg stated he could not attend the last water meeting due to the scheduling of the special meeting of the Board of Trustees on March 17, 2006.  Superintendent Steck stated the Water Board will be starting some projects, such as installing soft starts on the wells, SCADA System, and replacing part of the Water Department building.  He stated the grant portion of the USDA Loan would pay this.

Local Law 3 of 2007, New York State Uniform Codes, and the Code of the Village of Waverly:  Trustee Schmieg offered the following resolution and moved its adoption.


WHEREAS, The Board of Trustees of the Village of Waverly has authorized a public hearing to be held on April 24, 2007, creating Chapter 96, Providing for the Administration and Enforcement of the New York State Uniform Codes and the Code of the Village of Waverly, is hereby created as follows:

A LOCAL LAW PROVIDING FOR THE ADMINISTRATION AND ENFORCEMENT OF THE:
(A) NEW YORK STATE UNIFORM CODES:

Building Code of New York State

Energy Conservation Construction Code of New York State

Fire Code of New York State

Fuel Gas Code of New York State

Mechanical Code of New York State

Plumbing Code of New York State

Property Maintenance Code of New York State

Residential Code of New York State, and

(B) CODE OF THE VILLAGE OF WAVERLY
Be it enacted by the Board of Trustees of the Village of Waverly, in the County of Tioga, as follows:

SECTION 96-1.  PURPOSE AND INTENT
            

This local law provides for the administration and enforcement of the New York State Uniform Fire Prevention and Building Code (hereinafter referred to as the Uniform Code) including the State Energy Conservation Construction Code, Fire Code, Fuel Gas Code, Mechanical Code, Plumbing Code, Property Maintenance Code, and Residential Code in The Village of Waverly this local law or any other local law of the Village of Waverly. This local law is adopted pursuant to section 10 of the Municipal Home Rule Law. Except as otherwise provided in the Uniform Code, other state law, or other sections of this local law, all buildings, structures, and premises, regardless of use or occupancy, are subject to the provisions this local law.

SECTION 96-2.  DEFINITIONS
 1.  “Building Permit” shall mean a permit issued pursuant to section 4 of this local law. The term “Building Permit” shall also include a Building Permit, which is renewed, amended or extended pursuant to any provision of this local law.

 2. “Certificate of Occupancies” shall mean a certificate issued pursuant to subdivision (b) of section 7 of this local law.

 3. “Code Enforcement Officer” shall mean the Code Enforcement Officer appointed pursuant to subdivision (b) of section 3 of this local law.

 4. “Code Enforcement Personnel” shall include the Code Enforcement Officer and all Inspectors.

 5. “Compliance Order” shall mean an order issued by the Code Enforcement Officer pursuant to subdivision (a) of section 15 of this local law. 

 6. “Energy Code” shall mean the State Energy Conservation Construction Code, as currently in effect and as hereafter amended from time to time.

 7. “Inspector” shall mean an inspector appointed pursuant to subdivision (d) of section 4 of this local law.

 8. “Operating Permit” shall mean a permit issued pursuant to section 10 of this local law. The term “Operating Permit” shall also include an Operating Permit, which is renewed, amended or extended pursuant to any provision of this local law.

 9. “Permit Holder” shall mean the Person to whom a Building Permit has been issued.

10. “Person” shall include an individual, corporation, Limited Liability Company, partnership, limited partnership, business trust, estate, trust, association, or any other legal or commercial entity of any kind or description.

11. “Stop Work Order” shall mean an order issued pursuant to section 6 of this local law.

12. “Temporary Certificate” shall mean a certificate issued pursuant to subdivision (d) of section 7 of this local law. 

13. “Uniform Code” shall mean the New York State Uniform Fire Prevention and Building Code, as currently in effect and as hereafter amended from time to time. 

14. “Village” shall mean the Village of Waverly.

SECTION 96-3.  CODE ENFORCEMENT OFFICER AND INSPECTORS
A.  The office of Code Enforcement Officer is hereby created. The Code Enforcement Officer shall administer and enforce all the provisions of the Uniform Code,   this local law or any other local law of the Village of Waverly. The Code Enforcement Officer shall have the following powers and duties:

         
(1) to receive, review, and approve or disapprove applications for Building Permits, Certificates of Occupancy / Certificates of Compliance, Temporary Certificates and Operating Permits, and the plans, specifications and construction documents submitted with such applications; 

    
(2) upon approval of such applications, to issue Building Permits, Certificates of Occupancy / Certificates of Compliance, Temporary Certificates and Operating Permits, and to include in Building Permits, Certificates of Occupancy / Certificates of Compliance, Temporary Certificates and Operating Permits such terms and conditions as the Code Enforcement Officer may determine to be appropriate;

    
(3) to conduct construction inspections, inspections to be made prior to the issuance of Certificates of Occupancy / Certificates of Compliance, Temporary Certificates and Operating Permits, fire safety and property maintenance inspections, inspections incidental to the investigation of complaints, and all other inspections required or permitted under any provision of this local law;

 
(4) to issue Stop Work Orders;

 
(5) to review and investigate complaints;

         
(6) to issue orders pursuant to subdivision (a) of section 15 (Violations) of this local law;

     
(7) to maintain records;

    
(8) to collect fees as set by the Board of Trustees of The Village of Waverly;

    
(9) to pursue administrative enforcement actions and proceedings;

     
(10) in consultation with The Village of Waverly’s attorney, to pursue such legal actions and proceedings as may be necessary to enforce the Uniform Code and this local law, or to abate or correct conditions not in compliance with the Uniform Code or this local law; and 


(11) to exercise all other powers and fulfill all other duties conferred upon the Code Enforcement Officer by this local law.

B.  The Code Enforcement Officer shall be appointed by appointed by the Mayor and approved by the Village Board of Trustees. The Code Enforcement Officer shall possess background experience related to building construction or fire prevention and shall, within the time prescribed by law, obtain such basic training, in-service training, advanced in-service training and other training as the State of New York shall require for code enforcement personnel, and the Code Enforcement Officer shall obtain certification from the State Fire Administrator pursuant to the Executive Law and the regulations promulgated thereunder.

C.  In the event that the Code Enforcement Officer is unable to serve as such for any reason, an individual shall be appointed by appointed by the Mayor and approved by the Village Board of Trustees to serve as Acting Code Enforcement Officer. The Acting Code Enforcement Officer shall, during the term of his or her appointment, exercise all powers and fulfill all duties conferred upon the Code Enforcement Officer by this local law. 

D.  One or more Inspectors may be appointed by the Mayor and approved by the Village Board of Trustees to act under the supervision and direction of the Code Enforcement Officer and to assist the Code Enforcement Officer in the exercise of the powers and fulfillment of the duties conferred upon the Code Enforcement Officer by this local law. Each Inspector shall, within the time prescribed by law, obtain such basic training, in-service training, advanced in-service training and other training as the State of New York shall require for code enforcement personnel, and each Inspector shall obtain certification from the State Fire Administrator pursuant to the Executive Law and the regulations promulgated thereunder.

E.  The compensation for the Code Enforcement Officer and Inspectors shall be fixed from time to time by the Board of Trustees of The Village of Waverly.

SECTION 96-4.  BUILDING PERMITS.

A.  Building Permits Required. Except as otherwise provided in subdivision (b) of this section, a Building Permit shall be required for any work which must conform to the Uniform Code, this local law or any other local law of the Village of Waverly, including, but not limited to, the construction, enlargement, alteration, improvement, removal, relocation or demolition of any building or structure or any portion thereof, and the installation of a solid fuel burning heating appliance, chimney or flue in any dwelling unit. No Person shall commence any work for which a Building Permit is required without first having obtained a Building Permit from the Code Enforcement Officer.

B.  Exemptions. No Building Permit shall be required for work in any of the following categories:

    
(1) installation of swings and other playground equipment associated with a one- or two-family dwelling or multiple single-family dwellings (townhouses);

     
(2) installation of swimming pools associated with a one or two-family dwelling or multiple single-family dwellings (townhouses) where such pools are designed for a water depth of less than 24 inches and are installed entirely above ground;

(3) installation of fences, which are not part of an enclosure surrounding a swimming pool;

  
(4)  construction of retaining walls unless such walls support a surcharge or impound Class I, II or IIIA liquids; 

    
(5) construction of temporary motion picture, television and theater stage sets and scenery;

   
(6) installation of window awnings supported by an exterior wall of a one- or two-family dwelling or multiple single-family dwellings (townhouses);

   
(7) installation of partitions or movable cases less than 5'-9" in height;

     
(8) painting, wallpapering, tiling, carpeting, or other similar finish work;

    
(9) installation of listed portable electrical, plumbing, heating, ventilation or cooling equipment or appliances;

    
(10) replacement of any equipment provided the replacement does not alter the equipment’s listing or render it inconsistent with the equipment’s original specifications; or

       
(11) repairs, provided that such repairs do not involve (i) the removal or cutting away of a load bearing wall, partition, or portion thereof, or of any structural beam or load bearing component; (ii) the removal or change of any required means of egress, or the rearrangement of parts of a structure in a manner which affects egress; (iii) the enlargement, alteration, replacement or relocation of any building system; or (iv) the removal from service of all or part of a fire protection system for any period of time.

C.  Exemption not deemed authorization to perform non-compliant work. The exemption from the requirement to obtain a building permit for work in any category set forth in subdivision (b) of this section shall not be deemed an authorization for work to be performed in violation of the Uniform Code, this local law or any other local law of the Village of Waverly.

D.  Applications for Building Permits. Applications for a Building Permit shall be made in writing on a form provided by or otherwise acceptable to the Code Enforcement Officer. The owner, or an authorized agent, of the property where the work is to be performed, shall sign the application. The application shall include such information, as the Code Enforcement Officer deems sufficient to permit a determination by the Code Enforcement Officer that the intended work complies with all applicable requirements of the Uniform Code, this local law or any other local law of the Village of Waverly. The application shall include or be accompanied by the following information and documentation:

     
(1) a description of the proposed work;

  
(2) the tax map number and the street address of the premises where the work is to be performed;

  
(3) the occupancy classification of any affected building or structure;

    
(4) where applicable, a statement of special inspections prepared in accordance with the provisions of the Uniform Code,   this local law or any other local law of the Village of Waverly; and 

      
(5) at least 2 sets of construction documents (drawings and/or specifications) which (i) define the scope of the proposed work; (ii) are prepared by a New York State registered architect or licensed professional engineer where so required by the Education Law; (iii) indicate with sufficient clarity and detail the nature and extent of the work proposed; (iv) substantiate that the proposed work will comply with the Uniform Code,   this local law or any other local law of the Village of Waverly; and (v) where applicable, include a site plan that shows any existing and proposed buildings and structures on the site, the location of any existing or proposed well or septic system, the location of the intended work, and the distances between the buildings and structures and the lot lines.

 E.  Construction documents. Construction documents will not be accepted as part of an application for a Building Permit unless they satisfy the requirements set forth in paragraph (5) of subdivision (d) of this section. Construction documents, which are accepted as part of the application for a Building Permit shall be marked as accepted by the Code Enforcement Officer in writing or by stamp. The Code Enforcement Officer shall retain one set of the accepted construction documents, and one set of the accepted construction documents shall be returned to the applicant to be kept at the work site so as to be available for use by the Code Enforcement Personnel. However, the return of a set of accepted construction documents to the applicant shall not be construed as authorization to commence work, or as an indication that a Building Permit will be issued. Work shall not be commenced until and unless a Building Permit is issued. 

F.  Issuance of Building Permits. An application for a Building Permit shall be examined to ascertain whether the proposed work is in compliance with the applicable requirements of the Uniform Code,   this local law or any other local law of the Village of Waverly. The Code Enforcement Officer shall issue a Building Permit if the proposed work is in compliance with the applicable requirements of the Uniform Code,   this local law or any other local law of the Village of Waverly. 

G.  Building Permits to be Displayed. Building permits shall be visibly displayed at the work site and shall remain visible until the authorized work has been completed. 

H.  Work to be in accordance with construction documents. All work shall be performed in accordance with the construction documents, which were submitted with and accepted as part of the application for the Building Permit. The Building Permit shall contain such a directive. The Permit Holder shall immediately notify the Code Enforcement Officer of any change occurring during the course of the work. The Building Permit shall contain such a directive. If the Code Enforcement Officer determines that such change warrants a new or amended Building Permit, such change shall not be made until and unless a new or amended Building Permit reflecting such change is issued. 

I.  Time limits. Building Permits shall become invalid unless the authorized work is commenced within six months following the date of issuance. Building Permits shall expire twelve months after the date of issuance. The Permit Holder, payment of the applicable fee, and approval of the application by the Code Enforcement Officer may renew a Building Permit which has become invalid or which has expired pursuant to this subdivision upon application.

J.  Revocation or suspension of Building Permits. If the Code Enforcement Officer determines that a Building Permit was issued in error because of incorrect, inaccurate or incomplete information, or that the work for which a Building Permit was issued violates the Uniform Code, the Code Enforcement Officer shall revoke the Building Permit or suspend the Building Permit until such time as the Permit Holder demonstrates that (1) all work then completed is in compliance with all applicable provisions of the Uniform Code and (2) all work then proposed to be performed shall be in compliance with all applicable provisions of the Uniform Code,   this local law or any other local law of the Village of Waverly.

K.  Fee. The fee specified in or determined in accordance with the provisions set forth in section 96-16 (Fees) of this local law must be paid at the time of submission of an application for a Building Permit, for an amended Building Permit, or for renewal of a Building Permit.

SECTION 96-5.  CONSTRUCTION INSPECTIONS. 

A.  Work to remain accessible and exposed. Work shall remain accessible and exposed until inspected and accepted by the Code Enforcement Officer or by an Inspector authorized by the Code Enforcement Officer. The Permit Holder shall notify the Code Enforcement Officer when any element of work described in subdivision (b) of this section is ready for inspection.

B.  Elements of work to be inspected. The following elements of the construction process shall be inspected made, where applicable:

      
(1) work site prior to the issuance of a Building Permit;

     
(2) footing and foundation;

       
(3) preparation for concrete slab;

       
(4) framing;

    
(5) building systems, including underground and rough-in;

  
(6) fire resistant construction;

     
(7) fire resistant penetrations;

   
(8) solid fuel burning heating appliances, chimneys, flues or gas vents;

   
(9) Energy Code compliance; and

   
(10) a final inspection after all work authorized by the Building Permit has been completed.

C.  Inspection results. After inspection, the work or a portion thereof shall be noted as satisfactory as completed, or the Permit Holder shall be notified as to where the work fails to comply with the Uniform Code, this local law or any other local law of the Village of Waverly. Work not in compliance with any applicable provision of the Uniform Code, this local law or any other local law of the Village of Waverly shall remain exposed until such work shall have been brought into compliance with all applicable provisions of the Uniform Code, this local law or any other local law of the Village of Waverly, re-inspected, and found satisfactory as completed.

D.  Fee. The fee specified in or determined in accordance with the provisions set forth in section 16 (Fees) of this local law must be paid prior to or at the time of each inspection performed pursuant to this section.

SECTION 96-6.  STOP WORK ORDERS.

A.  Authority to issue. The Code Enforcement Officer is authorized to issue Stop Work Orders pursuant to this section. The Code Enforcement Officer shall issue a Stop Work Order to halt:

     
(1) any work that is determined by the Code Enforcement Officer to be contrary to any applicable provision of the Uniform Code,   this local law or any other local law of the Village of Waverly, without regard to whether such work is or is not work for which a Building Permit is required, and without regard to whether a Building Permit has or has not been issued for such work, or 

      
(2) any work that is being conducted in a dangerous or unsafe manner in the opinion of the Code Enforcement Officer, without regard to whether such work is or is not work for which a Building Permit is required, and without regard to whether a Building Permit has or has not been issued for such work, or 

     
(3) any work for which a Building Permit is required which is being performed without the required Building Permit, or under a Building Permit that has become invalid, has expired, or has been suspended or revoked.       

B.  Content of Stop Work Orders. Stop Work Orders shall (1) be in writing, (2) be dated and signed by the Code Enforcement Officer, (3) state the reason or reasons for issuance, and (4) if applicable, state the conditions which must be satisfied before work will be permitted to resume. 

C.  Service of Stop Work Orders. The Code Enforcement Officer shall cause the Stop Work Order, or a copy thereof, to be served on the owner of the affected property (and, if the owner is not the Permit Holder, on the Permit Holder) personally or by first class mail. The Code Enforcement Officer shall be permitted, but not required, to cause the Stop Work Order, or a copy thereof, to be served on any builder, architect, tenant, contractor, subcontractor, construction superintendent, or their agents, or any other Person taking part or assisting in work affected by the Stop Work Order, personally or by first class mail; provided, however, that failure to serve any Person mentioned in this sentence shall not affect the efficacy of the Stop Work Order.

D.  Effect of Stop Work Order. Upon the issuance of a Stop Work Order, the owner of the affected property, the Permit Holder and any other Person performing, taking part in or assisting in the work shall immediately cease all work which is the subject of the Stop Work Order.

E.  Remedy not exclusive. The issuance of a Stop Work Order shall not be the exclusive remedy available to address any event described in subdivision (a) of this section, and the authority to issue a Stop Work Order shall be in addition to, and not in substitution for or limitation of, the right and authority to pursue any other remedy or impose any other penalty under section 15 (Violations) of this local law or under any other applicable local law or State law. Any such other remedy or penalty may be pursued at any time, whether prior to, at the time of, or after the issuance of a Stop Work Order. 

SECTION 96-7.  CERTIFICATES OF OCCUPANCY / CERTIFICATES OF COMPLIANCE 
A.  Certificate of Occupancy / Certificate of Compliance shall be required for any work which is the subject of a Building Permit and for all structures, buildings, or portions thereof, which are converted from one use or occupancy classification or sub classification to another. Permission to use or occupy a building or structure, or portion thereof, for which a Building Permit was previously issued shall be granted only by issuance of Certificate of Occupancy / Certificate of Compliance.

B.  Issuance of Certificates of Occupancy / Certificates of Compliance. The Code Enforcement Officer shall issue a Certificate of Occupancy / Certificate of Compliance if the work which was the subject of the Building Permit was completed in accordance with all applicable provisions of the Uniform Code and, if applicable, that the structure, building or portion thereof that was converted from one use or occupancy classification or sub classification to another complies with all applicable provisions of the Uniform Code. The Code Enforcement Officer or an Inspector authorized by the Code Enforcement Officer shall inspect the building, structure or work prior to the issuance of Certificate of Occupancy / Certificate of Compliance. In addition, where applicable, the following documents, prepared in accordance with the provisions of the Uniform Code by such person or persons as may be designated by or otherwise acceptable to the Code Enforcement Officer, at the expense of the applicant for the Certificate of Occupancy / Certificate of Compliance, shall be provided to the Code Enforcement Officer prior to the issuance of the Certificate of Occupancy / Certificate of Compliance:

    
(1) a written statement of structural observations and/or a final report of special inspections, and

     
(2) flood hazard certifications. 

C.  Contents of Certificates of Occupancy / Certificates of Compliance. A Certificate of Occupancy / Certificate of Compliance shall contain the following information:

   
(1) the Building Permit number, if any;

      
(2) the date of issuance of the Building Permit, if any;

       
(3) the name, address and tax map number of the property

      
(4) if the Certificate of Occupancy / Certificate of Compliance is not applicable to an entire structure, a description of that portion of the structure for which the Certificate of Occupancy / Certificate of Compliance is issued

      
(5) the use and occupancy classification of the structure

       
(6) the type of construction of the structure

      
(7) the assembly occupant load of the structure, if any

     
(8) if an automatic sprinkler system is provided, a notation as to whether the sprinkler system is required

  
(9) any special conditions imposed in connection with the issuance of the Building Permit; an

    
(10) the signature of the Code Enforcement Officer issuing the Certificate of Occupancy / Certificate of Compliance and the date of issuance.

D.  Temporary Certificate. The Code Enforcement Officer shall be permitted to issue a Temporary Certificate allowing the temporary occupancy of a building or structure, or a portion thereof, prior to completion of the work, which is the subject of a Building Permit. However, in no event shall the Code Enforcement Officer issue a Temporary Certificate unless the Code Enforcement Officer determines 

(1) that the building or structure, or the portion thereof covered by the Temporary Certificate, may be occupied safely,

(2) that any fire- and smoke-detecting or fire protection equipment which has been installed is operational, and                                                                                       

(3) that all required means of egress from the building or structure have been provided. The Code Enforcement Officer may include in a Temporary Certificate such terms and conditions as he or she deems necessary or appropriate to ensure safety or to further the purposes and intent of the Uniform Code. A Temporary Certificate shall be effective for a period of time, not to exceed (6) six months, which shall be determined by the Code Enforcement Officer and specified in the Temporary Certificate. During the specified period of effectiveness of the Temporary Certificate, the Permit Holder shall undertake to bring the building or structure into full compliance with all applicable provisions of the Uniform Code,   this local law or any other local law of the Village of Waverly.

E.  Revocation or suspension of certificates. If the Code Enforcement Officer determines that a Certificate of Occupancy / Certificate of Compliance or a Temporary Certificate was issued in error because of incorrect, inaccurate or incomplete information, and if the relevant deficiencies are not corrected to the satisfaction of the Code Enforcement Officer within such period of time as shall be specified by the Code Enforcement Officer, the Code Enforcement Officer shall revoke or suspend such certificate.

F.  Fee. The fee specified in or determined in accordance with the provisions set forth in section 16 (Fees) of this local law must be paid at the time of submission of an application for a Certificate of Occupancy / Certificate of Compliance or for Temporary Certificate.

SECTION 96-8.  NOTIFICATION REGARDING FIRE OR EXPLOSION. 

            The chief of any fire department providing fire fighting services for a property within The Village of Waverly shall promptly notify the Code Enforcement Officer of any fire or explosion involving any structural damage, fuel burning appliance, chimney or gas vent. 

SECTION 96-9.  UNSAFE BUILDING AND STRUCTURES
Unsafe structures and equipment in The Village of Waverly shall be identified and addressed in accordance with the procedures established by the Village of Waverly Code under Chapter 54 Buildings-Unsafe  as now in effect or as hereafter amended from time to time.

SECTION 96-10.  OPERATING PERMITS.

A.  Operating Permits required. Operating Permits shall be required for conducting the activities or using the categories of buildings listed below:

  
(1) manufacturing, storing or handling hazardous materials in quantities exceeding those listed in Tables 2703.1.1(1), 2703.1.1(2), 2703.1.1(3) or 2703.1.1(4) in the publication entitled “Fire Code of New York State” and incorporated by reference in 19 NYCRR section 1225.1;

     
(2) hazardous processes and activities, including but not limited to, commercial and industrial operations which produce combustible dust as a byproduct, fruit and crop ripening, and waste handling;

      
(3) use of pyrotechnic devices in assembly occupancies

      
(4) buildings containing one or more areas of public assembly with an occupant load of 100 persons or more; and

       
(5) buildings whose use or occupancy classification may pose a substantial potential hazard to public safety, as determined by resolution adopted by the Board of Trustees of the Village.

B.  Any person who proposes to undertake any activity or to operate any type of building listed in this subdivision (a) shall be required to obtain an Operating Permit prior to commencing such activity or operation.

C.  Applications for Operating Permits. An application for an Operating Permit shall be in writing on a form provided by or otherwise acceptable to the Code Enforcement Officer. Such application shall include such information as the Code Enforcement Officer deems sufficient to permit a determination by the Code Enforcement Officer that quantities, materials, and activities conform to the requirements of the Uniform Code. If the Code Enforcement Officer determines that tests or reports are necessary to verify conformance, such tests or reports shall be performed or provided by such person or persons as may be designated by or otherwise acceptable to the Code Enforcement Officer, at the expense of the applicant.

D.  Inspections. The Code Enforcement Officer or an Inspector authorized by the Code Enforcement Officer shall inspect the subject premises prior to the issuance of an Operating Permit.

E.  Multiple Activities. In any circumstance in which more than one activity listed in subdivision (a) of this section is to be conducted at a location, the Code Enforcement Officer may require a separate Operating Permit for each such activity, or the Code Enforcement Officer may, in his or her discretion, issue a single Operating Permit to apply to all such activities.

F.  Duration of Operating Permits. Operating permits shall be issued for such period of time, not to exceed one year in the case of any Operating Permit issued for an area of public assembly and not to exceed three years in any other case, as shall be determined by the Code Enforcement Officer to be consistent with local conditions. The effective period of each Operating Permit shall be specified in the Operating Permit. An Operating Permit may be reissued or renewed upon application to the Code Enforcement Officer, payment of the applicable fee, and approval of such application by the Code Enforcement Officer. 

G.  Revocation or suspension of Operating Permits. If the Code Enforcement Officer determines that any activity or building for which an Operating Permit was issued does not comply with any applicable provision of the Uniform Code,   this local law or any other local law of the Village of Waverly, such Operating Permit shall be revoked or suspended.

H.  Fee. The fee specified in or determined in accordance with the provisions set forth in Section 96-16 (Fees) of this local law must be paid at the time submission of an application for an Operating Permit, for an amended Operating Permit, or for reissue or renewal of an Operating Permit. 

SECTION 96-11.  FIRE SAFETY AND PROPERTY MAINTENANCE INSPECTIONS
A.  Inspections required. The Code Enforcement Officer shall perform fire safety and property maintenance inspections of buildings and structures or an Inspector designated by the Code Enforcement Officer at the following intervals:

  
(1) Fire safety and property maintenance inspections of buildings or structures, which contain an area of public assembly, shall be performed at least once every twelve (12) months.

  
(2) Fire safety and property maintenance inspections of buildings or structures being occupied as dormitories shall be performed at least once every twelve (12) months.

    
(3) Fire safety and property maintenance inspections of all multiple dwellings not included in paragraphs (1) or (2) of this subdivision, and all non-residential buildings, structures, uses and occupancies not included in paragraphs (1) or (2) of this subdivision, shall be performed at least once every thirty-six (36) months.

B.  Inspections permitted. In addition to the inspections required by subdivision (a) of this section, a fire safety and property maintenance inspection of any building, structure, use, or occupancy, or of any dwelling unit, may also be performed by the Code Enforcement Officer or an Inspector designated by the Code Enforcement Officer at any time upon:

   
(1) the request of the owner of the property to be inspected or an authorized agent of such owner;

    
(2) receipt by the Code Enforcement Officer of a written statement alleging that conditions or activities failing to comply with the Uniform Code exist; or

     
(3) receipt by the Code Enforcement Officer of any other information, reasonably believed by the Code Enforcement Officer to be reliable, giving rise to reasonable cause to believe that conditions or activities failing to comply with the Uniform Code exist; provided, however, that nothing in this subdivision shall be construed as permitting an inspection under any circumstances under which a court order or warrant permitting such inspection is required, unless such court order or warrant shall have been obtained.

C.  OFPC Inspections.  Nothing in this section or in any other provision of this local law shall supersede, limit or impair the powers, duties and responsibilities of the New York State Office of Fire Prevention and Control (“OFPC”) and the New York State Fire Administrator under Executive Law section 156-e and Education Law section 807-b. 

D.  Fee. The fee specified in or determined in accordance with the provisions set forth in Section 96-16 (Fees) of this local law must be paid prior to or at the time each inspection performed pursuant to this section. This subdivision shall not apply to inspections performed by OFPC.

SECTION 96-12.  COMPLAINTS
            The Code Enforcement Officer shall review and investigate complaints which allege or assert the existence of conditions or activities that fail to comply with the Uniform Code, this local law, or any other local law or regulation adopted for administration and enforcement of the Uniform Code. The process for responding to a complaint shall include such of the following steps as the Code Enforcement Officer may deem to be appropriate:

A.  performing an inspection of the conditions and/or activities alleged to be in violation, and documenting the results of such inspection;

B.  if a violation is found to exist, may provide the owner of the affected property and any other Person who may be responsible for the violation with notice of the violation and opportunity to abate, correct or cure the violation, or otherwise proceeding in the manner described in section 15 (Violations) of this local law

C.  if appropriate, issuing a Stop Work Order

D.  if a violation which was found to exist is abated or corrected, performing an inspection to ensure that the violation has been abated or corrected, preparing a final written report reflecting such abatement or correction, and filing such report with the complaint.

SECTION 96-13.  RECORD KEEPING.
A.  The Code Enforcement Officer shall keep permanent official records of all transactions and activities conducted by all Code Enforcement Personnel, including records of:

   
(1) all applications received, reviewed and approved or denied;

      
(2) all plans, specifications and construction documents approved;

     
(3) all Building Permits, Certificates of Occupancy / Certificates of Compliance, Temporary Certificates, Stop Work Orders, and Operating Permits issued; 

       
(4) all inspections and tests performed;

         
(5) all statements and reports issued;

       
(6) all complaints received;

      
(7) all investigations conducted;

      
(8) all other features and activities specified in or contemplated by sections 96-4 through 96-12, inclusive, of this local law, including; and

 
(9) all fees charged and collected.

B.  All such records shall be public records open for public inspection during normal business hours.  All plans and records pertaining to buildings or structures, or appurtenances thereto shall be retained for at least the minimum time period so required by State Law and Regulation.

SECTION 96-14.  PROGRAM REVIEW AND REPORTING
A.  The Code Enforcement Officer shall annually submit to the Board of Trustees of The Village of Waverly a written report and summary of all business conducted by the Code Enforcement Officer and the Inspectors, including a report and summary of all transactions and activities described in Section 96-13 (Record Keeping) of this local law and a report and summary of all appeals or litigation pending or concluded.

B.  The Code Enforcement Officer shall annually submit to the Secretary of State, on behalf of The Village of Waverly, on a form prescribed by the Secretary of State, a report of the activities of The Village of Waverly relative to administration and enforcement of the Uniform Code.

C.  The Code Enforcement Officer shall, upon request of the New York State Department of State, provide to the New York State Department of State, from the records and related materials The Village of Waverly is required to maintain, excerpts, summaries, tabulations, statistics and other information and accounts of the activities of The Village of Waverly in connection with administration and enforcement of the Uniform Code. 

SECTION 96-15.  VIOLATIONS
A.  Compliance Orders. The Code Enforcement Officer is authorized to order in writing the remedying of any condition or activity found to exist in, on or about any building, structure, or premises in violation of the Uniform Code, this local law or any other local law of the Village of Waverly. Upon finding that any such condition or activity exists, the Code Enforcement Officer may issue a Compliance Order.  Compliance Orders shall (1) be in writing; (2) be dated and signed by the Code Enforcement Officer; (3) specify the condition or activity that violates the Uniform Code, this local law or any other local law of the Village of Waverly; (4) specify the provision or provisions of the Uniform Code, this local law or any other local law of the Village of Waverly, which is/are violated by the specified condition or activity; (5) specify the period of time which the Code Enforcement Officer deems to be reasonably necessary for achieving compliance; (6) direct that compliance be achieved within the specified period of time; and (7) state that an action or proceeding to compel compliance may be instituted if compliance is not achieved within the specified period of time. The Code Enforcement Officer shall cause the Compliance Order, or a copy thereof, to be served on the owner of the affected property personally or by registered mail. The Code Enforcement Officer shall be permitted, but not required, to cause the Compliance Order, or a copy thereof, to be served on any builder, architect, tenant, contractor, subcontractor, construction superintendent, or their agents, or any other Person taking part or assisting in work being performed at the affected property personally or by certified mail; provided, however, that failure to serve any Person mentioned in this sentence shall not affect the efficacy of the Compliance Order.
B.  Appearance Tickets.  The Code Enforcement Officer and each Inspector are authorized to issue appearance tickets for any violation of the Uniform Code this local law or any other local law of the Village of Waverly or any other applicable local or state law, rules, regulation or any order made thereunder.  The Code Enforcement Officer shall have the authority, pursuant to Article 150 of the Criminal Procedure Law, to issue an appearance ticket subscribed by the Code Enforcement Officer directing a designated person to appear in a designated criminal court at a designated future time in connection with the alleged commission of a designated violation of this chapter, the Uniform Code, any local law of the Village of Waverly or any other applicable local or state law, rules, regulation or any order made thereunder. 

C.  Any person who shall willfully fail to comply with a written order of the Code Enforcement Officer or Fire Marshal within the time frame fixed for compliance herewith and any owner, builder, architect, contractor, subcontractor, plumber, construction superintendent, tenant or their agents or any other person taking part or assisting in the construction or use of any building or structure who shall violate any applicable provisions of this chapter or any lawful order, notice, directive, permit or certificate issued by the Code Enforcement Officer or Fire Marshal or, in addition to any other penalties provided for in this chapter, any person who shall violate any provisions of this chapter, the Uniform Code, any rules, regulations or laws adopted pursuant to this chapter or any local law of the Village of Waverly or anyone who shall build in violation of any detailed statement of specifications or plans submitted and approved thereunder by the Code Enforcement Officer or Fire Marshal shall severally, for each and every violation, be guilty of a misdemeanor punishable by a fine of not more than one thousand dollars ($1,000.) per day of violation or imprisonment of not more than one (1) year, or both such fine and imprisonment. The imposition of a penalty for any violation shall not excuse the violation nor permit it to continue; and all such persons shall be required to correct or remedy such violations or defects within a reasonable time; and when not otherwise specified, each day that the prohibited condition(s) or violation(s) continue shall constitute a separate offense. The imposition of any such penalty shall not be held to prohibit the enforced removal of the prohibited conditions by any appropriate remedy as specified by this or other state or local laws, rules, regulations or by immediate application of an injunction.  Service of a compliance order is a prerequisite for the prosecution of a willfully violation proceeding but is not required for filing of a violation proceeding which is prosecuted as a violation of the law and not as a misdemeanor.
D.  Civil Penalties. In addition to those penalties proscribed by State law, any Person who violates any provision of the Uniform Code this local law this local law or any other local law of the Village of Waverly, or any term or condition of any Building Permit, Certificate of Occupancy / Certificate of Compliance, Temporary Certificate, Stop Work Order, Operating Permit or other notice or order issued by the Code Enforcement Officer pursuant to any provision of this local law, shall be liable to a civil penalty of not more than $200 for each day or part thereof during which such violation continues. The civil penalties provided by this subdivision shall be recoverable in an action instituted in the name of The Village of Waverly.

E.  Injunctive Relief. An action or proceeding may be instituted in the name of The Village of Waverly, in a court of competent jurisdiction, to prevent, restrain, enjoin, correct, or abate any violation of, or to enforce, any provision of the Uniform Code, this local law this local law or any other local law of the Village of Waverly, or any term or condition of any Building Permit, Certificate of Occupancy / Certificate of Compliance, Temporary Certificate, Stop Work Order, Operating Permit, Compliance Order, or other notice or order issued by the Code Enforcement Officer pursuant to any provision of this local law. In particular, but not by way of limitation, where the construction or use of a building or structure is in violation of any provision of the Uniform Code, this local law this local law or any other local law of the Village of Waverly, or any Stop Work Order, Compliance Order or other order obtained under the Uniform Code, this local law this local law or any other local law of the Village of Waverly, an action or proceeding may be commenced in the name of The Village of Waverly, in the Supreme Court or in any other court having the requisite jurisdiction, to obtain an order directing the removal of the building or structure or an abatement of the condition in violation of such provisions. No action or proceeding described in this subdivision shall be commenced without the appropriate authorization from the Board of Trustees of the Village of Waverly.

F.  Remedies Not Exclusive. No remedy or penalty specified in this section shall be the exclusive remedy or remedy available to address any violation described in this section, and each remedy or penalty specified in this section shall be in addition to, and not in substitution for or limitation of, the other remedies or penalties specified in this section, in Section 96-6 (Stop Work Orders) of this local law, in any other section of this local law, or in any other applicable law. Any remedy or penalty specified in this section may be pursued at any time, whether prior to, simultaneously with, or after the pursuit of any other remedy or penalty specified in this section, in Section 96-6 (Stop Work Orders) of this local law, in any other section of this local law, or in any other applicable law. In particular, but not by way of limitation, each remedy and penalty specified in this section shall be in addition to, and not in substitution for or limitation of, the penalties specified in subdivision (2) of section 382 of the Executive Law, and any remedy or penalty specified in this section may be pursued at any time, whether prior to, simultaneously with, or after the pursuit of any penalty specified in subdivision (2) of section 382 of the Executive Law.

SECTION 96-16.  FEES
            A fee schedule shall be established by resolution of the Board of Trustees of The Village of Waverly. Such fee schedule may thereafter be amended from time to time by like resolution. The fees set forth in, or determined in accordance with, such fee schedule or amended fee schedule shall be charged and collected for the submission of applications, the issuance of Building Permits, amended Building Permits, renewed Building Permits, Certificates of occupancy / Certificates of Compliance, Temporary Certificates, Operating Permits, fire safety and property maintenance inspections, and other actions of the Code Enforcement Officer described in or contemplated by this local law.

SECTION 96-17.  INTERMUNICIPAL AGREEMENTS 
            The Board of Trustees of The Village of Waverly may, by resolution, authorize the Mayor of The Village of Waverly to enter into an agreement, in the name of The Village of Waverly, with other governments to carry out the terms of this local law, provided that such agreement does not violate any provision of the Uniform Code Part 1203 of Title 19 of the NYCRR, or any other applicable law.

SECTION 96-18.  PARTIAL INVALIDITY
            If any section of this local law shall be held unconstitutional, invalid, or ineffective, in whole or in part, such determination shall not be deemed to affect, impair, or invalidate the remainder of this local law.

SECTION 96-19.  EFFECTIVE DATE
            This local law shall take effect immediately upon filing in the office of the New York State Secretary of State in accordance with section 27 of the Municipal Home Rule Law.

Trustee Williams stated he went through the Ithaca Street Building and found a lot of issues that would need to be addressed, such as a new roof, mold, and other issues.  Doug Killgore stated that if there was a comparison done, a lot of these issues could be answered.

Finance Committee:  Trustee Goodwin presented bills in the amount of:  General Fund $43,749.19; Cemetery Fund $5,426.07; and Dental Trust Fund $712.00; for a total of $49,887.26.  Trustee Rockett moved to approve the bills as presented.  Trustee Schmieg seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.  

Village Hall Update:  Darin Rathbun, of Hunt Engineers, stated he went through the entire Village Hall and submitted a report to the Board for their review.  He stated the roof joist seem to be in good shape, however, water is leaking through the bell tower section (where roof was not replaced), there is a lot of termite damage, and some damage done when wiring.  Mr. Rathbun stated the building needs to have some added support to structure, however, is overall in fair condition.  Mayor McDuffee stated the need to proceed with getting realistic estimates on restoring Village Hall.  Mr. Rathbun stated they would need to know the plans for renovation.  Trustee Williams stated recommendations are needed from the employees on the layout.  He also stated the Village needs to use the $150,000 matching grant to restore the exterior of the building.  Clerk Treasurer Casterline stated should get costs for the work to the exterior, including windows, and re-pointing of the bricks.  Darin Rathbun stated Hunt Engineers could get costs.  Trustee Williams moved to have Hunt Engineers submit an estimate on the cost of the exterior work.  Trustee Schmieg seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.  Trustee Rockett suggested Mr. Rathbun work with Randy Crawford, and he stated he would.
Grant Programs:  Rich Cunningham, of Thoma Consultants, stated grant programs are available and presented the following information to the Board:


Main Street New York:  This program must be applied for by a not-for-profit organization.  The Village would need to partner with a not-for-profit organization to be eligible to apply.


Restore New York Program:  This program should have another funding round soon, however, usually has short time to apply.  This could include funding for building rehab or demolition.  He stated may have several buildings on application, but would need to prioritize.  He also stated property owners need to contribute 10% of the cost, and the grant would cover 90%.  The application fee is approximately $900 to $1,500.


Single Application/CDBG:  This program targets low to moderate income homeowners to help with rehab to their homes.  The Village has been approved for several grants in the past.


Comprehensive/CDBG:  This program focuses on the Business District, includes, business loans, building facades, upper floor residences, and municipal improvements.  He stated if interested, should consider applying soon.
Police Department Generator:  Trustee Goodwin stated there is a definite need for a generator at the Police Department.  He stated with our latest power outage, the Police were out of contact with the County.  The only contact was through their cell phones.  He also stated the wiring would need to be addressed to withstand the power given by a generator.  Chief Updyke is on vacation, and should have estimates when he returns.  Clerk Treasurer Casterline stated it would probably need to go out to bid.

Public Comment:  Jesse Bennett asked if a letter was sent from the Village to the Liquor Control Authority upon his complaint of Sparky’s Bar at the last meeting.  Trustee Goodwin stated Chief Updyke has been on vacation and he didn’t have a chance to discuss with him.  Attorney Keene stated residents can file complaints with the Liquor Control Authority, and recommended Mr. Bennett and other business owners do so. Craig Maury stated concern with the bars on Broad Street and asked if the police could patrol the alley behind the bars on the weekends.  Trustee Goodwin stated he would discuss with Chief Updyke.




Craig Maury asked if meeting agendas could be available prior to the meeting.  Mayor McDuffee stated problems with last minute agenda items make it difficult.




Craig Maury asked about making comments on Village Hall.  Mayor McDuffee recommended he discuss with Trustee Rockett.




Mary Schmieg stated she wants to clarify information on the 2005 Historic Grant.  She stated estimates were given in 2005 at $84,000 to re-point the exterior bricks, and may have increased approximately 5% since the estimate was given.




Stuart Etheridge stated he submitted a proposal to the Village Planning Board to open a business at 359 Broad Street.  His business is restoring antique cars.  Mr. Etheridge they would like to put up a small banner for approximately one week to gather support for his business.  Attorney Keene stated the law allows the temporary sign up to 14 days in a 60-day period.

Letters and Communications:  The clerk presented a letter from William Wolcott the stating his intentions to renew the liquor license for Boody’s Tavern.  Chief Updyke stated he had no concerns with their renewal.




The clerk read a letter from Swan & Sons-Morss Company asking the Village to consider them as our property and casualty insurance company.  Discussion followed.  The consensus of the Board is to stay with NYMIR for our insurance.




Trustee Williams stated Tioga County Soil & Water needs support for a stream cleanout scheduled for June 2-10, 2007.  Clerk Treasurer Casterline suggested contacting Marty Borko to see if his organization would be interested.

Marketing Study:  Chris Brewster stated the Draft Marketing Study, through the Qualities Communities Grant, was submitted to the Board.  He also stated a public presentation would follow at the end of June.  Mr. Brewster asked for any feedback.  Trustee Maury stated she is pleased with the study.

Website Presentation:  Justin Devine presented the new website that was done through the Qualities Communities Grant.  The website should be available in June of 2007.  Trustee Maury stated she would address the Business Association to advertise to help defray costs of maintaining the website.
Committee Reports:  Committee Reports were given, as follows:

Water – Trustee Schmieg reported the Water Department is currently working on a contract agreement with Leprino Foods.  The old water storage tank was inspected and found the inner and outer tanks to be in excellent condition.  They are still waiting for USDA Approval on the SCADA System.  Susquehanna River Basin Commission is charging the Water Board $1,500 to increase their permit to allow more pumping.


Recreation – Trustee Sorensen stated the estimates for lights at Muldoon came in at a higher cost than what was expected, therefore, they would cut back the number of lights to be installed.

Planning - Trustee Williams stated there was not a quorum at the Planning Board Meeting of May 8th.


Streets – Trustee Williams stated there are many projects coming up for the Street Department, and will update as the projects start.

Farmers’ Market - Trustee Williams stated the plans are coming together well.


REAP – Trustee Maury stated Martha Brennan is the new Executive Director of REAP.


Council of Governments – Trustee Maury stated the State is pushing for the consolidation of municipal services.  Also, tire disposal services may become available in the future for Tioga County Solid Waste.
Tioga Nursing Facility:  Mayor McDuffee stated Maria Landy is asking the Village for a letter of support for Tioga Nursing Facility to increase their bed count from 111 to 200. NYCOM Fall Training School:  Trustee Rockett moved to approve Deputy Clerk Treasurer Wood to attend the NYCOM Fall Training School in Saratoga, NY on September 17-21, 2004.  Trustee Schmieg seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.
Opportunity:  Mayor McDuffee stated the Town of Barton is in the process of re-evaluating the assessment roll. Trustee Rockett stated the new grant application would be ready by the deadline.  Trustee Williams stated he felt the costs are high and the old grant should be spent first.  Mayor McDuffee recommended voting on it at the next meeting when the clerk treasurer could be here.

WHEREAS the property is the subject of tax foreclosure proceedings through the County of Tioga, and


WHEREAS the Village of Waverly has an opportunity to acquire the property from the County of Tioga for nominal consideration, and


WHEREAS the Village of Waverly Board of Trustees is desirous of ensuring the demolition and clean up of the structure situated on the premises to eradicate the blight, now therefore, it is hereby


RESOLVED that the Village of Waverly Board of Trustees is hereby authorized to enter into an agreement with the County of Tioga to acquire the property located at 240 Broad Street in the Village of Waverly by quitclaim deed for One Dollar ($1.00) consideration upon the following additional terms and conditions:


Village of Waverly will assume all costs of acquiring, demolishing, and cleaning up the property, including but not limited to, any outstanding property taxes and public utility charges.



In the event the Village of Waverly subsequently sells the property, the Village will be entitled to be reimbursed 100% of costs incurred in the acquisition, demolition, and clean-up of the property from available proceeds.


In the event the Village of Waverly sells the property for more than 100% of the cost of acquisition, demolition, and clean up, the County of Tioga will be reimbursed its costs incurred prior to the foreclosure of the subject property, from any excess proceeds and to the extent possible.

Trustee Maury seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.

Sewer Line at 231 Broad Street:  Trustee Schmieg moved to authorize Superintendent Steck to have a contractor assist the DPW to cut and cap the sewer line at 231 Broad Street, as it is a vacant and abandoned building.  Trustee Williams seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.

Pigeon Removal at 319 Broad Street:  Trustee Goodwin moved to approve a proposal from Sauder’s Construction for $8,000 to removed pigeons, clean up wastes, disinfect area, and board up all windows at 319 Broad Street.  They would also cover wall with plastic while the work is being done to help with dust.  Trustee Sorensen seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.
Adjournment:  Trustee Goodwin moved to adjourn at 9:27 p.m.  Trustee Sorensen seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.

Public Comments:  Jean Minielly-Schmieg stated she felt the lights that are being erected at Muldoon Park are inappropriate for the park.  She stated the stonework doesn’t fit in with the Victorian theme, and requested the project be stopped.  Discussion followed.  Mayor McDuffee stated the Board approved the installation, and felt the project should continue.  He also stated he would contact Parks Director Hogan to see how the project was progressing, and to gain more information.


Andrea Giovenco stated, as Co-Chairman of the 150th Committee, that the committee agreed to donate to the lighting at Muldoon Park.  She also stated, as a homeowner in the neighborhood, she felt the light posts were the wrong design for the park.  


Don Merrill stated the estimate of nearly $2,000,000 to restore Village Hall is too high.  He stated the ideas for the third floor should be forgotten, which would lower the estimate by $68,000.


Don Merrill stated the installation of water faucets in Glenwood Cemetery is going good.  Jerry Schettino volunteered time and is doing great job on the brickwork.  Granite Works donated granite tops. 


Jerry Sinsabaugh asked the status of the Wagner Hotel.  Attorney Keene stated she has had no contact with the owner of the building, as has been uncooperative since the beginning.  Discussion followed.  Clerk Treasurer Casterline stated the Village could not receive the Restore New York grant money if the owner would not cooperate.  She stated she would get proposal on demolition specs.


Tom Bellinger stated the Business Association is sponsoring the Race Days Event on Broad Street on August 9th, 2007, and stated concerns with the barricades around the Wagner Hotel Building, and requested a fence, or safety walkway, be erected around the building.  Mayor McDuffee stated would discuss again at the next meeting.

Mayor McDuffee called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  

Roll Call:  Present were Trustees; Schmieg, Maury, Williams, Sorensen, and Mayor McDuffee

Also present were Deputy Clerk Treasurer Wood, Chief Updyke, Code Officer Lanterman, Superintendent Steck, and Recreation/Parks Director Hogan 

Press:  Matt Hicks of the Morning Times, and Ron Cole of WAVR/WATS
Visitors were William Dimmick III of 208 Chemung Street, Dawn Alliger of 50 Barker Place, Jerry Sinsabaugh of 8 Cooper Street, Don Merrill of 535 Waverly Street, Frank and Luke Robbins of 494 Fulton Street, Jean Minielly-Schmieg of 417 Chemung Street, Craig Maury of 369 Broad Street, and Linda Vogel of 201 Broad Street
Public Comment:  Jean Minielly-Schmieg stated the light posts going up in Muldoon Park are not appropriate, and the project should be terminated, and new light posts, of Victorian design, should be erected.  She also stated a petition to survey the public on whether or not people liked the stonework design was going around, and that 107 people did not like the stonework, and 13 liked it.  Recreation Director Hogan stated he had over 400 people sign in favor of the stonework, and 1 person opposed.




Trustee Williams, as a resident, read and submitted a statement from himself that stated he felt misled by Recreation/Parks Director Hogan with the design of the light posts, and is disappointed with the design.  He also requested the Board to stop the work.




Don Merrill stated the craftsmanship of the stonework is beautiful, however, not appropriate for Muldoon Park.




Craig Maury read and submitted a statement from himself that stated the Village has “attacked” him in the past to repair his building or demolish it.  He stated the Village is faced with major work to repair its own aging structures and feels the Village should take a stand immediately.
Letters and Communications:  The clerk read a letter from Andrea Giovenco, Co-Chairman of the 150th Committee, stating the committee’s role in helping fund the lights in Muldoon Park.  She stated the committee never had a chance to see the design before they went up.  She stated regret that the Village was misled to think the committee was partnering in this endeavor.  
Committee Reports:  Committee Reports were given, as follows:


Recreation/Parks – Trustee Sorensen stated there was a lot of positive feedback from the recent car show at Muldoon Park.  He also stated the summer recreation program has 166 kids and is going good.  

Water – Trustee Schmieg reported the Water Department may be building a new garage at Spring Street at a cost of approximately $160,000 and will be paid for by grant money from USDA.  He stated that Superintendent Steck stated water is low, however, there is no cause for alarm.  He also stated Mr. Merrill and Superintendent Steck have put faucets in the Glenwood Cemetery and stated they looked very nice.  Mr. Merrill stated Granite Works has donated the granite tops, and would like to donate two granite benches.  Trustee Williams stated the design of the benches would need to be approved of by the board.

Council of Governments – Trustee Maury stated New York State has mandated a new law stating that women are entitled to 4 hours of sick time for breast cancer screening, and men are entitled to the same for prostrate screening.


REAP – Trustee Maury stated REAP is looking into a new plan for economical development, and is asking for volunteers to help.  She also stated they have grant money to fund the project.


Town of Barton – Trustee Maury stated the Town is working on new zoning, ATV laws, and outdoor furnace laws.

Planning - Trustee Williams stated the Planning Board has approved a project to revert the Saint James School into apartments.  He also stated that Josh Brown, Tioga County Planning, has been attending meetings and giving input to the Board.


Streets – Trustee Williams reported milling and paving of Waverly and Fulton Streets is planned for August, replacing 250’ of drain line on Spring Street to be installed, crosswalks will be painted before school starts, and installing a handicap crosswalk on Broad Street.

Farmers’ Market - Trustee Williams stated the farmers’ marking is going good.  

Shared Services:  Mayor McDuffee stated he met with Village Judge Koons and Town of Barton Judge Fravel to discuss ideas on shared services concerning the courts.  He stated he would let the Board know of any information as it become available.  
Court Clerks Annual Conference:  Trustee Sorensen moved to approve Acting Court Clerk Jennings to attend the NYS Association of Court Clerks Annual Conference during September 30-October 3, 2007.  Trustee Williams seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.
Hunt Engineers Report – 231 Broad Street:  Mayor McDuffee asked the Board to review the report, however, asked the Board to table discussion until the Attorney could be present, and the Board concurred.
Village Hall Annex Roof:  The clerk stated Hunt Engineers is putting the bid package together and needs direction regarding the flashing at the front of the building.  The clerk submitted a picture showing major deterioration of the flashing, and stated Hunt Engineers is concerned that a new roof would not adhere to the flashing in its current state, and asked if the Board wants Hunt Engineers to include in the bid package the fabrication of new flashing.  She also stated the estimated cost of replacement would be $3,500.00.  Trustee Maury moved to include the fabrication of new flashing in the bid package.  Trustee Williams seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.
Restore New York Grant:  The clerk stated we received notification today that Round 2 of the Restore New York Grant will launch on July 27, 2007.  
Wagner Hotel Building:  Mayor McDuffee stated this issue needs to be addressed and will pursue the demolition of the building at the next meeting when the Attorney and Clerk Treasurer are here.  Code Officer Lanterman stated it is very important to get an asbestos study done before demolition for safety reasons, and to save on costs.  Frank Robbins stated concern with the new fencing around the building is eliminating parking for his business.  Trustee Williams stated he felt the 3-story side of the building could be saved.  Mayor McDuffee stated we need to respect what the engineers are reporting to us.  The engineers reported concerns with the stability and the deterioration of the building.
Village Hall Update:  Mayor McDuffee stated the committee should be meeting once Trustee Rockett returns from vacation to discuss plans on the renovation.  Trustee Williams stated he felt the vote to put to referendum was acted upon too quickly and feels the Village doesn’t have all of the information needed in place.

Waverly Community Day at Tioga Downs:  Mayor McDuffee stated that a representative of Tioga Downs contacted him about having a “Waverly Day” to help raise money for a project.  The representative stated this is a new project for them and they will have other days for other local municipalities.  Mayor McDuffee stated the tentative day is August 26th and he would get more information for the next meeting.  Trustee Maury stated she would like to see a detailed plan.

CDBG Abstract – Trustee Schmieg moved to approve the bills in the amount of 30,427.96.  Trustee Maury seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.

Role Call:  Williams, Schmieg, Maury, Sorensen, Rockett, and Mayor McDuffee 

Also present were Clerk Treasurer Casterline, Deputy Clerk Treasurer Wood, Code Officer Lanterman, Attorney Keene, and Darin Rathbun of Hunt Engineers was on the phone.
Press:   Matt Hicks with the Morning Times, and Todd Rogers of the Daily Review
Visitors:  Jerry Sinsabaugh of 8 Cooper Street, Terry McNeil of 226 Broad Street, Linda Vogel with the WBA, Marc Rycroft of Leprino Foods, Dan Earl of Leprino Foods, Chris Brewster of 138 Chemung Street, and Terry Coleman of O’Rourke Environmental Services.  


Mayor McDuffee explained the current damage to the Wagner Hotel, and the section of Broad Street (between Clark and Fulton Streets) and the southern end of Fulton Street was closed due to possible collapse of the building.  Structural Engineer Darin Rathbun stated he and Code Officer Lanterman observed the building earlier in the day and both felt that collapse is imminent.  Mr. Rathbun stated since the last time the building was observed a wall between windows started to bulge, and a portion of the exterior wall above second floor had collapsed and the roof is bearing on that section.  He also stated the crack between the three-story and the two-story has expanded and further down is starting to bubble.  Mr. Rathbun stated the building has shifted and a possibility of collapse onto Broad Street is a concern, however, there are no certainties. 


Trustee Williams asked Mr. Rathbun if the three-story portion of the building could be saved.  Mr. Rathbun stated that has not been studied, however, there has been a lot of deterioration due to water damage. 


Trustee Rockett asked about asbestos within the building.  Terri Coleman stated he did a preliminary study and suspect materials are inside.  Mr. Coleman stated he suspects a 9’ section of pipe in the basement has asbestos wrap.  He also stated that during demolition there would be air monitoring.


Trustee Rockett moved to authorize Hunt Engineers draw up specs for the demolition of the entire Wagner Hotel and attached building.  Trustee Sorensen seconded the motion, which led to a role call vote:


Ayes – 5  (Rockett, Maury, Schmieg, Sorensen, McDuffee)


Nays – 1  (Williams)

The motion carried.  Darin Rathbun stated he would have specs ready in a few days.  Trustee Williams stated he would like to pursue restoring the three-story section of the building.  Mayor McDuffee stated there are safety concerns and the Village could not restore a privately owned building.  He also stated regret that the building has been neglected for so long that it needs to come down and would like to put more emphasis on other buildings to see if they can be saved.  McDuffee stated this demolition has to be quick and efficient.


Terry Mitchell stated her business is completely blocked off and is requesting sidewalk access to her building.  Code Officer Lanterman stated he felt the request is reasonable.  

Chris Brewster stated concern with the Annual Racing Fan Fare scheduled for August 8th.  Mayor McDuffee stated he would be willing to help in any way and suggested Mr. Brewster meet with Chief Updyke and himself tomorrow to discuss further.

Mayor McDuffee asked how long the demolition will take and how long the streets would have to be closed.  Mr. Rathbun stated the specs were written that the project would be completed within 46 days, however, the streets could be reopened as soon as the building was brought down to a safe level.


Trustee Goodwin moved to accept the bid from Lineburg Contracting contingent they can meet all requirements in the specs, and if Lineburg Contracting can not comply with all requirements, the contract be awarded to the next lowest bidder, Upstate Machinery.  Trustee Maury seconded the motion, which led to a role call vote:

Also present were Clerk Treasurer Casterline, Deputy Clerk Treasurer Wood, Code Officer Lanterman, Chief Updyke, and Attorney Keene
Press:   Matt Hicks with the Morning Times, Ron Cole and Chris Manning of WATS/WAVR Radio, and Todd Rogers with the Daily Review
Visitors:  Jerry Sinsabaugh of 8 Cooper Street, William Dimmick III of 208 Chemung Street, Tom Bellinger of 474 Pennsylvania Avenue, Jean Minielly-Schmieg of 417 Chemung Street, Jerry Peterson of Athens PA, Penelope Borko of 17 Lyman Avenue, Virginia Seeley of 450 Pennsylvania Avenue, Ed Rogers of 431 Park Avenue, Officer Steve Ferrand with NYS DEC, Bill Hadlock of 513 Waverly Street, and Buzzy Bowman of 537 Clark Street 
Public Comments:  Penelope Borko stated she is deeply disappointed and angry over the installation of the lighting at Muldoon Park.  She stated they are an insult of the Victorian nature of the park.  
Jean Minielly-Schmieg stated found the recent newspaper ad, written by the designer, which described the lights at Muldoon Park insulting.  She stated she felt the designs of the lights are of a religious nature, and it is unlawful to have religious icons in a public park.  Trustee Maury stated the designer created art and if someone is possibly offended, then it would be up to them to go to court and prove their case.

Buzzy Bowman stated he works in the Parks and with Parks Director Hogan.  He stated Hogan is deeply saddened by the controversy that has been created by a few people.  He also stated a survey was done, and approximately 85% of the signatures were in favor of the lights.  
Letters and Communications:  The clerk read a letter from Darrin Rathbun of Hunt Engineers stating that the owners of Lineburg Excavating and Paving are not asbestos licensed contractors, and as of today, they do not have an asbestos licensed subcontractor on board for the demolition of the Wagner Hotel.  He stated the contractor would be good for other work in the Village, however, does not feel that the asbestos portion of this project and the size of the project is within their experience level.  Mr. Rathbun recommended the low bid be removed and award the project to the next lowest bid, George Swansbrough of Upstate Machinery, who is asbestos licensed.  Mayor McDuffee stated the Trustees voted at the Special Meeting held on August 10, 2007 to award the bid to the lowest bidder contingent on their qualifications.  The Board concurred.  Mr. Rathbun will contact George Swansbrough and schedule a meeting.
Department Reports:  The Board reviewed reports from the Justice Court, Recreation, Street, and Police Departments.  Trustee Rockett questioned the mileage on the new police car.  Chief Updyke stated that is the average mileage per month on the car.
Minutes:  Trustee Maury moved to approve the Minutes of July 10th & July 24th, 2007 as presented.  Trustee Rockett seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.  
Finance Committee:  Trustee Rockett presented bills for in the amount of:  General Fund $155,268.48; Cemetery Fund $5,760.53; and Dental Trust $878.60; for a total of $161,907.61.  Trustee Rockett stated the high amount for General Fund is due to the annual insurance premium.  Trustee Schmieg moved to approve the bills as presented.  Trustee Goodwin seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.  
Village Hall Update:  Mayor McDuffee stated, after talking with Bond Council, that due to Village Hall being considered a Class B building (wood framed) the terms of financing could not exceed 15 years.  Trustee Rockett stated she has had conference calls with financial people and they are looking at alternatives and feel hopefully optimistic.  Trustee Maury stated maybe the estimates are too high.  Discussion followed.  Trustee Maury moved to cancel the upcoming referendum at this time until financing issues can be resolved.  Trustee Williams seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.

Restore New York Grant:  Clerk Treasurer Casterline stated she talked with Bernie Thoma and he stated municipalities can only submit one application, however, can include multiple buildings.  She also stated must file letter of intent by August 20, 2007.  Trustee Rockett moved to send letter of intent.  Trustee Maury seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.  Trustee Williams stated he would volunteer to help compose the letter, and work on application.
Hunt Engineers Report for 231 Broad Street:  Code Officer Lanterman stated the hole in the building has been boarded up.  

Tree Bid Award:  The clerk stated two bids were received for tree removal or trimming, as per the recommendation of the Tree Committee at previous meeting.  The bids are as follows:

The clerk stated this includes stump removal, topsoil, and seed.  She also stated this is an annual expense that is in the budget.  Trustee Williams moved to award the bid to Mattison’s Bucket Service in the amount of $3,825.00.  Trustee Maury seconded the motion, which carried unanimously. 

Comments:  Trustee Williams requested a stay of demolition of the Wagner Hotel for 45 days due to a preservationist is coming on August 16th.  Mayor McDuffee stated that we couldn’t leave Broad Street closed for that amount of time.  Trustee Schmieg stated he felt there is not reason to have Broad Street closed.  Mayor McDuffee reiterated the fact that the Village does not own the Wagner Hotel and the owner is not cooperating with any effort to preserve the building and it has become a safety hazard.  Darrin Rathbun of Hunt Engineers stated the building is not stable and is getting worse.  Discussion followed.  Trustee Williams moved to stop the demolition of the Wagner Hotel for 30 days.  Trustee Schmieg seconded the motion, which led to a vote:



Ayes 2  (Williams, Schmieg)



Nays 5  (Goodwin, Rockett, Maury, Sorensen, McDuffee)

The motion failed.  


Trustee Rockett stated she sent the preservationist a copy of the report for 231 Broad Street, and he seemed optimistic.  She also stated that it may be too late to save the Wagner, however, he could look at other buildings that need attention.

Authorization to Purchase Police Car:  Chief Updyke stated he would like to replace one of the 2004 Crown Victoria police cars.  He stated it would be per State Contract on a lease to own agreement.  Clerk Treasurer Casterline stated the Village has done leases in the past and works very well.  Chief Updyke stated the agreement is for 3 years and the Village owns the car at the end of the lease.  The payments would be $9,870.00 per year.  He also stated the expense is in the budget, and a $5,000.00 grant would come from Tioga County Stop DWI Program to help with the cost.  Trustee Goodwin moved to approve the purchase of a new Crown Victoria for the Police Department on a 3-year lease.  Trustee Sorensen seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.

CDBG Abstract – Trustee Schmieg moved to approve the bills in the amount of $34,898.16.  Trustee Goodwin seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.

Curb Cut Application:  The clerk presented a curb cut application from Edward Rogers for 431 Park Avenue, which was approved by Police Sergeant Mitchell and Superintendent Steck.  Trustee Goodwin moved to approve the curb cut at 431 Park Avenue.  Trustee Williams seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.

Court Grant Authorization – The Clerk presented a request from Village Justice Richard Koons for authorization to file a grant application for the 2007-2008 NYS Justice Court Assistance Program (JCAP) for equipment to be used in the Justice Court.  Trustee Williams moved to approve Justice Koons request to file a grant application to JCAP.  Trustee Maury seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.
Waverly Day at Tioga Downs:  Mayor McDuffee reminded everyone that Tioga Downs is holding a Waverly Day on August 26, 2007 and encouraged people to attend.  He stated this is going to be a fundraising event, sponsored by Tioga Downs, and the proceeds will go toward skateboarding equipment.  

Tour:  Mayor McDuffee stated he would like the Board and himself to do a walking tour of Broad Street and look at the conditions of the buildings.  He stated he would like to do the tour before the next meeting, weather permitting, on August 28, 2007.  The Board concurred.  He also stated anyone interested may walk along.

Emails:  Mayor McDuffee stated emails between the trustees should only contain information needed between meetings, and opinions on topics should not be sent.  He stated the Board needs to be careful about breaking the open meetings law, and emails between trustees could be public information.

Comments:  Trustee Maury stated the website is running, however, not complete.  She stated the Board needs to make decision on the software and website manager.  Clerk Treasurer Casterline recommended purchasing the software at a cost of approximately $200 to allow the office staff to make minor changes, however, staff could not be responsible to manage the website.  Trustee Williams requested information on the software.  Trustee Maury stated she would try to get information for next meeting.


Tom Bellinger stated Racing Fan Fare went as smoothly as possible considering the last minute changes due to the street being closed awaiting demolition of the Wagner Hotel.  He thanked the Police Department and Street Department for all of their help. Trustee Goodwin moved to appoint Billie Jo Jennings as a full-time Justice Court Clerk with a probationary period of 12 weeks ending November 8, 2007, with no compensatory time for regularly scheduled court activity, and the court would find other clerks to cover for vacation or extended time off.  Trustee Williams seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.

Trustee Goodwin moved to authorize the clerk to contact Tioga County Civil Service and advertise, if needed, to begin the process of hiring a full-time village clerk to replace Billie Jo Jennings.  Trustee Maury seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.

Tour of the Broad Street Buildings:  Mayor McDuffee stated a tour was scheduled for the beginning of this meeting.  This tour is to look at the conditions of the buildings within the business district and comments will be given once the meeting was back in session.  He stated all were welcomed to join the Board for the tour.  All persons attending participated in the tour, except Trustee Rockett, Clerk Treasurer Casterline, and George Swansbrough.  The tour began at 7:09 p.m.  The meeting reconvened at 7:47 p.m.  Mayor McDuffee thanked everyone for joining the tour.

Public Comment:  Craig Maury stated the Village should invite all business owners to a meeting regarding the upcoming Restore New York Grant Application to see if they would be interested.  




Don Merrill stated the owner of the Wagner Building gave him permission to have the lettering from the building and asked the Village to relinquish them to him.  Mayor McDuffee stated the Board had previously asked Mr. Merrill for a written statement from the owner, to which has not been provided.  Trustee Williams moved to relinquish the lettering from the Wagner Hotel to Donald Merrill for his collection.  Trustee Schmieg seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.




John Lewis stated new legislation from the State and Federal levels will help to increase tax credits to help restore historic buildings in a historic district.




Don Merrill stated Glenwood Cemetery is a disgrace.  He stated he knows someone who can rebuild it.  Clerk Treasurer Casterline stated there is a cemetery committee started and they are going to start with Forest Home Cemetery.  Ron Keene added Forest Home Cemetery is a disaster and the committee has done nothing in the last five years.  He also stated grant money is available for restoring cemeteries.




Don Merrill asked if a parking lot could be installed in Glenwood Cemetery.  Mayor McDuffee stated the Village has no plans of installing a parking lot.

Letters and Communications:  The clerk read a letter from Franz Emery stating he has purchased the business formerly known as Sparky’s Bar on Broad Street and is applying for a liquor license.  Trustee Schmieg stated concerns with the problems that the establishment is currently having.  Trustee Goodwin stated that maybe new management would correct the problems.




The clerk read a letter from Village Justice Koons giving notice that he and Court Clerk Jennings would be attending a few court related events on September 19th and September 26th.  He also stated Court Clerk Jennings will also be taking time throughout the next few months to visit other courts within the county to review their procedures and overall flow of their courts.  Trustee Williams moved to approve the requested time.  Trustee Maury seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.




The clerk read a letter from Village Justice Koons requesting Retired Court Clerk Mary DeForest be hired as a part-time court clerk.  Trustee Williams moved to table discussion for executive session, as it is a personnel matter.  Trustee Maury seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.

Discussion from the Tour of Broad Street:  Trustee Williams stated there were many boarded windows and temporary or inadequate repairs.  He stated the Board should consider a law to enact a timeline to make these repairs permanent.  Clerk Treasurer Casterline stated the New York State Law states buildings need to be secure and anything more stringent would need to be approved by the State.  Code Officer Lanterman stated he does not get any cooperation from absent building owners.  Trustee Williams stated Preservationist Mr. Gould stated laws should be enacted that are “for the greater good”.  Trustee Maury stated there should be a mechanism in place to help defray the cost of renovating these buildings.  Craig Maury stated the cost to repair his building is so high that he would never get a return on his investment.  Trustee Goodwin stated taking pride in a building, such as mowing the grass, trimming the weeds, and keeping the garbage cleaned up would greatly improve the property.  Trustee Williams requested Attorney Keene investigate time restrictions on temporary repairs to buildings.




Ron Keene stated buildings on Broad Street are not properly draining toward the street into the storm drains, and that is causing damage to some of the buildings.  He stated there are a lot of boarded up windows in the upper floors of these buildings that people are living in, and should be addressed.  He also stated the need to have a second way of egress from the third floor as many of the buildings do not have fire escapes from the third floor.  




George Swansbrough stated he noticed, when demolishing the Wagner Hotel, that the walls have been renovated so many times that they were no longer connected to the building and stated that may be the case in many of the buildings.

Shared Services:  Trustee Maury stated during the Council of Governments Meeting they are pushing cost effective ways of sharing services amongst municipalities.  She also stated there is an Initiative Grant Program and would need resolution by September 20, 2007.  She recommended the Board review for the next meeting.

Recreation Truck:  The clerk stated the cost of a new Ford F150 pick-up truck for the Recreation Department would be $15,990.60 from Fairport Ford.  The Village wishes to finance through municipal lease for three years with Ford Credit Company.  A motion was previously passed to authorized this purchase.

CDBG Abstract:  Trustee Rockett moved to approve the bills as presented in the amount of $6,744.42.  Trustee Schmieg seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.

Parking Committee:  Mayor McDuffee stated there have been legitimate complaints with the parking in the business district and would like to re-group the parking committee to address these complaints.  He stated he would contact the former members and asked if anyone would be interested.

Wagner Hotel Building:  Clerk Treasurer Casterline stated George Swansbrough has turned in some paperwork today.  She stated Engineer Darin Rathbun suggested paying Mr. Swansbrough $30,000.00 and the balance once Mr. Rathbun could inspect the document and make sure they are all in order.  Mr. Swansbrough asked the Board for full payment as the work has been completed.  Trustee Williams stated the work was done and went very well, however, due process must be done.  Trustee Maury moved to table discussion for executive session since this was a contractual issue.  Trustee Williams seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.

Village Hall Update:  Trustee Rockett stated she is working with a group to investigate other possibilities for funding and would review with the Board any results as they find them.  Trustee Maury stated she would like to see a more realistic estimate on the restoration costs and the costs of the temporary housing of the Police Department and the Court.  Trustee Williams suggested those Departments could share the Annex Building during construction.  Trustee Williams stated we have to move forward with the matching $150,000 grant to do the exterior.  Trustee Williams moved to authorize Crawford and Stearns to write specs for the exterior.  Clerk Treasurer Casterline stated she resents tax dollars being used on the exterior of the building while the employees are working in deplorable conditions in the interior.  Mayor McDuffee stated they are investigating funding for the entire building and should let them try to find answers.  Trustee Rockett stated the bonding process should be all or nothing at this point.  Trustee Williams stated he stood by his motion.  The motion died due to lack of second.  

Waverly Community Day at Tioga Downs:  Mayor McDuffee stated many people from the Village attended the community day at Tioga Downs.  He said this was a positive sign for the Village.  The Village raised $525.00 and will put that toward skateboard equipment.




Mayor McDuffee stated with the positive effect from the community day, he would like to have the Board Members or any volunteers get together this fall for a litter brigade and pick up litter from our roads.  He stated this could influence residents to help keep the Village clean.  Trustee Goodwin stated that was a great idea and he would volunteer to help, other Board members also felt the same.

Executive Session:  Trustee Rockett moved to enter executive session at 9:52 p.m.  Trustee Schmieg seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.




Trustee Rockett moved to enter regular session at 10:00 p.m.  Trustee Goodwin seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.

Finance Committee:  Trustee Rockett presented bills for in the amount of:  General Fund $234,664.28; Cemetery Fund $5,375.00; and Dental Trust $1,360.57; for a total of $241,399.85.  Trustee Rockett stated the high amount for General Fund included the cost of the demolition of the Wagner Hotel.  Trustee Goodwin moved to approve the bills as presented.  Trustee Williams seconded the motion, which carried unanimously. Clerk Treasurer Casterline stated the way the demolition was conducted saved approximately $100,000.  She also stated there would be a change order from George Swansbrough to re-install a sidewalk at the Wagner demolition site for a cost of $8, 050.00.  Trustee Goodwin moved to approve a change order for the sidewalk.  Trustee Williams seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.

Village Hall Update:  Trustee Rockett stated they are still trying to negotiate funding opportunities and is optimistic.  Trustee Maury stated we should have more realistic cost estimates.  Clerk Treasurer Casterline stated to get realistic costs, you would need specs and put out to bid for results and the specs would be costly.  She stated without knowing exactly what restoration is going to be done it would not be possible to get specs.  Mayor McDuffee stated the recent storm has caused flooding, with sewage backup, in the basement of Village Hall and stated the employees should not be working with these conditions and may need to look at the Ithaca Street Building, or other places, as an option if the restoration of Village Hall fails.  Trustee Williams stated cost could be equivalent between Village Hall and the Ithaca Street Building.  Trustee Sorensen stated need a committee to explore all options.  Trustee Williams stated we could save money by moving the Police Department into the Annex Building during construction.  Mayor McDuffee asked the Board if they felt the employees should work in a building under these conditions.  Trustee Rockett stated maybe we should get rid of the Annex Building.

Restore New York Grant:  Mayor McDuffee stated a few buildings are being considered for the Restore New York Grant and would be a positive for the Village.  He stated more information would be available at a public hearing to file application for the grant.  Trustee Williams moved to schedule a public hearing be held on September 25, 2007 at 6:45 p.m. to discuss the application for the Restore New York Grant, and the clerk to advertise the same.  Trustee Schmieg seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.

Shared Services Conference:  Trustee Maury stated there would be conference on shared services on September 18, 2007 at Binghamton University on September 19, 2007 for discussion on shared services and how they could be used.  Trustee Schmieg moved to authorize the Mayor and Trustees to attend if they wished.  Trustee Maury seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.

Shared Municipal Services Initiative Grant:  Trustee Goodwin offered the following resolution and moved its adoption.

WHEREAS, the Shared Municipal Services Initiative Grant Program [SMSI] was established in the New York State Budget to provide technical assistance and competitive grants to local governments for the development of projects that will achieve savings and improve municipal efficiency through shared services, cooperative agreements, mergers, consolidations and dissolutions; and

WHEREAS, the eligible municipalities include the County, towns, villages, special improvement districts, fire districts and school districts; and

WHEREAS, the Budget has made available 25 million dollars for SMIS with grant awards up to $200,000 per municipality with a 10 percent match; and

WHEREAS, the Tioga County Council of Governments is concerned over the increase in costs of operating governments efficiently and desires to explore without any preconceived notions on which areas, if any, would provide savings without sacrificing services; and

WHEREAS, the Tioga County Council of Governments is interested in applying for grants under SMSI for the purpose of obtaining information and guidance on which areas of shared services, cooperative agreements, mergers, consolidations and dissolutions would benefit the taxpayers of Tioga County without sacrificing the quality of services provided; and 

WHEREAS, the Tioga County Council of Governments will seek as its 10 percent match of in-kind services from its municipalities and/or direct financial assistance from the County; and

WHEREAS, Tioga County Council of Governments recognizes that the individual municipalities and its citizens will determine which areas or aspects of government would benefited by shared services, cooperative agreements, mergers, consolidations and dissolutions; and

WHEREAS, the Tioga County Council of Governments is requesting that each municipality which shares its belief of exploring the providing of services more efficiently to support the efforts of the Council; by passing a resolution reflecting its support.

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that The Village of Waverly hereby supports the efforts of the Tioga County Council of Governments to seek grants for the purpose of obtaining information and guidance on which areas of shared services, cooperative agreements, mergers, consolidations and dissolutions would benefit the taxpayers of Tioga County without sacrificing the quality of services provided.

Trustee Sorensen seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.
CDBG Public Hearing:  The clerk stated there would be a public meeting for discussion of the CDBG application for building rehab for the business district.  She stated Thoma Development has sent letters to all the business owners and has advertised.  The meeting is scheduled for September 26, 2007 at 7:00 p.m. in the LOOM Building on Waverly Street. 
CDBG Abstract – Trustee Goodwin moved to approve the bills in the amount of $5,940.00.  Trustee Maury seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.

Ron Keene asked if the Village has a revitalization plan.  Bernie Thoma stated the Village has a Downtown Action Plan that would be acceptable with this application.

Bernie Thoma stated the Village will apply for up to $510,000 for two buildings.  One building would be restored at a cost of $500,000, less $100,000 that the owners will contribute, and one building would be demolished at a cost of $125,000, less $15,000 contribution.  Mr. Thoma stated the $15,000 would come from the Village as the owner of the building is not cooperating.  Clerk Treasurer Casterline stated the money would be relevied to the County and added to the taxes.  

Don Merrill stated concern with administration costs.  Mr. Thoma stated the Village would pay an application fee, and he does not anticipate any administration charges.

Tom Mullen asked if the Muldoon Building could be considered for this program.  Mr. Thoma stated it would not be possible to do in this round of funding, however, could be considered in the next round.  He stated there are strict deadline requirements to publish building information and they have passed.  Mr. Mullen stated the owners of the Muldoon are interested in restoration.  

Craig Maury stated his understanding was that the business owners were going to meet with Mr. Thoma to discuss and gain input.  Mr. Thoma stated a meeting with the business owners will be held, Wednesday, September 26, 2007 at 7:00 p.m. in the LOOM Building.


Trustee Schmieg asked if business could be reimbursed for work already done.  Mr. Thoma stated this grant would not reimburse money already expended.  He also stated he thought there was confusion as to the purpose of this grant, and stated its purpose was for complete renovation or demolition.  He also stated the Comprehensive Block Grant Program would address repairs and maintenance of such buildings, and notices were sent to all the business owners regarding that program.

IN THE VILLAGE HALL ANNEX REGARDING 231 BROAD STREET
Mayor McDuffee called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. and stated this hearing would be recorded.
Roll Call:  Present were Trustees:  Williams, Sorensen, Schmieg, Maury, and Mayor McDuffee.

Also present were Clerk Treasurer Casterline, Deputy Clerk Treasurer Wood, Darin Rathbun of Hunt Engineers, Attorney Keene, Matt Hicks with the Morning Times, Todd Rogers with the Daily Review, and Ron Cole with WAVR.
Hearing Regarding 231 Broad Street:  Mayor McDuffee opened the hearing at 6:30 p.m.   Attorney Keene stated Leo Cueto, owner of 231 Broad Street, has been served personally with proper notification.




Darin Rathbun stated he and Code Officer Lanterman visited the property at 231 Broad Street on June 27, 2007 and although the property was not accessible they observed it from the outside.  He stated a partial collapse, significant water damage, and other structural issues were observed.  




Trustee Maury stated she noticed a bad smell coming from the building.  Mr. Rathbun stated there was a sewer leak in the basement.  He stated the Village has removed sidewalk block in front of the building and cut off the sewer connection so this could not happen again.




Trustee Maury stated the adjoining building owners stated the roof has begun to sag or cave in.  Mr. Rathbun stated he is unaware of damage to roof, as he is unable to enter the building.  




Darin Rathbun stated he is not sure if the adjoining building is structurally adjoining to 231 Broad Street.  He recommended studies be done to verify.  Mayor McDuffee asked Mr. Rathbun his opinion on whether or not the building could be saved.  Mr. Rathbun stated the building could be saved if owner put the money into it, however, leaving the building as is presents a public safety concern.




Trustee Schmieg asked if the building were demolished who would be liable for any damages to adjoining building.  Clerk Treasurer Casterline stated the contractor would carry insurance, however, there is always a possibility of the Village being sued.




Darin Rathbun recommended a study be done to see how the two buildings are built and if they are structurally adjoining or just side-by-side.




Trustee Sorensen asked Mr. Rathbun if he felt the building would withstand the weight of snow.  Mr. Rathbun stated the building doesn’t appear to have movement.  He also stated he is not sure of the condition of the roof and could not make a judgment at this time.




Trustee Williams stated the Village should have a preservationist look at building before demolition to determine other options or the possibility of saving the building.  Mayor McDuffee stated the Village does not own the building and therefore, it would be up to the owner to seek other options.  He stated a letter was sent to the owner with information on the Restore NY Grant, and the Village had no reply.  He also stated the owner is the same owner of the former Wagner Hotel, and he never replied during the entire course of that unsafe building.  




Attorney Keene recommended to direct Leo Cueto of LOCO Holdings, the owner of 231 Broad Street, to repair or demolish said building.  She stated the owner would be given time to act before demolition would happen.  Trustee Williams stated he would try to contact owner and pursue saving the building.


With no one else wishing to be heard, Mayor McDuffee closed the meeting at 7:00 p.m.

Mayor McDuffee appointed Trustee Goodwin to Deputy Mayor.  He stated he had conversation with Trustee 

Goodwin, and he accepted the position.
Tioga County Planning Board Term Renewal:  Trustee Williams moved to appoint William Dimmick III to the Tioga County Planning Board for a three-year term.  Trustee Sorensen seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.
Administrative Hearing Findings, 231 Broad Street:  Attorney Keene submitted findings of the administrative hearing held on October 23, 2007 regarding 231 Broad Street.  The Board reviewed the findings of facts, as follows:

Please be advised that the hearing regarding the above building was held on October 23, 2007 at 

6:30 PM pursuant to Section 54-5 of the Village of Waverly Code.  After hearing testimony from the 

Village’s Engineer, Darin Rathbun, and review of his report dated July 9, 2007, a copy of which was 

provided to all of the Village Board members in attendance the Village Board of Trustees makes the following

findings of fact:

7. Loco Holdings, LLC is the owner of property located at 231 Broad Street, Waverly, New York.  On October 15, 2007, Sheila Cueto, Manager of Loco Holdings, LLC, was personally served the notice of hearing along with the attached report of Hunt Engineering dated July 9, 2007.

8. The Village has employed Hunt Engineering to inspect the building located at 231 Broad Street and the report dated July 9, 2007, indicates that the building has serious structural problems.  Engineer Darin Rathbun testified that due to the collapse of floor framing the building was unsafe to enter.  He made his observations from viewing the outside of the building and looking through the windows and doors of the building.  In addition to the collapse of the first floor framing he found water damage evident on the underside of the second floor framing.  He has concluded that the water damage is being caused by water coming into the building through the roof.  Mr. Rathbun also noticed a strong stench coming from the building, which was reportedly caused by a break of a sewer line in the basement.  

9. Based upon the report of Hunt Engineering and testimony of Engineer Darin Rathbun the Board finds that the building has further deteriorated to the point that it is a serious threat to the life and safety of the residents of the Village of Waverly.

10. The building is unsafe as defined by the Village Code under Section 54-2 in that as a result of the collapse of interior floor framing the exterior load bearing walls are unbraced.  The building has become dangerous to the life safety and general welfare of the people of the Village of Waverly and the building is so dilapidated, decayed and unsafe that it is not fit for human habitation in accordance with normally accepted standards set for human habitability.  

11. The building is unsafe as defined by the Village Code. It is determined that it is necessary that you begin removal or repair of the structure within ten (10) days of the date of this notice and that said actions shall be completed within thirty (30) days thereafter.  

In the event that you neglect or refuse to comply with this order the Village Board is authorized to:

3. Provide for the building’s demolition;

4. Assess all expenses thereof against:

a. The land on which it is located;

b. Any insurance proceeds of the property damaged in an insured event;

c. The owners of the property; or

d. Any combination of the above.

3. Institute a special proceeding to collect the costs of demotion, including legal expenses.

All costs and expenses incurred by the Village of Waverly in connection with this administrative to remove the building, including the cost of actually removing the building in question, and any cost incurred by the Village in the consult of engineers or other experts shall be assessed against the landowner of the land on which said building is located, any insurance proceeds of the property damaged in an insured event, the owner of the property or any combination of the above. Such assessment shall be and constitute a lien upon such land.  If the owner shall fail to pay such expenses within 10 days after the statement is presented or posted, a legal action may be brought to collect such assessment or to foreclose such lien.  As an alternative, the Code Enforcement Officer may file a certificate of the actual expenses incurred as aforesaid, together with a statement identifying the property in connection with the Assessor, who shall, in the preparation of the next assessment roll, assess such amount upon such property. Such amount shall be included in the levy against such property, shall constitute a lien and shall be collected and enforced in the same manner, by the same proceedings, at the same time and under the same penalties as are provided by law for the collection and enforcement of real property tax in the Village of Waverly.

Please be advised that the hearing held on October 23, 2007 was an Administrative Proceeding and that pursuant to the New York State CPLR any appeal of this Administrative Proceeding would be to the Supreme Court in Tioga County. 

Trustee Williams moved to direct Attorney Keene to send findings of fact to owner and ordered the building repaired or demolished, as per the Unsafe Building Code of the Village of Waverly.  Trustee Maury seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.

CDBG Abstract:  Trustee Schmieg moved to approve the bills as presented in the amount of $15,946.06.  Trustee Maury seconded the motion, which carried unanimously. 
Cemetery Services Fee Schedule:  The clerk stated a situation has come up with a burial and requested 

Trustee Williams and Trustee Sorensen to review the fee schedule.
Dental Trust:  The clerk presented bills in the amount of $342.24.  Trustee Maury moved to approve the bills as presented.  Trustee Schmieg seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.
Comments:  Mayor McDuffee stated he is excited and proud of the Waverly High School Football Team as they are undefeated.  The last time the team was undefeated was in 1952.  He asked everyone to support them when they head to the final play-offs.




Trustee Maury stated she would set up a meeting with Justin Devine to discuss the website.




Trustee Schmieg stated Trustee Rockett was a great asset to the Village and will be missed dearly, the Board concurred.




Trustee Schmieg reminded everyone of the Octoberfest Event being sponsored by the WBA will be held on October 27, 2007 at the LOOM from 4:00 to 8:00 and encouraged people to come.

Finance Committee:  Trustee Schmieg presented bills for in the amount of:  General Fund $120,485.11; Cemetery Fund $278.09; and Dental Trust $765.66; for a total of $121,528.86.  Trustee Maury moved to approve payment of the bills as presented.  Trustee Goodwin seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.
Village Hall Update:  Clerk Treasurer Casterline stated she talked with LDC and the funding option through USDA for a 30-year loan would not meet their guidelines.  She stated the other options for funding would be to try to get special legislation through the State or finance for 15 years.

WHEREAS, the Budget has made available 13.7 million dollars for SMSI with grant awards up to $200,000 per municipality with a 10 percent match; and

WHEREAS, the Village of Waverly is concerned over the increase in costs of operating governments efficiently and desires to explore in cooperation with other Towns, Villages and Tioga County which areas of additional cooperation or consolidation in providing Highway services throughout Tioga County could provide savings without sacrificing services; and

WHEREAS, the Towns and Villages in Tioga County are asking that Tioga County be the lead applicant for this grant and provide the 10 percent match that is required; and

WHEREAS, the final decision to implement any recommendations will be determined by the governing board of each municipality (Town, Village or County); and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED THAT the Village of Waverly hereby supports the studying of the delivery of Highway services throughout Tioga County by an SMSI grant and desires to be a co-applicant of this grant application and authorizes Mayor McDuffee the authority to sign any necessary documents for this grant.

Trustee Gorman seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.

Public Comment:  Don Merrill stated the Village should have a full time Code Enforcement Officer.  




Craig Maury stated the Village Hall restoration is approaching too big of a project to do at one time and it may be beneficial to do it in smaller increments over time.




Tom Bellinger asked if the Village is on budget.  Mayor McDuffee replied the Village is right where it should be at this time of the year.  Clerk Treasurer stated some grant money has not been received yet, however, it should be coming soon.
DPW Hiring:  Mayor McDuffee stated there have been interviews for two positions available in the DPW.  Bob Hoppe of the Water Board, Al Engelbert of the Sewer Board, Superintendent Steck, and Mayor McDuffee interviewed five candidates, and made their recommendation.  Trustee Gorman moved to hire Patrick Roney and Joe Wright as Full Time DPW Laborers at a rate of $13.00 per hour, contingent upon pre-employment physicals.  Trustee Goodwin seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.
Parking Committee:  Mayor McDuffee stated the committee is looking into the possibilities of one-sided parking or odd/even parking.  He stated some streets are very narrow and difficult to maneuver.  He also stated he has had conversation with the Police Department, Fire Department, and Ambulance.  Mayor McDuffee stated this is an ongoing issue and the committee is reviewing it at this time.

Appointment of Registrar of Vital Statistics:  Mayor McDuffee appointed Town of Barton Clerk Joan Richards as Registrar of Vital Statistics for the Village of Waverly.  Trustee Williams moved to approve the Mayor’s appointment of Registrar.  Trustee Sorensen seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.
Village Hall Update:  Trustee Williams stated three members of the Village Hall Committee met with him last night.  Trustee Williams submitted a report of the meeting.  He stated the committee would like to get specs on five projects, as follows:

· $37,000 – windows

· $84,000 – repoint exterior masonry, possibly only necessary areas

· Not included in grant – bell tower shingles

· Not included in grant – bell tower floor

· Not included in grant – water infiltration into basement

Trustee Williams moved to get specs on the five projects listed and proceed with project.  Trustee Schmieg seconded the motion.  The Board did not take a vote.  Discussion followed, and questions were asked of Trustee Williams as:  Who would draw up the specs?  What is the cost of the specs? Where did the above figures come from? And since three of the projects listed are not included in the grant, how would they be paid for?  Trustee Williams stated the committee is just reorganizing and feels the $150,000 matching grant the Village already has should be spent so future grants are not in jeopardy.  More discussion followed.




Trustee Sorensen moved to authorize the Village Hall Committee to seek proposals from engineers for the cost to write the specs for the five projects, and list them in priority order. These trees are dropping large limbs and feels this is a public safety concern.  The clerk stated Marty Borko has observed these trees and stated they were dead and needed to be removed.  The clerk also stated these trees are located on the property, and not street trees, and the homeowner would be responsible, however, the property has been abandoned.  


Don Merrill stated the $150,000 grant for Village Hall is intended for the exterior and the Village’s matching share should be incorporated into the budget for next year.  He stated the Village should take advantage of the grant that was awarded.
Department Reports:  The Board reviewed reports from the Justice Court, Recreation, Code Enforcement, and Police Departments.

Finance Committee:  Trustee Maury presented bills for in the amount of:  General Fund $239,161.36; Cemetery Fund $31.84; and Dental Trust $35.12; for a total of $239,228.32.  Trustee Williams moved to approve payment of the bills as presented.  Trustee Gorman seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.
Village Hall Report (O’Rourke):  The clerk stated that mold testing was done at the Village Hall and the Annex by O’Rourke Inc., and submitted the report to the Board.  O’Rourke’s recommendation is to remove affected walls and install new water resistant type sheetrock and wood.  Section off areas while remediation is underway and the areas be filtered by means of HEPA filtration.  Trustee Williams stated the recommendation on the report implies that it is not an immediate hazard.  Trustee Maury recommended the windows be caulked to deter mold growth.  Discussion followed.  Trustee Maury moved to get proposals from contractors to meet the recommendation of O’Rourke Inc.  Trustee Williams seconded the motion, which carried unanimously. 
Village Hall Update:  Trustee Williams stated he wanted to clarify the tax issue from the last meeting.  He stated it was only a recommendation of the committee to promote alternatives to finance in smaller increments and absorb it in the annual budget.  Trustee Maury stated she would like to know what the residents really feel about whether or not to keep and restore Village Hall or seek alternatives.  Trustee Maury asked Don Merrill if the committee has had any fundraising discussions.  He replied they had some ideas, however, in his opinion could not raise enough funds to finance the project.


Trustee Williams stated in conversation with the State Administrator of the grant, repairs or replacement of the windows would not be funded through the grant.  He stated the administration has been moved from Trumansburg to Albany and they do not have all the information in Albany at this time.  He also stated the scope of work for the grant should be changed to try to gain funding for sealing the basement and include the windows.  Trustee Maury stated recommended only submitting for one change and only if circumstances have changed from the original request and it would be absolutely necessary.


Trustee Williams asked permission to voice tape Village Hall discussions during the meetings.  Attorney Keene stated that if a trustee records anything during a meeting, it becomes a record to be kept by the clerk and would be open to FOIL.  Mayor McDuffee stated it is not recommended for a trustee to record meetings.
Authorization of Payment for Annex Roof:  Trustee moved to approve payment to Charles F. Evans Roofing for the work done on the roof of the Annex in the amount of $43,530.00.  Trustee Gorman seconded the motion, which led to a roll call vote.

Mowing Bid:  Clerk Treasurer Casterline stated she called all references given by Global Industrial Services and they were all good.  Trustee Williams moved to table for executive session.  Trustee Sorensen seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.
Safe Routes to Schools:  The clerk stated the deadline to submit application for this grant is April 1st.  She stated this grant meant a lot to Former Mayor Martin.  She asked the Board if anyone would be interested to work with School Superintendent McMahon to help initiate the grant.  Trustee Maury stated she would help.

Detention Pond Resolution:  Trustee Williams offered the following resolution and moved its adoption.
The Town of Barton is purchasing approximately 2 acres of land and an easement from Ralph Zehr and Betty Zehr.  As part of the condition of that transfer, the Town of Barton and/or the Village of Waverly have agreed as follows:

1. The access to the property for planning, excavation, construction, and maintenance throughout the construction phase and thereafter will be limited to the Town of Barton’s present easement/access directly to Lincoln Street.

2. Any prior existing sluices on the property the Zehrs are retaining, if they are replaced with new sluices, the Village of Waverly and/or Town of Barton will be responsible for removing the old sluices at the expense of the Village of Waverly and/or the Town of Barton expense.

3. The Village of Waverly and/or the Town of Barton will landscape and maintain the detention pond and the surroundings in a safe and attractive manner.

4. The detention pond and drainage system will be designed such that there will be no risk of stagnant water that could provide a breeding habitat for mosquitoes, etc.  The maintenance, construction, and costs of said system will be born completely by the Town of Barton and the Village of Waverly.

5. The Village of Waverly and Town of Barton acknowledge that the Zehrs may develop their property at some future date.  The Village of Waverly and the Town of Barton agree and assure the Zehrs that they have permission to install sewer lines that hook to the Village of Waverly sewer system for themselves and any future owners of lots in their development and that reasonable capacity will be reserved for their use when and as development occurs on their land.  This right will be transferable to future owners.

6. Once the Zehrs initiate a petition to the Town of Barton that they are going to develop, the Town of Barton will form an appropriate district or improvement area as needed, or as appropriate.  The Village of Waverly hereby agrees and grants permission for the Zehrs to connect to the Village of Waverly water/sewer lines upon the formation of the water/sewer district or improvement area by the Town of Barton.

7. The extension of the water and sewer lines are restricted to residential development only.

8. The cost of construction and extending the water and sewer lines from Lincoln Street to the property to be developed shall be the sole responsibility of the Zehrs.

9. Municipal water connection will be provided to that portion of the property that lies at an altitude suitable to the Village of Waverly’s water pressure at the present time provided adequate water pressure is available without the construction of additional booster pump stations.  This will be transferable to future owners.

10. All rights granted to and all responsibilities of the Zehrs hereunder are assignable to their heirs and assigns and all future landowners.

The above is agreed and resolved to.  The above resolution is hereby approved and passed by the Village of Waverly and the Town of Barton.

Trustee Gorman seconded the motion, which led to a roll call vote.

Public Comments:  Jerry Sinsabaugh stated borrowing enough money to restore Village Hall for 15 years is not feasible and too high of a tax burden for the Village residents to bear.  He recommends the Board of Trustees look into other options, possibly the Ithaca Street Building, that may benefit the taxpayers.  Mr. Sinsabaugh asked the Board of Trustees to support a committee to explore other options.  Trustee Williams stated more grants should be applied for and further review of loan options need to be looked into to restore Village Hall.  Craig Maury stated if the Ithaca Street Building is going to be considered as an option, an engineer should be involved.  He also stated the Village should incorporate maintenance of buildings into their budget.


Don Merrill stated that everyone should be on the same page with Village Hall.  He also stated it would not cost as much as estimates showed.  He stated the Village has already spent $171,608 in engineering, plans, and repairs of Village Hall.  Mr. Merrill stated by taking the Ithaca Street Building off the tax role would also cause a tax burden.


Dave McIsaac stated other options should be explored, and doesn’t understand why the Board wouldn’t explore all options before spending that large amount of money.  He stated he would be interested in volunteering for a committee to review options, as the cost of renovation warrants exploring all options.


Ron Keene stated, as a long-time member of the Fire Department, that Village Hall was built to house a fire department.  The rooms are small as they were used as dorms, meeting, and game rooms for the few firemen that used it at any given time.  He stated the fire department out grew the building and they built a new building, which ultimately saved taxpayer money in utility savings and less maintenance.  He also stated a major problem with Village Hall is that it is not handicap accessible.


Doug Killgore stated Village Hall has served it purpose and feels the Village has out-grown the building.  He also stated the Ithaca Street Building is currently being used as a lab and climate control is very strict, therefore, heating and air-conditioning bills probably are extreme.  He stated he feels that exploring all options should be done.


Trustee Maury stated the storm drains near Blauvelt Funeral Home on Broad Street Extension are frozen and blocked.  Mayor McDuffee stated he would contact Superintendent Steck to discuss.


Don Merrill stated a wealthy man who is interested in restoring 231 Broad Street approached him.  Mayor McDuffee stated he would need to contact the owner of the building, as the Village does not own it.

Letters and Communications:  The clerk read a letter from Thomas D’Aloisio, owner of Lefty’s Restaurant, requesting more street lighting on the lower end of Broad Street.  Discussion followed and the clerk stated she would contact Penelec for information.

Finance Committee:  Trustee Gorman presented bills for in the amount of:  General Fund $69,731.38; Cemetery Fund $158.03; and Dental Trust $259.31; for a total of $70,148.72.  Trustee Goodwin moved to approve payment of the bills as presented.  Trustee Maury seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.
Village Hall Update:  Trustee Williams stated that due to the holidays there has not been a meeting of the Committee since the last meeting, and he would present a report at the next meeting.  


Mayor McDuffee stated he has been in contact with Senator Libous’ and Assemblyman O’Mara’s offices, and both would be willing to present special legislation to extend the finance term from 15 to 30 years to restore Village Hall.  He also stated they would need a resolution from the Board of Trustees to allow them to act on our behalf.  Trustee Williams stated concern that this endeavor would be too timely.  Williams also stated that he felt the legislation has already been enacted to not allow municipalities to get over-financed, and feels this would cause a larger tax burden for the taxpayers. Whereas, the Waverly Village Hall is 116 years old and in need of major renovations, and


Whereas, the Waverly Village Hall is on the New York State and National Historic Register, and


Whereas, the Waverly Village Hall is a Class B Building and New York State Local Finance Law, Article 2, Section 11 allows for financing for fifteen years, and

Whereas, the cost of renovations has been estimated to exceed $1,900.000, and the burden to the taxpayers to pay the bonds over a fifteen year period would create a tremendous hardship, and


Now, Therefore, Be It Resolved, the Village of Waverly Board of Trustees request Senator Libous and Assemblyman O’Mara to propose Special Legislation to allow the Village of Waverly to bond for a thirty year period the costs of renovations to the Waverly Village Hall.

Trustee Goodwin seconded the motion, which led to a roll call vote as follows:

The motion carried.

Office Clerk:  Mayor McDuffee stated Clerk Treasurer Casterline, Deputy Clerk Treasurer Wood, and himself has interviewed 6 candidates from the Civil Service List offered from the County an he recommends Nancy Perry, as Clerk-Typist to replace Billie Jo Jennings.  Trustee Goodwin moved to approve Nancy Perry be hired as Clerk-Typist at a rate of $10.75 per hour.  Trustee Gorman seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.

Mold Removal Proposals:  The clerk submitted two proposals to remove the mold in the basement of Village Hall.  The proposals include removal of old sheetrock (4’ up from floor), replace with water-resistant sheetrock, prime and paint.  The proposals were as follows:

Trustee Goodwin moved to award job to Chandler Fabrication/Contracting for $635.00.  Trustee Gorman seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.
Safe Routes to Schools:  Trustee Maury stated she attended a meeting with School Superintendent McMahon, County Planner Josh Brown, and Village Deputy Clerk Treasurer Wood to discuss the 2008 Safe Routes to Schools grant application.  She stated the funds available for this round is $617,000 to be awarded throughout a seven county region.  She also stated there was a concern from Superintendent McMahon that a full curriculum would have to be instituted in grades K-8.  The properties needing sidewalks would need to be in the Village right-of-way or the property owners would need to donate part of their properties to the Village in order to have a sidewalk, however, the property owner would be responsible for maintenance of the sidewalk.  Trustee Maury stated to have all this done before the April 1st deadline would be nearly impossible, and recommended waiting for the next round in 2010 to apply.  She stated this would give us more time to gather the information needed.  Discussion followed.  Trustee Williams moved to apply for the 2008 Safe Routes to Schools grant.  There was no second, the motion died.
CDBG Abstract: – Trustee Schmieg moved to approve the bills in the amount of $3,115.00.  Trustee Maury seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.
Budget Committee:  Mayor McDuffee appointed Trustees:  Schmieg, Maury, and Gorman to the budget committee and review the 2008-2009 budget and make recommendations to the Board of Trustees.  Trustee Goodwin will act as an alternate to the committee.  All accepted.  Trustee Schmieg moved to approve Mayor McDuffee’s recommendations to the budget committee.  Trustee Goodwin seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.
DePumpo Lane:  Clerk Treasurer Casterline stated Mr. Farish of McNamara’s came in with concerns with DePumpo Lane and asked if the one-way direction could be changed from east to west, rather than west to east.  Craig Maury stated the problem on DePumpo Lane is the traffic has picked up and large trucks are blocking the alley while they load and unload, and changing direction of the one-way status wouldn’t help in that regard.  He stated it make no difference to him which direction the lane went, however, the problem would still exists.  Mayor McDuffee stated he would discuss with Chief Updyke and Superintendent Steck. 
Purchase Back Cemetery Lot:  The clerk stated Douglas Latham has requested the Village to buy back a cemetery lot that his parents, Douglas and Lena Latham, had previously purchased that is no longer needed.  The clerk stated he turned in all the proper paperwork.  Trustee Schmieg moved to purchased back cemetery lot #221A in Glenwood Cemetery for a price of $200 in which it was previously purchase for.  Trustee Gorman seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.

Street Lighting for Lower Broad Street:  Trustee Williams stated, as per letter from Thomas D’Aloisio, he agrees its dark on the lower end of Broad Street, however, there are other places in the Village that is also dark and could benefit from more lighting, and recommended the Village propose more lighting in other areas as well.  The clerk will contact Penelec and gather information for the next meeting.

NYCOM Winter Legislative Meeting – The Clerk stated NYCOM is holding their Annual Winter Legislative Meeting on February 24th – 26th, 2008 in Albany.  Trustee Schmieg moved the Mayor, the Attorney, and any Trustee be authorized to attend.  Trustee Maury seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.

Subordination Agreement:  Trustee Maury moved to approve a subordination request from Thomas D’Aloisio of 460 Broad Street (Lefty’s Restaurant).  Trustee Goodwin seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.

Options Committee:  Trustee Gorman moved to support a committee lead by Jerry Sinsabaugh to explore any options to the Village Hall Restoration, namely the Ithaca Street Building.  There was no second and the motion died.  Mayor McDuffee stated he feels the Board has done an injustice to the village taxpayers, and is very disappointed.  Mr. Sinsabaugh stated his committee would still seek options without the support of the Board.
Adjournment:  Trustee Gorman moved to adjourn at 9:00 p.m.  Trustee Goodwin seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.

Mayor McDuffee called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  

Role Call:  Present were Trustees:  Williams, Sorensen, Schmieg, Maury, Goodwin, Gorman, and Mayor McDuffee 

Also present were Clerk Treasurer Casterline, Deputy Clerk Treasurer Wood, Code Officer Lanterman, and Attorney Keene

Visitors:  William Dimmick III of 208 Chemung Street, Jerry Sinsabaugh of 8 Cooper Street, Tom Bellinger of 474 Pennsylvania Avenue, and Craig Maury of 369 Broad Street, Ron Keene of 7 Elliott Street, Gordon North of 122 Moore Street, Bob Wright of 7 Elizabeth Street, Scott Jenkins of 96 Spring Street, Jodea Sweeney of 9 Elliott Street, Kristi Zimmer of 24 Spring Street, Tracie Shambo of 305 Chemung Street, Carrie Jenkins of 96 Spring Street, Chris Leary of 26 Orange Street, David McIsaac of 38 Lincoln Street, Douglas Killgore of 232 William Street, Ann Everly of 502 Cayuta Avenue, Bob Nichols of 530 Loder Street, Bill Kraus of 532 Clark Street, Jennifer Hill of 6 Orange Street, and Art Ambrose and Cabot Earle representing the owner of the Ithaca Street Building.

Public Comment:  Bill Kraus stated he is appalled with the close-mindedness of some trustees, which was apparent at the prior meeting when no second was given to Trustee Gorman’s motion to support an options committee.  He stated the Village Hall issue should be a dead issue until the election.  




Ann Everly also stated concern that the Board is not willing to look at any and all options before spending a huge sum of taxpayer’s money.  She also stated if the present Village Hall had a private owner, there is more funding available to restore the building.  She stated she is the owner of the old firehouse on Cayuta Avenue and that has been restored into a business and apartments.




Craig Maury stated he feels the Village should match the grant already awarded to the Village and repair the outside of the building first, and recommended the Board of Trustees pass a motion to do so.  He stated once the outside shell is done, the Village could plan from there.  Mr. Maury stated the Village should fix the building they already own before buying a new one and the historical issue is significant.  David McIsaac stated he would support anyone to renovate Village Hall, however, doesn’t feel the Village needs to do it.




Jerry Sinsabaugh stated concern that the exterior work would cost more than the $150,000 matching grant.  He stated the Village would be expending more than $150,000 just for the external work.




Tom Bellinger stated the WBA has done a small survey amongst the business owners on rather to renovate Village Hall or moved the Village offices to the Ithaca Street Building.  He stated he would have the results at the next meeting.  Mr. Bellinger stated concerns with Trustee Williams’ information that was distributed.  Mr. Bellinger pointed out figures and information that he believed to have been incorrect.  Discussion followed.  Trustee Williams stated that due to time restraints, the information he provided was his best estimate and apologized for any errors.




Bob Wright stated he felt that Trustee Williams’ information is very biast, and the Village needs to look at the future use of the building and Village services.  He stated the Village has outgrown the building.




David McIsaac stated shared services could help offset the cost of the Ithaca Street Building.  He stated the “options” committee has gathered a lot of information and cost estimates of the Ithaca Street Building and will share the information with the Board as soon as it is complete.  He stated the Board needs to look at the ultimate goal and gains for the Village and its services.  He also stated it is a disservice to the village residents to not look at the options they have, and recommends giving the options committee their support.




Gordon North asked if the Annex Building is included in the $2 million estimate, because he was under the impression that it was not.  The clerk stated the previous plans submitted did not include the Annex.




Cabot Earle stated he represents the owner of the Ithaca Street Building, and the owner is willing to negotiate with the Village if interested.




Bob Nichols stated he is stunned to hear Trustees referring to things as “my opinion”.  He stated the residents voted them into office; therefore, they need to think what is best for all the residents and not just for themselves.  He stated the Board of Trustees should give its blessing to anyone looking at options.




Jodea Sweeney stated the school’s budget got voted down for a few thousands of dollars.  She stated the Village would be asking the same taxpayers to consider spending two million dollars on one building project.




Art Ambrose asked the Board what is the vision for the future of the Village.  He stated the Village Hall is antiquated and may not be conducive to the needs of the Village.  He asked the Board to think about what the current Village Hall would be worth after two million dollars was put into it, and if they could ever recoup the investment.




Craig Maury stated the renovation of Village Hall is needed to restore the downtown area as is talked about in the strategic plan for the downtown.  He stated he is not sure of the future use of the building, however, the Village should repair at least the shell of the building regardless.




Ron Keene stated some maintenance has been done on Village Hall.  He stated just because the Village received the $150,000 matching grant doesn’t mean it should be spent.  He stated why spend money on the outside of the building when the inside need most of the work.  




Trustee Goodwin stated according to the previous survey done a few years ago, the residents wished to save Village Hall.  Mayor McDuffee stated around 30% of the survey stated that.  Trustee Sorensen stated he recently viewed the survey and it was 35% wished to save Village Hall, however, he felt the survey was vague.  Trustee Gorman stated the facts and figures were not available at that time and it was also a completely different scenario, as the questions pertained to save Village Hall or build a new building.  She stated she doesn’t see how the survey has anything to do with now.




Tom Bellinger stated the cost of the new generator for Village Hall is not listed on Trustee William’s information sheet.  He stated the estimate for the generator and necessary wiring is $100,000.  He also stated the Ithaca Street Building already has a generator available.




Jerry Sinsabaugh asked Mr. Williams if the Village Hall Committee has discussed any plans to house the Police Department and the Court during renovation of Village Hall.  Trustee Gorman asked Mr. Sinsabaugh if the current condition of the Ithaca Street Building could be occupied.  David McIsaac stated some work should be done before moving in, however, the Police Department already has a place to be.  He also stated smaller repairs could easily be done while occupied.




Trustee Williams stated his information sheet was the best he could do and apologized for any errors on it.  He also stated he appreciates this discussion and feels it is necessary.
Letters and Communications:  The clerk read a letter from Christine Foster, President of the Waverly Free Library, stating they appreciate the annual funding from the Village in the amount of $6,000, however, their expenses have increased any she is requesting the Village to consider funding in the amount of 10,000.  Mayor McDuffee recommended the request be given to the budget committee for review.

Appointments to the Board of Assessment Review:  Mayor McDuffee appointed Bonnie Courtwright, for a term of 1 year, and Pam Beard, for a term of two years, to the Board of Assessment Review.  Trustee Schmieg moved to approve the appointments of Bonnie Courtwright and Pam Beard.  Trustee Gorman seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.
Grievance Day Resolution:  Trustee Maury offered the following resolution and moved its adoption:


WHEREAS, The Board of Trustees is required by the Real Property Tax Law to provide a Grievance Day on the third Tuesday, of February, 2008, and


WHEREAS, such third Tuesday falls on the 19th day February, 2008, and 


WHEREAS, a Board of Assessment Review is required to meet for at least four hours to hear grievances,


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, and it is hereby resolved that the Board of Assessment Review meet on the 19th day of February, 2008, in the Trustees’ Room, in Village Hall Annex, between the hours of 4:00 and 8:00 P.M. to hear complaints with respect to the Assessment Roll to be filed by the Assessor with the Clerk of the Village, on or before February 1, 2008, and the Clerk of the Village is further directed to publish statutory notice of such meeting required by the Real Property Tax Law.


The resolution was seconded by Trustee Goodwin and on voice vote, unanimously carried.

Public Comments: Leon Thomas stated he had conversation with Tioga County REAP regarding whether or not the $7,500 grant could be used to hire Murray Gould to perform a financial feasibility study for Village Hall.  Craig Maury stated Mr. Gould may have insight on fundraising options, and may need to hire Mr. Gould as the facilitator in the future. 

Don Merrill stated Fulton Street is very narrow due to parking on both sides.  He also asked how much is being added to the Code Enforcement budget for the upcoming year.


Mike Steck stated he is tired of hearing that “the Village employees run the Village”.  He stated they run their departments, however, the Board of Trustees run the Village.  He stated this comment is being used by some residents of the Village and is causing problems.


Mike Buffone presented pictures concerning garbage at Sutryk’s on Lincoln Street.  He stated he has recently seen rats on his property, which is adjacent to Mr. Sutryk’s property.  He also stated he brought this issue to Code Officer Lanterman and is dissatisfied with Mr. Lanterman’s results.  Mayor McDuffee stated he would discuss with Lanterman.


Jason Zimmer stated sidewalks aren’t being shoveled or treated and owners need to be cited.


Craig Maury stated the Depumpo Lane situation has improved.


Don Merrill stated, when he bought his cemetery lots, he was told by former Village Officials, that his money would go to improving and restoring the cemeteries, and he feels his “gentleman’s agreement” has not been held.  


David McIsaac stated concern with the impending motion to hire Murray Gould to do a study on Village Hall.  He stated that would be unfair to the newly formed Options Committee to expend money to do yet another study with no funding available to the new committee to seek other available options.  He stated at the last meeting there were many residents stating their wishes to seek options and the Board of Trustees, who were elected by those residents, need to take notice of their wishes.  Trustee Williams stated the impending motion is something the Village has been looking at for some time, and is not a stab at the Options Committee.  David McIsaac stated his impression is there is a push all of a sudden to move Village Hall quicker due to the information being gathered on the Ithaca Street Building by the Options Committee.  He asked the Board if they intended to move quicker, only to impede the process of the Options Committee.  Trustee Williams stated that the hiring of Mr. Gould is just the next step in saving a building the Village already owns and needs to care for.


Bill Kraus stated he felt the some Trustees was shamed into supporting options only because many residents were here when the motion was made the second time.  He stated he doesn’t want to see the Village Hall in ill repair, however, how far do we go to repair the building and at what cost to residents.  He also stated a private owner of that building could get more funding to restore it.  He stated there was a lot of feedback from the residents at the last meeting and feels another study is useless and a waste of money.


Don Merrill stated he has four people willing and able to help renovate Village Hall.


David McIsaac stated he doesn’t want an adversarial conflict between the Village Hall Committee and the Options Committee and feels the two committees should be working together.  Mayor McDuffee agreed the committees should work together to explore what is best for the Village of Waverly and its residents.  He stated it is unfortunate that disturbing rumors are flying about this issue, which is not helping to move forward, and asked everyone in attendance to help by not passing the rumors around.  


Thomas Bellinger asked if Trustee Williams sends emails to all other Trustees is that considered a quorum of the Board.  Attorney Keene stated as long as no Village business is taking place and the emails are informational only, there is no problem.  Mayor McDuffee stated the Trustees need to be careful and should save all emails.

Letters and Communications:  Linda Vogel read a letter from Andrea Giovenco of the 150th Anniversary Committee stating their intentions to purchase a fire safe to hold the time capsule items, $1,000 will be donated to the Friends of Waverly Cemeteries Preservation for rehabilitation, $500 will be donated for a commemorative stone in the mini park, $500 will be donated to the auto show in July 2008, $500 will be donated for the Tinsel-n-Lights Events for December 2008, and $1,000 will be donated to the Waverly Schools for a digital sign in front of the High School used to inform the public of school and community activities.


The clerk read a letter from Laura McCormick stating she was recently ticketed for having an unregistered vehicle on her property at 125 Center Street.  She stated the car belonged to her mother, who recently passed away, and is waiting for a letter of testamentary.  She stated she feels this is beyond her control and the ticket should be waived in consideration of her situation.  Attorney Keene stated she would discuss options with Ms. McCormick.

Department Reports:  The Board reviewed reports from the Justice Court, Recreation, Code Enforcement, and Police Departments.  Trustee Maury stated a comment on the Recreation report concerning a possibility of a community center in the Ithaca Street Building seems inappropriate.  Recreation Director Hogan stated his report is a summary of the Recreation Commission’s Meeting, and they have been discussing the possibility for a long time.

Finance Committee:  Trustee Gorman presented bills for in the amount of:  General Fund $44,635.87; Cemetery Fund $33.74; and Dental Trust $28.55; for a total of $44,698.16. Option 2 – replace rubber membrane that is loose, replace underlayment and apply new rubber membrane on front part (approx 25’-35’), at a cost of $4,500.  This includes all materials, labor, and clean up.

Attorney Keene stated notices have been sent to the owner with no response.  She stated the Village could pursue the unsafe building code and assess the cost of repair to the property.  


Trustee Williams moved to approve option 1 of Mr. Sauder’s proposal and repair the roof at 319 Broad Street with the costs of $3,300 being assessed to the property.  Trustee Goodwin seconded the motion, which led to further discussion.  Trustee Maury stated concern with option 1 not holding up as well as option 2.  Lanterman could not guarantee how long the repair would last. Visitors were Jerry Sinsabaugh of 8 Cooper Street, William Dimmick III of 208 Chemung Street, Joe and Jean Minielly-Schmieg of 417 Chemung Street, Don Merrill of 535 Waverly Street, Linda Vogel of 201 Broad Street, Craig Maury of 369 Broad Street, Ed Rogers of 431 Park Avenue, George Richter-Town of Chemung Supervisor, Chris Manning of the Daily Review, Ron Cole of WATS/WAVR, and Matt Hicks of the Morning Times.  

Don Merrill stated with prior discussions about matching the $150,000 grant for village hall, the Board stated that would raise taxes approximately 12%, however, the budget increased by 150,000 and only increased taxes by 1.7%.  Trustee Gorman stated when the 12% was figured the Village was unaware of the impact that ElderWood would bring.  Mr. Merrill stated the matching funds should be incorporated into the budget.  Trustee Gorman stated Trustee Williams never submitted that request to the Budget Committee.


Joe Schmieg stated before he left the Board of Trustees, there was discussion on increasing the Code Enforcement to accommodate additional help.  Trustee Gorman stated that is not in the budget, however, that is an issue that the Mayor was looking into.


Jean Minielly-Schmieg stated the budget looks financially responsible.  She stated some items are over-budgeted.  Clerk Treasurer Casterline stated that there is three more months of expenses that are not accounted for in this budget.  She also stated some expenses, such as road repairs and park maintenance; create more expense in the Spring.  She stated some grant monies are not showing yet.  Casterline encouraged Jean Minielly-Schmieg to review the budget at the end May and she would explain further.  Jean Minielly-Schmieg suggested the Village offer a sidewalk repair, replacement, or installation program.


Trustee Gorman stated the Budget Committee reviewed the budget and was comfortable with the proposed budget.  Trustee Maury agreed.


Craig Maury stated he would like to see the Village look at other form of government, and share more services with other municipalities.  Superintendent Steck stated road crews and equipment are shared with the Town and County.  Clerk Treasurer Casterline stated there was a police study done previously and at that time was not feasible to share that service.  Trustee Maury stated that shared services should be reviewed further.


Clerk Treasurer Casterline stated the water and sewer rates are not increasing at this time.

Finance Committee:  Trustee Gorman presented bills for in the amount of:  General Fund $79,098.81; Cemetery Fund $31.56; and Dental Trust $2142.35; for a total of $79,272.72. It further appearing that the Board of Water Commissioners of the Village of Waverly has filed with the Clerk of the Board of Trustees its certificate in writing, indicating certain unpaid water rents and penalties thereon, as of May 1, 2008, with the properties against which said unpaid water rents are charged.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that a total amount of such unpaid rents in the amount of $3,536.98 be levied pursuant to the provision of the Village Law against said properties, as set forth, on said certificate, and in the amount set forth, and,

It further appearing that the Board of Sewer Commissioners of the Village of Waverly has filed with the Clerk, its certificate in writing, indicating certain unpaid sewer rents and penalties thereon, as of May 1, 2008, with the properties against which said unpaid sewer rents are charged.

IN THE VILLAGE HALL ANNEX

Mayor McDuffee called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. and led in the Invocation and the Pledge of Allegiance.  

Role Call:  Present were Trustees; Bellinger, McIsaac, Williams, Maury, Sorensen, Gorman, and Mayor McDuffee 

Also present were Clerk Treasurer Casterline, Deputy Clerk Treasurer Wood, DPW Superintendent Steck, Sewer Plant Operator Kinsley, and Attorney Keene  
Visitors were Jerry Sinsabaugh of 8 Cooper Street, William Dimmick III of 208 Chemung Street, Don Merrill of 535 Waverly Street, Anna Ward of 19 Orchard Street, Ron Keene of 7 Elliott Street, Craig Maury of 369 Broad Street, Bob Wright of 7 Elizabeth Street, Joe Schmieg of 417 Chemung Street, and Ann Everly of Everly Signs. 

Public Comments:  The Board took public comments from anyone wishing to be heard.  

Letters and Communications:  The clerk read a letter from Jim Friend stating his intentions to renew the liquor license for The Club at Shepard Hills.  Chief Updyke reviewed and had no concerns.


The clerk read a letter from James A. Martin stating his intentions to renew the liquor license for Waverly Bowling Company, LLC.  Chief Updyke reviewed and had no concerns.


The clerk read a letter from DPW Superintendent Michael Steck stating his retirement from the Village.  Steck thanked all past and present Boards and all employees for their support throughout his 31 years of employment with the Village of Waverly.  His retirement date is June 26, 2008.  The Board wished Mr. Steck a bright future and stated he would surely be missed.


Trustee Maury read a statement concerning the history of Village Hall and the need to renovate the building.  She stated concern that if Village Hall was to move from the Downtown that it could have a devastating impact on the downtown area.  Trustee McIsaac responded by stating the outcome of either option for Village Hall will cause change, and feels the argument of the whether or not the business district would fall apart if the Village Hall relocates is not giving the business owners much integrity.  Discussion followed.

Department Reports:  The Board reviewed reports from the Justice Court, Recreation, Code Enforcement, and Police Departments.  
Minutes:  The minutes of April 22, 2008 were not approved at this time.
Finance Committee:  Trustee Gorman presented bills for in the amount of:  General Fund (May) $57,838.87, (June) $104,951.24; Cemetery Fund (May) $375.00, (June) 5,375.00; and Dental Trust $2,710.40; for a total of $171,250.51.  Trustee Maury moved to approve payment of the bills as presented.  Trustee McIsaac seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.
Village Hall Update:  Trustee Williams stated the committee met after Mr. Gould’s presentation.  The committee is concerned with possibly devastating the downtown if Village Hall were to relocate.  He stated that was a concern for Mr. Gould, who has experience with historical preservation.


Trustee Williams stated the committee recommends filing for an EPF grant to replace or improve the boiler, and install solar panels.  Craig Maury, with the help of Rita Maury, volunteered to write the application for the grant, and present at the next meeting.
Options Committee Update:  Jerry Sinsabaugh clarified a rumor and stressed that no one on the Options Committee wants to see the current Village Hall be demolished.  He stated they would like to see the building renovated, however, the building is not suitable for Village use any longer.


He stated he should have the committee’s final recommendation for the next meeting and asked if it could be presented at that time.  Mayor McDuffee asked Trustee Williams if the Village Hall Committee is ready to present.  Discussion followed.  The consensus of both committee chairmen would to present their recommendations and plans at the July 8th meeting.
Home Rule Resolution:  Trustee Williams offered the following resolution, and moved its adoption:


WHEREAS, the Waverly Village Hall is 116 years old and in need of major renovations, and 

WHEREAS, the Waverly Village Hall is on the New York State and National Historic Register, and 

WHEREAS, the Waverly Village Hall is a Class B Building and New York State Local Finance Law, Article 2, Section 11 allows for financing for fifteen years, and

WHEREAS, the cost of renovations has been estimated to exceed $1,900,000.00, and the burden to the taxpayers to pay the bonds over a fifteen year period would create a tremendous hardship, and

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, the Village of Waverly Board of Trustees request Senator Libous introduce Senate Bill Number S.6995 and Assemblyman O’Mara introduce Assembly Bill Number A.10347 to allow the Village of Waverly to bond for a thirty year period the costs of renovations to the Waverly Village Hall.

Trustee Sorensen seconded the resolution, which led to a roll call vote as follows:

The motion carried.
Mausoleum Roof:  Trustee McIsaac stated he observed the roof of the mausoleum and recommended a rubber roof be installed.  Clerk Treasurer Casterline stated if project is over $20,000 the Village must bid the project.  McIsaac stated he would get figures for the next meeting.  He also stated there is a broken window that would need to be replaced.

CDBG Abstract – Trustee Gorman moved to approve the bills in the amount of $6,493.12.  Trustee Maury seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.
Property Tax Corrections:  The clerk presented the following EA-554 that was submitted by Village Assessor Julie Dugan:

38 Cadwell Avenue (Schweiger):  Parcel 166.15-4-44 was destroyed by fire on 10/29/07 and requested to reduce assessment to $5,000 for land value.  Trustee Gorman moved to approve the property tax correction as presented.  Trustee Sorensen seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.
Office Printer:  The clerk requested purchasing a new printer to be used in the office at a cost of approximately 

$600.00.  Trustee Maury moved to authorize the purchase of a new printer.  Trustee Gorman seconded the 

motion, which carried unanimously.  
Hire Summer Labor for Parks and Recreation:  Recreation Director Hogan recommended the following:

1-Part time Parks Assistant – Devin Witman, $8.00 per hour, 35 hours per week, 12 weeks, start June 1st.

1-Summer Rec Supervisor – Kayla Rought, $8.00 per hour, 24 hours per week, 6 weeks, start June 18th.

5-Experienced Counselors – Emily Vanderpool, Travis Holland, Kyle Holland, Megan Leary and Melanie Seawalt, $7.25 per hour, 23 hours per week, 6 weeks, start July 7th.

4-Counselors – Sam Hogan, Mark Kuzma, Chase Emerson, Lucas Hogan, $7.15 per hour, 23 hours per week, 6 weeks, start July 7th.  These counselors will also be trained and work as assistants in the parks, sharing an additional 7 hours per week in the parks for 8 weeks.  Sam Hogan and Lucas Hogan, certified lifeguards, will serve as our lifeguard at all waterfront activities at the Waverly Pool and on our trips.


Trustee McIsaac moved to approve Hogan’s recommendation and hire the said summer labor.  Trutee Gorman seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.

Draft Fence Law:  Discussion followed on the draft fence law.  The consensus of the Board was to table for further review.
Additional Street Lighting:  The clerk stated there was a concern with lack of street lighting at 21 Lyman Avenue.  Trustee Bellinger moved to authorize an additional light be installed at 21 Lyman Avenue.  Trustee Gorman seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.  
Employee Policy:  Trustee Gorman moved to approve the employee policy as presented.

Employee Policy

The Village of Waverly was incorporated as a Village in 1854.  The governing organizational structure of the Village is as follows:


The Mayor, an elected office for a term of 2 years.


Six trustees, elected for 2 years alternating terms with 3 seats elected each year.


There shall also be appointed positions within the Village for the necessary 

operation of the Village.

The policies stated here apply to all employees and supervisory personnel.  Issues addressed in a bargaining agreement will take precedence over the policy

1. Section I.  EMPLOYMENT

A. Categories of Employment

Persons seeking employment in the Village of Waverly, hereafter referred to as the Village, will be considered on the basis of their qualifications without regard to age, race, color, religion, sex, national origin, sexual preference or handicap.  Positions may be staffed on a full time, part time or temporary capacity based on the needs of the Village.  

1. A full time employee is defined as an employee who is permanently assigned to regularly work 35-40 hours each week.  Full time employees will receive benefits as provided for by the Village or specific contractual agreements.

2. Part time employees are defined as an employee who is permanently scheduled to work less than half of full time

3. Temporary employees are defined as an employee who is hired for a specific short-term assignment

The employees of the Village are under civil service system and appropriate probationary and/or provisional periods apply based on the job position.

An employee can be terminated during the probationary period.

An employee terminated during the probationary period will NOT be entitled to receive severance pay or other accrued benefits, unless specifically agreed upon in a contractual agreement.

B. Hours of Work

Conditions related to the efficient operation of the various departments within the Village may require that employees adjust their working hours to meet the needs of the Village.  This may include working on weekends, holidays or rotating shifts.  When a person accepts employment with the Village their acceptance is recognition of these conditions of employment.  An employee’s basic workweek consists of up to 40 hours, exclusive of meal times in a 7-day calendar workweek.

1. Employees are expected to report to work at the designated time for their respective shift.  Employees completing a work shift are requesting to leave their work area promptly.

2. An accurate record of hours worked each day and each work week will be recorded by employee certified by the Department Head, and forwarded to the Payroll Clerk for the purpose of completing payroll

C. Seniority

Seniority is defined as the total net service accumulated by a full time employee.  Seniority will be used in considering promotional opportunities, vacation preference and the order of retention in the event of a lay-off.  Contractual agreements supercede all Village policies where seniority is affected.

D. Resignation

An employee is expected to provide written notice of their intention to resign their position at least two weeks in advance of their resignation date.  

E. Termination

An involuntary termination of an employee must be reviewed and approved by the Village Mayor.  In instances involving the involuntary termination of a Department Head, the Mayor and Board of Trustees will review the termination to insure fairness to the employee.

F. Safety

All employees are expected to follow any rules, regulations, and laws established for the purpose of maintaining a safe work place.  All safety equipment provided by the Village must be used in accordance with the above.

G. 
     Suspension

An employee may be suspended by their supervisor for misconduct or inadequate work performance.  Grounds for suspension, without pay or termination include but are not limited to:

1. Disclosure of confidential information

2. Refusal or failure to do assigned work, such as:

a. Insubordination or refusal to follow instructions including refusal to do a job assignment.

b. Sleeping while on duty;

c. Documented repeated and excessive absence from work.

3. Misconduct detrimental to the village such as:

a. Larceny, misappropriation or unauthorized possession of property belonging to the village or to another employee.

b. Damaging or destroying, defacing or tampering (through negligent or deliberate acts) property belonging to the village.

c. Use or unauthorized possession of intoxicating beverages or drugs while on work duty or reporting to work under the influence of intoxicants.

d. Indecent or obscene conduct.

e. Conviction of a felony while an employee of the Village.

f. Repeated discourtesy or rudeness.

4. Falsification of time worked.

Section II:  WAGES AND SALARIES
It is the policy of the Village to pay salaries that recognize the worth of each job to the Village and its equitable relationship to other jobs within the Village in accordance with the sound economic operation of the Village.

A. Overtime Pay

The supervisor or department head is responsible for arranging the work schedule to insure the completion of job assignments within the normal workday.  It is not the policy of the Village to encourage overtime work.  When it is necessary for an employee to work beyond their normal work hours in any one-work week, the overtime must be approved by the respective department head.  The department head is required to document the hours worked.  

1. Except for employees assigned to positions, which are overtime exempt, employees will be compensated for time worked in excess of 40 hours in the workweek at the rate of time and one-half.  Approved and paid absences for vacation, sick, or elective holidays of the employee’s choice are not included as time worked for the purposes of computing overtime pay.  If a workweek includes a specifically designated holiday, overtime will be paid over 32 hours worked.  When two holidays fall in the same week, overtime will be paid over 28 hours. 

a. A non-exempt employee may elect to accumulate compensatory time in lieu of overtime payment up to the legal limit of hours.

B. Time Worked Computation

Time worked, which does not constitute one full hour, will be computed for pay purposes in tenths of full hours worked.

The minimum time to be paid for an employee called out for a specific work assignment while they are off duty is stated in contractual agreements.  Employees not covered by a collective bargaining agreement will be paid a 2 hour minimum.  

Section III:  TIME OFF WORK
A. The Village provides for vacation absences with pay in recognition of service and to provide a period of rest and relaxation so that the employee may return to work better prepared for their duties

Vacation is based on the length of service as follows:

One year of Service 


One Week

Two years of Service


Two Weeks

Eight years of Service


Three Weeks

Fifteen years of Service

Four Weeks

Twenty years of Service

Five Weeks

Pay for vacation periods will be at the employee’s normal hourly rate times the number of vacation hours paid.

Earned vacation may be taken after one year, subject to the approval of the Department Head, based on the department’s workload in order to provide adequate coverage for maintaining Village services.  

Employees will not be allowed to receive pay in lieu of vacation except in special circumstances when it is determined to be in the best interest of the Village.

Employees who resign their position will be entitled to receive payment for earned unused vacation.  

B. Holidays

The Village recognizes the following holidays as days off with pay for full time employees.   

1. New Year’s Day

2. President’s Day Legal Holiday

3. Memorial Day

4. July 4th
5. Labor Day

6. Veteran’s Day

7. Thanksgiving Day

8. Christmas Day

9. Half Day Good Friday, Half Day Christmas Eve (if Christmas Eve falls on Saturday or Sunday, the half day will be given Friday)

10-12. Days of the Employee’s choice.


A holiday that falls on Saturday will be observed on Friday and if a holiday falls on Sunday, it will be observed on Monday.  Time off will be given on the holiday to the extent possible, but it might be necessary for some employees to work in order to provide adequate coverage for Village services.  Schedules will be arranged for those employees required to work on a holiday.  If an employee works one scheduled holiday, or a scheduled holiday falls on a regular day off, the employee will have another scheduled work day off as a substitute holiday, to be arranged by the employee concerned and their supervisor, at a time when the work load of the Village permits.  Such substitute holidays will be given within 30 days of the actual holiday whenever possible.

To be eligible for the holiday or a substitute holiday with pay the employee must have been in an approved pay status on the last scheduled work day before the holiday and on the next scheduled work day after the holiday, unless the absence has been approved in advance by the supervisor.  An employee is not considered in an approved pay status if he is scheduled to work the day prior to or the day following the holiday and fails to report to work.

A new employee must have worked 60 calendar days to be eligible for paid holidays.

If a holiday falls within a vacation period, holiday pay will be paid.  For example, an employee on vacation the week of Thanksgiving would be paid 8 (7) hours holiday time and 32 (28) hours of vacation for the week.

Holidays 10, 11, and 12 are days of the employee’s choice and may be taken subject to the needs of the employee with approval by the supervisor.  

C. Sick Leave

The Village provides paid sick leave benefits to permit a full time employee to receive pay when they are absent from work due to personal sickness or disability.  Each full time employee receives a credit of 1 day of paid sick leave for each one-month period of paid employment.  This is equal to a credit of one sick day for each month of paid service or 12 days per year.  These sick leave credits may be accumulated to a maximum of 140 days.  

An employee may use up to (3) days of their sick time a year for immediate family within the employees household who are sick.  Immediate family shall be defined as Spouse or child under 18 years of age.

A full time employee will become eligible to use their sick time benefits after the completion of 60 calendar days of employment or re-employment.

The Village will pay the employee’s basic salary to cover justified illnesses to the extent creditable hours are available.

Paid sick leave will be grated in all bonafide cases.  It is a benefit conferred upon employees by the Village and is not an accrued right.  Improper or excessive use of the sick leave benefit may be cause for disciplinary action or dismissal.

It is the responsibility of the employee to see that their supervisor is informed of the need for sick leave and of medical treatment received.  The employee is also requested to keep the supervisor informed of the approximate day the employee will be able to resume work duties.

A doctor’s certification stating the ability of the employee to return to work may be required on cases of absence due to illness of 3 or more days.  The Department Head may require a physician’s statement for any sick leave of more than three day and may require an examination by a physician or other evidence that the illness is bonafide.

If sick leave begins prior to a scheduled vacation, the vacation may be postponed to some other period during the year.  If an employee becomes ill after the vacation has started, the employee will be considered to be on vacation and sick leave will not commence.

The clerk’s office is responsible for maintaining the Village’s master sick leave records for each full time employee.  The sick leave record will show the accrued sick leave credit for each full time employee as of the end of each monthly period.  

A charge against the employee’s sick leave credit will be entered when they are paid for a sick absence.  Sick leave may only be applied for if the employee is regularly scheduled to work on that day.

D. Leave of Absence

Bereavement Leave

1.  In the event of a death in the employee’s immediate family, the employee will be entitled to up to three days leave with pay.  This bereavement shall apply only to the day of, the day immediately proceeding and the day immediately following the funeral day.  If any of these three days fall on a day for which such employee is not scheduled to work, the bereavement benefit will not apply for that day or days.  Immediate family is defined as mother, father, sister, brother, child, spouse, mother in law, father in law, son in law and daughter in law, step children, grandchildren or significant other.  

2. In the event of a death of a member of the employee’s family not covered in Section 1 above, the employee will be entitled to one day bereavement leave with pay. 

3. In the event a death occurs while the employee is on vacation, the employee may substitute bereavement leave as stated.  

4. An employee shall not lose their over time rate due to bereavement for immediate family members.

Military Leave

1. Military leave will be granted in accordance with the law.

Civic Duties 

1. Time off will be provided to employees who are called for jury duty.  The employee will be paid the difference between their basic salary and any fees (exclusive of travel or food allowances) they receive.  If an employee is on jury call, but is not selected for jury duty and is excused during the day, they are expected to return to work.  

Section IV 
GREIVENCE PROCEDURE


Employees are urged to bring work related problems to the attention of 

their supervisor as soon as the problem is known.  The supervisor will work with the employee to solve the problem.  If the problem is not resolved, the employee is to state the problem in writing and present it to the supervisor for action.  The supervisor will prepare a summary report of the problem, the action, if any, that has been taken to correct the problem and his recommendation.  This summary report will be forwarded to the Mayor and/or the Board of Trustees for review.  

Section V.
EMPLOYEE BENEFITS
A. The Village provides for all full time employees medical insurance for themselves and their eligible dependents.  Employees become eligible for coverage after the completion of 30 calendar days of employment.  

B. Worker’s compensation coverage is provided to all employees.  Any employee who is injured while performing their job is required to notify their supervisor immediately of the accident and file the necessary papers with the payroll clerk.

C. The Village employees are eligible for the New York State retirement plan.  The provisions of the retirement plan my vary based on employment date and may be contributory.

D. Dental Trust Fund benefit is provided by the Village to employees covered by health insurance contracts that have no first pay dental, eye care or prescription coverage.  A specific dollar amount is credited to each employee at the beginning of the Village year with an additional amount added each month.  Employees are eligible to use this benefit for themselves and those dependents that are included in the medical insurance plan.  An employee cannot receive duplicate reimbursements for any one expense.  

E. Longevity Pay-employees with more than seven years of service will be entitled to longevity pay.  The Board of Trustees has set the amount of:

Over 12 years $500.00

Over 7 years $350.00

Longevity pay may be adjusted from time to time by the board of trustees, if not covered under another contract.  Longevity pay will be paid with the first pay period in December.  

F. Life Insurance – Full time employees will be included in a group term life plan approved by the Board of Trustees.  

Section VI
CIVIL RIGHTS 


The Village of Waverly Attorney has been appointed as the person to oversee Civil Rights compliance.  Any employee should direct their questions or concerns to the Village Attorney.

Section VII
VILLAGE PROPERTY AND VEHICLES
A.    
Village Buildings

Aside from area set aside for public use and access, no Village employee shall use the Village premises or property either directly or indirectly to further such employee’s personal interest.  

Guest’s family members and non-employees shall not be allowed in the work or storage areas of the Village or in Village vehicles without approval of the Department head according to written guidelines developed by the Department and the Village.  Written guidelines developed by a Department are subject to review and approval of the Waverly Village Board.

For special events or meetings where the public or guests are to be allowed, the mayor, his designee or the Department head shall be contacted for approval.

The times and conditions for policy exceptions shall be set by the approving authority.

This policy is established (1) to reduce the risk to guests; and (2) to protect the Village employees and property.

B.  Village property

No Village property shall be removed from a Village building without the written permission of the individual in charge of such building or facility.  The written permission shall describe the item taken, the purpose and when such item is to be returned.  

No property of the Village shall be declared worthless without the written statement from that department head stating that the property is worthless and can be disposed of. 

All items, which may have value, shall be accumulated and sold at a public auction.  The proceeds shall be added to the general fund.  

C.   Village Vehicles

a.  Persons authorized to operate Village vehicles should be aware that the Village is financially responsible for the safety of any passengers.

b. Transporting any persons increases the risk and expense, (or insurance cost), incurred by the Village.

c. Persons operating Village vehicles shall avoid, when possible, transporting persons unless the transportation is necessary to achieve the objectives and purposes of the Village government.

d. Riders or passengers should not be allowed for observation, company or other purposes, without permission of the supervision of either the department head, or the mayor.



Department heads shall enforce this policy.

Trustee Bellinger seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.

Mayor McDuffee declared the public hearing open at 6:45 p.m. and directed the clerk to read the notice of public hearing.  Present were Trustees; Gorman, McIsaac, Bellinger, Sorensen, Maury, Williams, and Mayor McDuffee.  Also present were:  Deputy Clerk Treasurer Wood, and Attorney Keene.  Visitors included Don Merrill of 535 Waverly Street, Jerry Sinsabaugh of 8 Cooper Street, Don Laman of 206 William Street, Linda Vogel of 201 Broad Street, Jean Minielly-Schmieg of 417 Chemung Street, Kevin & Ann Everly of 721 Talmadge Hill, Jim & Sheryl Deibler of 90 Lincoln Street, Linda Boehm of 530 Waverly Street, Chris & Liz Terwilliger of 163 Center Street, Ron Keene of 7 Elliott Street, Gerald Keene of 105 Howard Street, Anna Ward of 19 Orchard Street, Tom McLean of 128 Center Street, Ken Goodwin of 135 Center Street, Leon Thomas of 57 Clinton Avenue, Don Mitchell of 430 Pennsylvania Avenue, and Mary Robbins of 13 Ithaca Street.  Matt Hicks of the Morning Times, Ron Cole of WATS/WAVR, and Chris Manning of the Daily Review were also present. 


Mayor McDuffee stated the reason for the public hearing is to hear comments from the public regarding the proposed fence law.  He stated the Board would not be taking action on the proposed law tonight, however, concerns will be heard.  Trustee Gorman stated currently the Village of Waverly has no law or restrictions on fencing.
Mary Robbins stated concerns with fences bringing property values down on adjoining properties.

Jim Deibler stated concern that the proposed fence law is too cumbersome and hard to understand.  He also stated that parts of the proposed law don’t pertain to public safety, visibility, or building code and therefore, those parts should be taken out.  He stated that every property has a different layout and what may work for one property is certainly not going to work for another.

Liz Terwilliger stated concern that the proposed law over reaches what is really needed to provide public safety.  She stated the proposed height for the front is 36”, and is not a standard size to purchase.  She was also concerned with the lack of privacy, if the proposed law was adopted, would cause residents to lose enjoyment of their properties.


Don Laman stated that certain wood fences are made so that they don’t need painting, however, the proposed law states that all wooden fences must be painted.

Sheryl Deibler stated concern with corner lots not being allowed to erect fencing on two sides of their property.  She stated that some lots do not have much of a backyard to fence.  She stated she understands the importance of visibility to drivers, and asked why a corner lot couldn’t be fenced if they allowed visibility within the area needed.

Chris Terwilliger stated concerns with many aspects of the proposed law, such as; loss of privacy, loss of detaining children and pets, and only being allowed to paint a fence one color.  He stated the proposed fence law to too binding and needs to be amended to give the property owners more rights.
With no others wishing to be heard, Mayor McDuffee closed the hearing at 6:58 p.m.

Mausoleum Roof:  Trustee McIsaac stated he met with Darin Rathbun of Hunt Engineers.  He stated Mr. Rathbun expressed that it would not be feasible to hire Hunt Engineers due to the minor scope of work.  He also stated that Hunt Engineers would, however, oversee the bid process and the specs.  Hunt Engineers would submit a proposal at the next meeting.  Code Officer Lanterman and Trustee McIsaac would oversee the project and the contractors.
Updated Fee Schedule:  Attorney Keene stated she spoke with Judge Koons concerning the fee schedule, and he made some recommendations.  Attorney Keene submitted a revised fee schedule for review to discuss at the next meeting.

He stated the committee’s recommendation is to proceed with the purchase and renovation of the former Ithaca Street School at an estimated cost of up to $2.7 million.  Trustee McIsaac stated that the cost could be offset by leasing space to other entities.

Public Comments:  Mayor McDuffee took questions and comments from many residents.  Mayor McDuffee thanked the residents for attending the presentation.  He stated this issue needs to come to a conclusion   He stated the Board of Trustees have decided that with whatever direction they choose to follow, a referendum would be put up for the Village residents to vote on.

Cemetery Update:  Mayor McDuffee stated appreciation to Ron Keene and volunteers who helped in the Cemeteries for all their work to make the Cemeteries look nice.  Ron Keene stated the signs and flagpoles are erected in East Waverly and Forest Home Cemeteries.  He stated the water faucet that was vandalized in Glenwood Cemetery is back up and running. He thanked Jerry Sinsabaugh for organizing a team from Tioga Works who helped with the headstones, and stated he would appreciate any volunteers to help get the job done.

Mausoleum Roof:  Trustee McIsaac stated he received a proposal from Hunt Engineers to write specs for the mausoleum roof repairs.  The proposal was very high.  He stated in discussion with Darin Rathbun, of Hunt Engineers, they both felt that Trustee McIsaac and Code Officer Lanterman could write the specs and oversee the project for less than $20,000.  Trustee McIsaac stated they would get proposals from some contractors and have more information at the next meeting.
Direction for Village Hall:  Trustee McIsaac stated he feels both committees came up with their best proposals at the meeting of July 22nd.  He stated he felt the Village Hall Committee had an incomplete plan and the costs may be inaccurate. Trustee McIsaac stated the costs estimates presented by the Options Committee for Ithaca Street was the best-case scenerio, and the could be scaled down to bring the cost down.  He also stated there was a large cushion in place for unforeseen problems.  He stated this was done because there have been no formal studies on the building and once the Village moved to proceed, those studies could be done.  Trustee McIsaac recommends moving forward with relocating the Village to the former Ithaca Street School.  He also recommended actively pursuing alternate uses for the current Village Hall.  He stated we could sell the building in a way to motivate a new owner to renovate it.  Trustee McIsaac moved to proceed getting all information needed for a referdum to relocate to the former Ithaca Street School.  Trustee Gorman seconded the motion, which led to further discussion.


Trustee Maury stated she is not clear on the costs of each committee proposals and feels she cannot make the best decision at this time.  She recommended getting an independent engineer to review the documentation of both committees to verify cost estimates.  


Trustee Sorensen stated he would like to see a study to see the annual costs to operate, a comparison of both buildings.

Trustee Williams stated that Murray Gould gave cost estimates and grant funding possibilities for Village Hall at his presentation.  He stated he was not sure how the Options Committee got their estimates.


Trustee McIsaac stated concern that the Village Hall Committee is disregarding the engineers’ reports they already have, and the recommendation that Murray Gould gave about renovating the entire building as one project.


Trustee Gorman stated she feels the Options Committee’s estimates of Ithaca Street are firm.  She stated concern that by trying to renovate the Village Hall in phases would not ever get completed, as only one phase was presented on July 22nd.  She also stated that the Village Hall Committee is only going to repoint approximately 20% of the exterior brick, using the grant money, what are their plans with the rest of the grant money?  Trustee Williams stated the rest of the grant money would be used.


Trustee Williams stated he agrees that those engineer’s reports, and Mr. Gould’s recommendation was to renovate the entire building at once, however, the Village Hall Committee feels the Board of Trustees are concerned that the cost is too high.  He stated the Village Hall Committee would continue to file for grants.


Trustee Bellinger stated concern that grants are not definite.  He stated the State is in the midst of cutting its budget and the Village cannot rely on grant funding.


Trustee Sorensen stated he is frustrated with the figures the Village Hall Committee is presenting.  He stated that Trustee Williams cannot give solid cost of replacing the truck bay doors, however, gave a presentation to the public as to the cost of the project.  He stated he is not comfortable with the accuracy of the cost estimate of the Village Hall Committee, and would also like to see an independent engineer verify the accuracy of the estimates.

(3)  3RD Offense for the same violation within Two (2) year period----------- Minimum fine of $200.00 and up to $700.00 and/or up to 15 days in jail

(4)  4TH Offense for the same violation within Two (2) year period---------- Minimum fine of $300.00   and up to $1,000.00 and/or up to 15 days in jail

Subsequent Violations:  If a period of Two (2) or more years has passed since the defendant’s last conviction for violating provisions of this chapter a subsequent conviction will be subject to a 1st offense fine, and

Proposed Local Law 2 of 2008, Chapter 70:  Fences:  Trustee Gorman offered the following resolution and moved its adoption.

 WHEREAS, The Board of Trustees of the Village of Waverly has authorized a public hearing to be held on October 14, 2008 to amend of Chapter 70 - Fences, and is hereby amended as follows:

§ 70-1. Title.  
This chapter shall be known as the "Fence Law of the Village of Waverly, New York." 

§ 70-2. Purpose. 

The purpose of this chapter is to protect the safety, health and welfare of the residents of the Village of Waverly, Tioga County, New York, by establishing uniform rules and regulations governing the installation, construction and maintenance of fences within the Village of Waverly. 

§ 70-3. Definitions. 

	A.
	Definitions of terms. The following definitions are applicable to this section: 

	 
	BARBED WIRE — Strands of wire twisted together with barbs at regular, close intervals. 

	 
	CORNER LOT— Property which has two boundary lines bordering a street.

	 
	FENCE — Any barrier positioned in a manner which inhibits ingress, egress or trespass or used as a boundary, either constructed     of natural or man-made materials or planted vegetation. 

FENCE HEIGHT — Distance as measured vertically from the ground to the top of the highest point of fence. 

FRONT LOT — The area from the average building line to the street curb.

	 
	HEDGE — A row of closely planted shrubs, bushes or other natural landscaping, forming a boundary or fence. 

	 
	LINE OF SIGHT- Area or direction for an unobstructed view at any height on a street corner.

LIVING FENCE — Any fence or hedge composed of live materials. 

	 
	PICKET — A stake or slat, usually pointed, used as an upright in a fence. 

	 
	POST — A piece of wood, metal, etc., usually square or cylindrical, set upright to support a fence. 

	 
	RAIL — A bar of wood or metal, etc., placed horizontally between upright posts to serve as a barrier or support. 

	 
	RAZOR WIRE — Strands of wire with a continuous or combination of continuous and barbed sharp cutting edges. 

REAR LOT — The area from the front building line to the rear property line.

	 
	RETAINING WALL — A wall built to keep a bank of earth from sliding. 

SMOOTH FACE — The face of fence which is absent of visible support structure.

	 
	STRUCTURAL FENCE — Fencing types, such as masonry, chain link, stockade, basket weave, continuous board and other visually obstructive fencing types. 

SUPPORT — Structure members (post, guy wire, masonry footers, etc.) required to hold the fence in place.

	 
	WALL — An upright structure of wood, stone, brick, etc., serving to enclose, divide, support or protect. 


§ 70-4. Residentially zoned districts. 

After securing a fence permit as provided in this chapter, a fence may be erected in any residentially zoned district as follows: 

	A.
	In any rear lot, provided that the fence does not exceed 72 inches in height. 

	B.
	In any front lot, provided that the fence does not exceed 36 inches in height. 


§ 70-5. Permit required. 

	A.
	No fence shall be erected within the Village of Waverly unless a permit has been issued by the Code Enforcement Officer. 

	B.
	Application for a fence permit shall be made on a form or forms provided by the Village Code Enforcement Officer. An application shall be accompanied by scale drawing clearly outlining thereon the location of the proposed fence, the height of the proposed fence and the material of which the fence shall be constructed, all of which shall be in conformity with this chapter, and accompanied by a fee for said permit as established by resolution of the Board of Trustees of the Village of Waverly. 


§ 70-6. Materials. 

Only the following materials shall be used in the installation, construction and maintenance of fences within the Village of Waverly: 

	A.
	Wire fence. 

(1)

No fence constructed of wire or coated wire may be erected on the front line of any property. 

(2)

No wire fences may be erected with a wire diameter less than 11.5 (American Wire Gage)AWG in residential zone or nine AWG in all other zones. 

(3)

All wire fences must be commercially coated by original manufacturer to prevent corrosion. Coating may be hot dip galvanize, electrical galvanized, aluminized or plastic coated (vinyl). 



	B.
	Wood fence.

	C.
	Polymer (Vinyl). 

	D.
	Natural (hedges). Natural fences (hedges) placed in the front lot of any zone must be trimmed to adhere to the size and location set forth in this chapter. 

	E.
	Invisible (electronic). Electronic barrier must be maintained without radio frequency interference as set forth by the FCC. 


§ 70-7. Prohibited fences. 

The following fences and fencing material are specifically prohibited: 

	A.
	Barbed wire. 

	B.
	Electrically charged fences. 

	C.
	Chain link fences in a front lot. 

	D.
	Canvas or cloth fences. 

	E.
	A fence constructed within the right-of-way of any public street. 


§ 70-8. Installation and maintenance. 

	A.
	All fences shall be installed and constructed in a workmanlike manner. 

	B.
	All fences shall be maintained in good and substantial condition. 

	C.
	All fences are to be placed with the smooth side facing towards the deeded lot line with supports on the inside of the fence boundary. 

	D.
	No fence shall be erected in such a manner as to inhibit or divert the natural drainage flow or to cause the blockage or damming of surface water creating ponding or pooling of water.

	E.
	No fence shall be erected which may create a fire hazard or other dangerous condition or which may result in obstruction to the effective combat of fire. 


§ 70-9. Districts zoned other than residential. 

	A.
	No fence shall be erected on any premises zoned other than residential until a permit has been issued by the Code Enforcement Officer after approval by the Planning Board. The Planning Board shall grant approval only after determination that the proposed fence is to be constructed of material which will ensure the privacy of adjoining premises and that the fence affords adjoining premises an environment reasonably free of offensive noise, smell, dust and debris. 

	B.
	No permit shall be issued for the erection of a fence on premises abutting a residentially zoned property where the proposed fence exceeds eight feet in height. 


§ 70-10. Swimming pools. 

All swimming pools shall be enclosed as provided by the New York State Uniform Fire Prevention and Building Code. 

§ 70-11. Existing fences. 

All existing fences and other barriers which do not conform to the provisions of this chapter may be continued as they presently exist, as long as the same are not altered, extended or modified.  All existing fences shall be maintained in safe and good condition.
§ 70-12. Violations. 

	A.
	Notwithstanding any of the provisions and remedies contained elsewhere herein, failure to comply with any section of this chapter shall be a violation. 

	B.
	Each day that a prohibited condition as defined in this chapter shall be allowed to continue to exist shall constitute a separate violation. 


§ 70-13. Penalties for offenses. 

A violation of this chapter or any section thereof or part of any section thereof shall be punishable as provided in Chapter 1, General Provisions, Article I, General Penalty, of the Code of the Village of Waverly. Nothing herein contained shall prevent the Board of Trustees of the Village of Waverly from enforcing obedience of this chapter or any part or section thereof by injunction or other legal proceedings before any court of competent jurisdiction or in any other legal manner.

State Environmental Quality Review (SEQR):  Attorney Keene stated bond council advised the Village to submit SEQR assessment form before seeking a bond.  Attorney Keene reviewed the short environmental assessment form with the Board.  Trustee McIsaac moved to declare a negative declaration for the SEQR for 32 Ithaca Street and authorized Mayor McDuffee to sign.  Trustee Bellinger seconded the motion, which led to a roll call vote as follows:

Bond Resolution:  Trustee Gorman offered the following resolution and moved its adoption:
A BOND RESOLUTION, DATED November 11, 2008, OF THE VILLAGE OF WAVERLY, Tioga county, new york (the “Village”), AUTHORIZING THE acquisition and renovation OF A BUILDING FOR USE BY THE VILLAGE, AT A MAXIMUM AMOUNT NOT TO EXCEED $2,900,000 AND AUTHORIZING THE ISSUANCE OF SERIAL BONDS IN AN AGGREGATE PRINCIPAL AMOUNT NOT TO EXCEED $2,900,000 PURSUANT TO THE LOCAL FINANCE LAW TO FINANCE SAID PURPOSE, said amount to be OFFSET BY ANY federal, state, county and/or local FUNDS RECEIVED, AND DELEGATING THE POWER TO ISSUE BOND ANTICIPATION NOTES IN ANTICIPATION OF THE SALE OF SUCH BONDS TO THE VILLAGE TREASURER, AND DETERMINING THAT THIS BOND RESOLUTION SHALL BE SUBJECT TO A MANDATORY VOTER REFERENDUM

WHEREAS, The Village Board of Trustees of the Village of Waverly, Tioga County, New York (the “Village”), will by motion provide for a mandatory referendum on this bond resolution, in accordance with Section 36.00 of the Local Finance Law, and such referendum will be by a single proposition. 

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the Village Board of Trustees (by the favorable vote of not less than three-fifths of all the members of the Board) as follows:

1.     The Village is hereby authorized to undertake the acquisition of the former Ithaca Street School building for use by the Village, and to make renovations and other improvements to such buildings, including all preliminary assessment work and related site work, the installation of necessary furnishings and equipment and all preliminary costs and other costs incidental thereto (collectively, the “Purpose”).  The maximum estimated cost of the Purpose will not exceed $2,900,000.

2. The Village Board of Trustees plans to finance the maximum estimated cost of the Purpose by the issuance of serial bonds in an amount not to exceed $2,900,000 of the Village, hereby authorized to be issued therefore pursuant to the Local Finance Law, such authorized amount to be offset by any federal, state, county and/or local funds received.  The cost of such improvement is to be paid by the levy and collection of taxes on all taxable real property in the Village to pay the principal of said bonds and the interest thereon as the same shall become due and payable.

3. It is hereby determined that said purpose is a class of objects or purposes described in subdivision 11 of paragraph (a) of Section 11.00 of the Local Finance Law, and that the period of probable usefulness of said purpose is 30 years.
4. Current funds are not required to be provided prior to the issuance of the bonds authorized by this resolution or any notes issued in anticipation of the sale of such bonds.

5. It is hereby determined the proposed maturity of the obligations authorized by this resolution will be in excess of five years.

6. The faith and credit of the Village are hereby irrevocably pledged for the payment of the principal of and interest on such bonds as the same respectively become due and payable.  An annual appropriation shall be made in each year sufficient to pay the principal of and interest on such bonds becoming due and payable in such year.  There shall annually be levied on all the taxable real property of the Village a tax sufficient to pay the principal of and interest on such bonds as the same become due and payable.

7. Subject to the provisions of this resolution and of the Local Finance Law, pursuant to the provisions of Section 30.00 relative to the authorization of the issuance of bond anticipation notes or the renewals of said notes and of Section 21.00, Section 50.00, Sections 56.00 to 60.00, Section 62.00 and Section 63.00 of the Local Finance Law, the powers and duties of the Village Board of Trustees pertaining or incidental to the sale and issuance of the obligations herein authorized, including but not limited to authorizing bond anticipation notes and prescribing the terms, form and contents and as to the sale and issuance of the bonds herein authorized and of any bond anticipation notes issued in anticipation of said bonds, and the renewals of said notes, are hereby delegated to the Village Treasurer, the chief fiscal officer of the Village.

8. The temporary use of available funds of the Village, not immediately required for the purpose or purposes for which the same were borrowed, raised or otherwise created, is hereby authorized pursuant to Section 165.10 of the Local Finance Law, for the purpose or purposes described in Section 1 of this resolution.  The Village then reasonably expects to reimburse any such expenditures (to the extent made after the date hereof or within 60 days prior to the date hereof) with the proceeds of the bonds authorized by Section 2 of this resolution (or with the proceeds of any bond anticipation notes issued in anticipation of the sale of such bonds).  This resolution shall constitute the declaration of the Village’s “official intent” to reimburse the expenditures authorized by Section 2 hereof with such bond or note proceeds, as required by United States Treasury Regulations Section 1.150-2.

9. The Village Treasurer is further authorized to take such actions and execute such documents as may be necessary to ensure the continued status of the interest on the bonds authorized by this resolution, and any notes issued in anticipation thereof, as excludable from gross income for federal income tax purposes pursuant to Section 103 of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended (the “Code”) and to designate the bonds authorized by this resolution, and any notes issued in anticipation thereof as “qualified tax-exempt bonds” in accordance with Section 265(b)(3)(B)(i) of the Code.

10. The Village Treasurer is further authorized to enter into a continuing disclosure agreement with the initial purchaser of the bonds or notes authorized by this resolution, containing provisions which are satisfactory to such purchaser in compliance with the provisions of Rule 15c2-12, promulgated by the Securities and Exchange Commission pursuant to the Securities Exchange Act of 1934.

11. The Village has complied in every respect with all applicable federal, state and local laws and regulations regarding environmental matters, including compliance with the New York State Environmental Quality Review Act, comprising Article 8 of the Environmental Conservation Law and, in connection therewith, duly issued a negative declaration and/or other applicable documentation, and therefore, no further action under the State Environmental Quality Review Act is necessary.

12. The validity of said serial bonds or of any bond anticipation notes issued in anticipation of the sale of said serial bonds may be contested only if:

a. (a) Such obligations are authorized for an object or purpose for which said Village is not authorized to expend money, or

(b) If the provisions of law which should be complied with at the date of publication of this resolution are not substantially complied with and an action, suit or proceeding contesting such validity is commenced within twenty days after the date of such publication; or

b. Such obligations are authorized in violation of the provisions of the Constitution of New York.

13.   This bond resolution shall take effect upon approval of such proposition (in accordance with the provisions of the Local Finance Law) by such qualified voters at such special voter referendum.

14.   This bond resolution is subject to a mandatory referendum.  A Proposition for the approval or disapproval of this bond resolution shall be submitted as a Proposition to the qualified voters of the Village at a special voter referendum to be held on December 11, 2008, and this bond resolution shall take effect upon the approval of the Proposition by said voters of the Village at such special voter referendum.

15.   The Village Clerk is hereby authorized and directed to give notice of submission of such Proposition at such special voter referendum (a) by publishing, at least ten (10) days prior to such special voter referendum, a Notice thereof in form and substance in substantially the form as provided in Exhibit A, at least once in the Morning Times, a newspaper having general circulation in the Village, and hereby designated the official newspaper of the Village for such publication, and (b) by posting such notice at least one (1) day prior to such special voter referendum in at least six conspicuous public places within the Village and at each polling place.  Such Proposition shall be in substantially the form as provided in Exhibit A. 

16. In addition to the foregoing, the Village Board of Trustees hereby authorizes and directs the Village Clerk to do the following:

i. To maintain and distribute copies hereof, ready for public review and inspection in the Office of the Village Clerk and any and all other locations deemed necessary by the Village Clerk and the Village Attorney to comply with New York State Law regarding referenda; and

ii. To take all necessary steps, with assistance of the Village Attorney and Bond Counsel, to ensure that such Proposition is properly placed before the duly qualified Electors of the Village at such special voter referendum to be held on December 11, 2008.

17. If the Proposition is approved, the Village Clerk is hereby authorized and directed to publish this resolution, or a summary thereof, together with a notice in substantially the form provided by Section 81.00 of said Local Finance Law, in a newspaper having a general circulation in the Village and designated as the official newspaper of the Village for such publication.

Trustee McIsaac seconded the motion.  Discussion followed.  Trustee Williams stated concern that the estimate given by Larson Design Group of 2,900,000 did not include acquisition and engineering costs and bond resolution may not be high enough.  Trustee Maury stated concern, with the current economical situation of the country that could force local governments to go bankrupt.  Mayor McDuffee stated this could stabilize our budget by not having an emergency situation happen with the current Village Hall Building.  He also stated the Village could utilize more shared services.  Trustee Williams stated concern that the public doesn’t have much information.  Mayor McDuffee stated there would be a number of informational sessions to inform the residents before the vote.


With no more discussion of the Board, Mayor McDuffee took a roll call vote, as follows:

Bonding Referendum:  Trustee Gorman moved to schedule a referendum for Thursday, December 11, 2008 between the hours of 12:00 p.m. and 9:00 p.m. in the Village Hall Annex at 362 Broad Street, Waverly, New York, for the purchase and renovation of the Ithaca Street Building as determined in the bond resolution.  Trustee McIsaac seconded the motion, which led to a roll call vote as follows:

Nays - 0

The motion carried.

Mayor McDuffee stated the need to be proactive with development of Village Hall by finding a credible purchaser with a good plan to help redevelop the business district.  Trustee Williams volunteered to help.

Rapid Notify System:  Clerk Treasurer Casterline stated she had conversation with the school system and we would not be able to use their emergency notification system.  She stated their system is telephone number based, whereas, we would use mapping.  She also stated the county is formulating a charge for non-emergency uses, such as snow emergencies, and feels this may be very expensive.  The county would provide us with the service for true emergencies at no cost to the Village. The clerk stated all other valley municipalities, with the exception of Sayre, have chosen not to renew with Rapid Notify, therefore, it would be very expensive to the Village and Sayre to bear the entire cost.  The Town of Barton is going with the county. Trustee McIsaac moved to not renew contract with the Rapid Notify System.  Trustee Maury seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.
Mausoleum Roof Payment:  The clerk submitted a bill from Sauder Construction in the amount of $15,500 for the new roof on the mausoleum.  Trustee McIsaac stated he was pleased with the construction, however, would like to have baffles installed at the corners.  Trustee McIsaac stated he would donate the materials to install the baffles.  Trustee Gorman moved to authorize payment of $15,500 to Sauder Construction and to accept donation from Trustee McIsaac.  Trustee Maury seconded the motion, which led to a roll call vote as follows:

Trustee Sorensen suggested installation of insulation in the attic.  Trustee McIsaac suggested reviewing LDG’s recommendations that would not be lost with any future renovation of the building.  Discussion followed.


Trustee Maury moved to seek proposals to insulate the attic of village hall with batting materials, R23 or better.  Trustee Gorman seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.


Trustee Bellinger moved to seek proposals to correct the water infiltration in the basement of village hall.  Trustee McIsaac seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.


Trustee Williams moved to seek proposals to build five storm windows for village hall.  Trustee Maury seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.
New York Main Street Grant:  Trustee Maury stated she has been working on the Main Street Grant Application with REAP.  She stated some building owners on Broad Street are interested, however, they are scattered.  One of the criteria for the grant is to be contained within a one to three block area of the downtown, and they are unable to meet that requirement at this time.  Trustee Maury recommended the Village pass on this round of grant funding to have more time to gain more interest for the next round.  The Board concurred.
Election Day Resolution:  Trustee Gorman offered the following resolution and moved its adoption:

BE IT RESOLVED, the Village of Waverly General Election will be held on Wednesday, 

March 18, 2009.

Trustee Maury seconded the motion, which led to a roll call vote as follows:

Village/Tree Committee Update:  Trustee Maury stated she and Trustee Bellinger met with the tree committee, Attorney Keene, and Insurance Rep Bill Soprano to discuss the problems with trees uplifting sidewalks in our business district.  She stated there are 17 trees causing damage.  Discussion followed regarding safety concerns with people falling on the sidewalks.  Trustee Maury stated the recommendation of all who attending meeting was that the Village remove said trees and, therefore, the property owners could repair their sidewalks.  The Village would replant smaller trees to replace those trees that were cut down.  She also recommended hiring a tree expert to prune the trees annually so they don’t grow out of control.


Trustee Maury moved to seek proposals to remove 17 trees on Broad Street and fill with crusher run for the Winter.  Clerk Treasurer Casterline stated the Village cannot cause more of a hazard than what already exists.  Discussion followed.  Trustee McIsaac moved to table motion for further information that Trustee Bellinger would seek from Sayre Borough regarding their recent tree project.  Trustee Maury seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.


Trustee McIsaac moved to recind tree/sidewalk violations recently sent out by Code Officer Lanterman.  Trustee Gorman seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.  Attorney Keene stated she would send out the letters to those who have been violated.

Mayor’s Comments:  Mayor McDuffee stated the preparedness seminar, sponsored by the Police and Fire Departments and the Red Cross was exceptional.  He recommended everyone attend if another one is offered.
Executive Session:  Trustee McIsaac moved to enter executive session at 8:47 p.m. to discuss personnel and contractual issues.  Trustee Gorman seconded the motion, which carried unanimously. 

Trustee Maury moved to enter regular session at 9:27 p.m.  Trustee Bellinger seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.

Trustee Maury moved to hire Debby Lewis, NYS Certified Housing Inspector, to perform fire inspections on all residential housing with three or more units at a rate of $25 per unit.  Trustee Bellinger seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.


Trustee Gorman moved to direct Attorney Keene send a letter to Steve Sutryk stated the Village would be in support of extending the two-way traffic on River Road to allow for possible business.  Trustee Maury seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.

Adjournment:  Trustee Maury moved to adjourn at 9:34.  Trustee Bellinger seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.

Downtown Trees/Sidewalks:  Trustee Bellinger stated he contacted Dave Jarrett, Sayre Borough Manager, and he gave insight of how their tree project was conducted.  Trustee Bellinger stated their project was to remove tree, take out the stump, dig out the roots, and replant another tree.  He stated the trees could be cut during cold climate, however, would need to place a barrier until a new tree could be planted. WORKSHOP MEETING OF THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES

Mayor McDuffee called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  

Roll Call:  Present were Trustees; Williams, Sorensen, Maury, Gorman, Bellinger, and Mayor McDuffee

Also present were:  Clerk Treasurer Casterline, Deputy Clerk Treasurer Wood, and Attorney Keene

Visitors included:  Ron Keene of 7 Elliott Street, Jerry Sinsabaugh of 8 Cooper Street, Don Merrill of 525 Waverly Street, Bob Wright of 9 Elizabeth Street, Donald Laman of 206 William Street, Linda Vogel of 201 Broad Street, Duane Klinko of 467 Pennsylvania Avenue, Joe Schmieg of 417 Chemung Street, Marty Borko of 17 Lyman Avenue, and Jesse Bennett of 373 Broad Street

Press:  Matt Hicks of the Morning Times, and Brian Bishop of the Daily Review 

Public Comments:  Trustee Maury stated concern with the initiation of bonding for the Ithaca Street Building would be too much of a tax burden for the taxpayers, and encouraged voters to vote no on the December 11th referendum.  




Joe Schmieg and Don Merrill also stated similar concerns.




Jerry Sinsabaugh stated taxes would go up equally if the current Village Hall was renovated, and perhaps more since bonding could only be done for fifteen years.  He stated there would also be major costs to relocate the Police Department and the Court during the renovation.  He also stated that the Village Hall Annex was not in the plans to renovate the Village Hall.




Ron Keene stated he replaced a broken window in the mausoleum, however, the frame is rotten and needs to be repaired.  Also, the mausoleum cellar has 12 available crypts for winter storage, however, the cellar door would need to be replaced so the undertakers could use the cellar space.




Ron Keene asked permission to place wreaths at each cemetery on December 15th.  Linda Vogel stated local veteran’s groups would also hang wreaths at each memorial.  The Board granted permission.




Trustee Williams stated restoring Village Hall is less expensive than purchasing and renovating the Ithaca Street Building.  He stated all offices would be contained in the Village Hall, and the Annex could be sold.  He also stated he believes the Options Committee didn’t do their homework and entering into the bonding would be too much of a tax burden.




Duane Klinko stated he has no prejudice on either building.  He stated there is too much personality and it is distressing.  He stated concern that moving the Police Department from Broad Street could be detrimental to the business district.
Referendum – December 11th:  Mayor McDuffee reminded everyone that the referendum regarding bonding for the Ithaca Street Building would be held on December 11th in the Village Hall Annex from 12:00 p.m. until 9:00 p.m.  He stated Doug Barton, of Tioga County Economic Development, has given him some names of developers that may be interested in Village Hall if the referendum passes.  He has grant opportunities for the Ithaca Street Building that would be applied for.  He also stated, the Board voted to proceed with the Ithaca Street Building and as a Board we need to look for ways to lesson the tax burden.  He stated the taxes would increase with the Ithaca Street Building, Village Hall, or any other option and we just can’t neglect the situation any longer by doing nothing.  He encouraged everyone to vote. 




Mayor McDuffee presented interest bonding and tax rate increases as given by our bond council.  Discussion followed.  Mayor McDuffee stated these figures are the worst-case scenerio, and they can go down with creative planning and grant opportunities.  He also stated we need to put personal passions aside and do what’s best for the entire Village and our residents.




Trustee Gorman stated she feels this would help stabilize the budget.  She stated if an emergency situation came up with the Village Hall the cost could be devastating.  She also stated that there is no good time to bond, however, the interest rates are low and costs will increase in the future.




Trustee Williams stated concern that $2.9 million will not be enough as engineering costs and acquisition of the building is not included.  He stated he feels figures are not accurate.  Mayor McDuffee stated there is contingency money within the $2.9 million that would be used for purchasing the building and engineering costs.  He stated that we would have to stay within that budget to move forward.  Trustee Williams stated that extra labor in maintaining the Ithaca Street Building would also contribute to future tax increases.




Mayor McDuffee stated there would be two informational meeting about the Ithaca Street Building on December 3rd at 6:00 p.m. in the Village Hall Annex, and December 6th at 12:30 p.m. at the SRAC Museum and encouraged everyone to attend.

Trustee McIsaac stated he would discuss with Superintendent Kinsley cost associated with clearing sidewalks and bring information to the next meeting.

Ithaca Street Building Project:  Mayor McDuffee stated the Village must get an appraisal of the Ithaca Street Building before we could purchase it.  Attorney Keene stated the Village could not pay more than what the building is appraised for.  Discussion followed.  Attorney Keene stated she would have some appraisal proposals for the next meeting.  She also stated a phase one environmental study would also be needed, and submitted a proposal from O’Rourke Environmental Services in the amount of $2,500-$3,000.  
Rezoning Recommendations:  Attorney Keene explained areas that were recommended by the Planning Board to rezone. The following areas are:  

-The eastern end of East Chemung Street, currently zoned residential-change to industrial zoning

-The eastern end of Broad Street, currently zoned commercial-change to planned unit development

-32 Ithaca Street, currently zoned industrial-change to planned unit development

She stated the County Planning Board is reviewing and will give their recommendation.  She also stated the Planning Board is current working to revise the Industrial Zoning Code as it is not currently well defined.  Trustee Gorman moved to direct Attorney Keene draft a local law for review regarding the rezoning of said properties.  Trustee Maury seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.

Presentation-Water Treatment Solutions, LLC:  Andy Quinlan, Tioga County Legislator, introduced Steve Cappelli.  Mr. Cappelli stated he represents WTS (Water Treatment Solutions, LLC), an independent company, which is not a gas company.  Mr. Cappelli stated the Marcellus Shale presents a great opportunity for natural gas harnessing and protecting our water supply is very important.  He stated 1,000,000 gallons of water is needed per well and is not easy to obtain in this area.  There are also mandates to reduce the discharge of BOD’s in the Chesapeake Bay, therefore, brine water would need to be treated and could not be dumped into the waterways.  He proposes recyling brine water for future drilling.  The salt recovered from the brine water could have many uses, and the metals would be sold.  He stated he has toured the facility formerly known as the Iroquois Foundry (Upstate Music Center) located on Broad Street Extension and found it to be ideal for water recycling operations and storage of equipment.  They are currently in advanced discussions with owner George Swanbrough, Tioga County, and the DEC.  Gas could be extracted for 35-40 years and this operation would stay for that period of time.  Also would offer 25-50 job opportunities for local people.


Trustee Maury stated concern with maintenance of local streets.  Mr. Cappelli stated trucks would exit at Exit 61 and go directly to the facility.  He stated an advantage with a facility in Waverly is that it is within 50 miles from the drilling area.  He also stated trucks are limited to 5,000 gallons, facility would treat 200,000 gallons per day, approximately 40 trucks per day, 6 days per week.


Trustee Williams stated concern with other chemicals being brought into the facility, such as the chemicals mixed with the water for drilling.  Mr. Cappelli stated any chemical used with drilling needs to be permitted through the DEC.  He recommended Trustee Williams contact the Pennsylvania DEP to get chemical compounds.  Pennsylvania DEP has determined the chemicals used with water for drilling does not produce a toxic waste product.  He stated the recycling operation would not allow any discharge of untreated or treated water into the waterways or to the sewer treatment facility.  He also stated air quality permits would also be required.  Trustee Williams also stated concern with the metals that would be extracted.  Mr. Cappelli stated the metals would be collected and sold, and the levels of metal extractions are very low.


Clerk Treasurer Casterline asked if any other facility is running.  Steve Cappelli stated there is one in Troy, New York, however, that facility discharges and this one would not.  He stated this would be the first facility of this nature to get started.


Trustee McIsaac asked what the time schedule is to begin.  Steve Cappelli stated around 6-9 months.  He stated they would offer a larger scale presentation for the Village residents, and to answer any questions or concerns they may have.


Steve Cappelli stated he understands all concerns that were raised at tonight’s meeting and he stated this operation must pass through high regulations set by New York State Department of Conservation, and they would be overseeing all activity of the operation.  Andy Quinlan stated Tioga County Economic Development has offered their support for their operation.

Public Comment:  Mavis Pine submitted pictures of a tree uprooting her sidewalk and roots coming up in her yard at 104 Wilbur Street.  She stated she has complained about this tree before, however, the tree committee states it’s a healthy tree and should not be removed.  Mayor McDuffee stated he would refer the complaint to the Tree Committee for their recommendation.


Carl Kelly stated the awning at the Four Seasons Gift Shop on Broad Street is covered with bird feces and the owner should be made to clean it up.


Mary Beth Jones stated they have not gotten a reply from the Board about their snow removal bill they received.  She stated she was at a previous meeting and that her sidewalk was cleared.  The clerk stated letters have just gone out in the mail and she should be receiving one.
Ithaca Street Update:  Mayor McDuffee stated the Phase One Environmental Assessment has been completed which revealed no evidence of recognized environmental conditions in connection with the property at 32 Ithaca Street.  He also stated we are still waiting on the appraisal which should be completed soon.


Trustee Maury moved to request proposals for an asbestos survey to be done at the Ithaca Street Building.  Trustee Gorman seconded the motion, which led to a roll call, as follows:

Proposed Local Laws:  Mayor McDuffee stated the public hearing was held tonight to hear comments and concerns with the proposed rezoning.  He recommends the Planning Board review the proposed rezoning again with the comments of tonight’s hearing, and fill out the proper SEQRA paperwork before the proposed local law could be approved. 

Appointment of Part Time Court Clerk:  Mayor McDuffee appointed Rosemary Simmons as part time court clerk to fill in for Court Clerk Jennings until she returns full time.  Trustee Bellinger moved to approve the appointment of Rosemary Simmons at a rate of $11.15 per hour.  Trustee McIsaac seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.

Police Equipment Disposition:  The clerk read a letter from Police Chief Updyke stating the Lockwood Volunteer Fire Company has expressed interest in some old portable and mobile radios, and light bars that the Waverly Police Department has not used in many years.  These items could not be sold in an auction, as they are not things the general public would be allowed to possess.  Lockwood Volunteer Fire Company has offered $100 for the items.  Trustee Gorman moved to donate the items to the Lockwood Volunteer Fire Company for no compensation.  Trustee Bellinger seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.

Drug Free Workplace Policy:  Trustee McIsaac moved to adopt the Drug Free Workplace Policy, as follows:

The Village of Waverly hereby makes it known to all Employees of the Village that it is unlawful, illegal, and contrary to the Village of Waverly policies to manufacture, distribute, dispense, possess, or use controlled substances or any other illicit drug in New York State and in the employees workplaces in the Village of Waverly.

Any employee found to be unlawfully manufacturing, distributing, dispensing, possessing, or using controlled substances or any other illicit drug in violation of any local, state, or federal statute, will be subject to criminal prosecution and disciplinary action to include reprimand, suspension, or termination.

The Village of Waverly recognizes the dangers of drug abuse in the workplace.  These dangers of drug abuse can crate adverse employee performance and employee health and safety problems.

It shall be the policy of the village of Waverly to maintain a drug free work environment for all employees and violations of this policy will not be tolerated and will be dealt with pursuant to law.

The Village of Waverly makes it known to Village employees that effective drug abuse counseling and rehabilitation may be pursued through the United Health Services Employee Assistance Program ant the employee’s expense.

All current employees and future employees must abide by this statement as a condition of continued or future employment.

Penalties for violation of this policy will include criminal prosecution under federal or state statutes and/or termination.  Any employee convicted of a criminal drug statute violation must, within five (5) days of said conviction, notify his supervisor or superior of such conviction.

Trustee Gorman seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.

Equal Employment Opportunity Policy:  Trustee Gorman moved to adopt the Equal Employment Opportunity Policy, as follows:

The Village of Waverly is an Equal Opportunity Employer.  Discrimination on the basis of race, color, sex, religion, age, national origin, marital status, disability, or veteran status will not be tolerated.

This policy applies to all terms and conditions of employment, including but not limited to employment advertising, hiring, placement, compensation, training, promotion, demotion, termination, layoff, transfer, disciplinary actions, leave of absence, or any other benefits.  Discrimination based on any of the above is strictly prohibited and any supervisor, administrator, or employee who engages in or tolerates such behavior is subject to disciplinary action in accordance with the Civil Service Law, collective bargaining agreements, or any other applicable State or Federal Laws.

If an employee believes they have encountered violations of this policy, they may advise their Department Head.  In addition, an employee can file a written complaint with the Mayor of the Village of Waverly, 362 Broad Street, Waverly, New York.  Telephone Number is 607-565-8106, within thirty (30) calendar days of the incident.  Retaliation against the complainant will not be tolerated.  False accusations will be treated as a disciplinary offense and will result in the same level of punishment as that applied to one who engages in such behavior.

The Village of Waverly’s policy is to investigate all such complaints.  If an investigation confirms that a violation has occurred, the Village of Waverly will take corrective action, including any discipline that is appropriate up to and including immediate termination of employment.

Public Comment:  Denny Thomas stated his appreciation for our Police Department for their assistance with funeral processions.  He also stated there were a couple of issues in Glenwood Cemetery this week, and he wanted to thank Jack Pond for going above and beyond in helping to rectify those issues.


Ron Keene stated a house on Howard Street has been in a dilapidated state for a long time and remains in one, and asked how long it will be like that.  Attorney Keene stated that property is in the Court System.  Mr. Keene also stated the Village Property on Spaulding Street is disgraceful with street sweepings and should be cleaned up.  


Michael Boehm stated his wife fell and broke her kneecap on the sidewalk on Broad Street.  Clerk Treasurer Casterline stated he has to contact the building owner.


Jerry Weed stated he got a snow removal ticket in the winter.  He stated he contacted Superintendent Kinsley and after conversation with him about how his sidewalk was not treated by the Village, he thought the ticket would be rescinded.  He recently received a tax notice for nonpayment of that ticket and feels he shouldn’t have gotten it.

Press:   Matt Hicks of the Morning Times, and Joanne Miller of WATS/WAVR
Public Comments:  Jim Hammond stated he assisted at the recent fire at an apartment house on Clark Street in which a death occurred.  He stated he provided a ladder to get the people off of a roof.  Mr. Hammond stated concern that landlords of such properties should be required to install fire safety equipment for their tenents, and recommended the Village take the initiative to require apartment houses be equipped with fire extinguishers and window safety ladders.  Attorney Keene stated the Village has adopted the NYS Fire Code and all that is required is the installation of smoke alarms.  She also stated the Village could not adopt a law more stringent than the State’s without approval from the State.  She also stated the apartment house was recently inspected with no violations.

Public Comment:  Mayor McDuffee asked for public comments and stated there is a 5-minute limit.


Izzy DiPio stated she and other neighbors present had attended a Board meeting in June with complaints about the properties located at 22 and 28 Lincoln Street.  Ms. DiPio stated they were told the owner of 28 Lincoln Street was given 90 days to bring the property to code and of this date nothing or very little has been done.  She also stated children have been seen playing on the porch and the back of the house is open.  Ms. DiPio stated that 22 Lincoln Street is now vacant and the landlord did remove its garbage from the back but the windows are still missing and the house is a mess.  Ms. DiPio asked how many citations have been issued and what the disposition of each citation was.  The clerk explained the court would have that information.  Ms. DiPio stated that is very frustrating as their taxes continue to rise and the properties at 22 and 28 Lincoln Street continue to deteriorate.  


Joe Chandler stated the gas company has been at 22 Lincoln Street for hours and something should be done to assure no one is allowed to move in until the property is brought to code.  Mr. Chandler also stated that 6 Lincoln Street is also a mess and the owner apparently doesn’t care because they don’t live there.


Todd Atchison stated that he had been issued a violation because his house needed to be painted.  Mr. Atchison stated he found a way to side his house and put new windows in to bring the property to code, even though he couldn’t afford it.


Discussion followed.  Trustee Bellinger asked that Attorney Keene be contacted to see if the property at 28 Lincoln Street could be handled through the Unsafe Building Code. 22 & 28 Lincoln Street Update:  Mayor McDuffee submitted a report from Code Officer Lanterman.  It stated after an engineer inspected 28 Lincoln Street, it was reported to be structurally sound.  The owner has started to clean the area, and is starting to work on the structure.  Ed Kingsley, owner, stated he has begun to work on the property and plans to refurbish the home. Lanterman’s report stated there has been work done at 22 Lincoln Street.  The property has been cleaned up, and the front porch has new siding on it.  The owner has also been painting.
Proposal for 2009 CDBG Administration:  The clerk stated the Village received one proposal for the 2009 CDBG Administration.  Thoma Development Consultants submitted a proposal for $69,000 to administer the grant.  Trustee Sorensen moved to award the 2009 CDBG Administration to Thoma Development Consultants for $69,000.  Trustee Gorman seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.
Medicare Blue PPO:  The clerk stated Medicare has a suppliment that is less expensive, however, the Board would need to approve resolution in order for persons to take advantage of, at no cost to the Village.  Trustee Sorensen offered the following resolution, and moved its adoption:


WHEREAS, the Village of Waverly will offer an Excellus Blue Cross Blue Shield (BCBS) Medicare Blue PPO on a voluntary basis, and


WHEREAS, the Village of Waverly understands that an Excellus underwriting guideline stipulates that subscribers ae only allowed to switch back to an active plan if they move outside of the Medicare Blue PPO “service area”; therefore be it


RESOLVED, that Section IV Part D be ameded as follows:

Village of Wavelry will offer to all Medicare eligible retirees and spouses of deceased employees/retirees the BCBS Medicare Blue PPO on a voluntary basis.  The following BCBS criteria will apply:

1. The Medicare eligible retiree or spouse of deceased employee/retiree must have Medicare Part A and Part B.

2. The Medicare eligible retiree or sposed of decieased employee/retiree must live in the “service area” of Broome, Chemung, Chenango, Schuyler, Steuben, or Tioga County six months or more out of the year.

3. The policy can only be purchased as an individual policy, so a Medicare eligible retiree and his/her Medicare eligible spouse will be required to purchase two individual policies.

4. The Medicare Blue PPO cannot be selected retroactively.  Applications must be completed and submitted to BCBS prior to the effective date of the coverage.

5. Once the Medicare Blue PPO coverage is selected the subscriber will only be allowed to switch to another plan for which they are eligible if they move outside of the Medicare Blue PPO “service area”.

The following Village of Waverly criterial will apply:

1. A Medicare eligible retiree is required to pay 100% of the premium.

2. A Medicare eligible spouse of a deceased employee/retiree may select this coverage upon the employee/retiree passing or at the time the spouse is required to pay 100% of the premium.

3. Once the Medicare Blue PPO coverage is selected the subscriber will only be allowed to switch to another plan for which they are eligible if they move outside of the Medicare Blue PPO “service area” or in the month of November of even years (annual open enrollment) to be effective the following January.

4. This Medicare Blue PPO coverage is not available to individuals who have had a lapse of any duration in the Village of Waverly health insurance coverage.

Trustee Cocco seconded the motion, which led to a roll call vote, as follows:

Letters and Correspondance:  The clerk read a letter from Tioga Investigates Natural Gas (TING) stating they will host a meeting on Wednesday, December 2, 2009 at 7:00 p.m. in Owego to finalize its comments to submit to DEC regarding natural gas drilling operations.  The clerk stated Elaine Jardine, Tioga County Planning, recommends someone from the Village attend.
Ithaca Street Roof Update:  Trustee Sinsabaugh stated the in-kind services are almost complete.  Mayor McDuffee thanked Trustee Sinsabaugh and all the volunteers for their time and efforts doing the in-kind services.  He stated they saved the Village a lot of money by offering their services.


The clerk stated the Village would be closing on another BAN for $500,000 on December 8, 2009 for the Ithaca Street Project.  This would be done through Chemung Canal Trust Company at a rate of 2% maturing on May 19, 2010.  Trustee Gorman moved to approve the BAN for $500,000. Recreation Winter Assistance:  The clerk submitted a request from Recreation Director Hogan asking for approval to hire Bob Fiske to work 8 hours per week for 11 weeks at a rate of $7.25 per hour to help coordinate the evening basketball programs. Village Car Policy:  Trustee Bellinger moved to approve the Village Car Policy, as follows:

PURPOSE – To set forth the policy for the use of the car the Village maintains to provide transportation for Village employees who have to travel out of town in the course of their employment with the Village of Waverly.

POLICY – When a Village employee must travel out of the Village to perform his or her duties, if he/she does not have another Village owned vehicle to use, he/she shall use the Village owned car.  The Village owned vehicles shall be used instead of using your personal vehicle and submitting for mileage.

I.   The Village Clerk shall keep the keys for the vehicle and maintain a schedule for when the car is used.

A.  As soon as an employee becomes aware of a need to travel out of the Village they should contact the Village Clerk to schedule the car for their use.  If there is more than one request for the car for the same time the Village Clerk shall decide which employee shall have use of the car.  The other employee will have to use their own vehicle and then submit their mileage to the Village.

B.  On the day the car is needed the employee shall go to the Clerk and get the keys for the car and sign the car out in their name on the form the Clerk provides.

C.  When the employee returns he/she shall sign the car back in and record his/her ending mileage and return the car keys to the Clerk.

II.  Maintenance – The Superintendant of Public Works is responsible for keeping the car clean, maintained, and keeping a record of all maintenance performed on the vehicle.

A.  Any employee who uses the vehicle and notices a maintenance issue with the vehicle shall bring that issue to the attention of the Superintendant of Public Works upon returning the vehicle to the Village.

III. Operation – the car shall always be operated in a safe and lawful manner.

      
A.  Only Village employees may operate the Village car.      

     
 B.  Only licensed drivers may operate the Village owned vehicle.

C.  Any traffic ticket or parking ticket received while using the vehicle shall be the responsibility of the employee who is using the vehicle at that time.  Any ticket received while using the Village owned car shall be reported to the Village Clerk when the car is returned.

D.  Before starting your trip in the car you should inspect the car for damage.  You will be held responsible for any damage found when you return the car.

Trustee Gorman seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.

Procurement Policy:  Trustee Sinsabaugh moved to approve the Procurement Policy, as follows:

Each Department Head will be responsible to make a good faith effort to determine whether it is known or can reasonably be expected the aggregate amount to be spent on an item of supply or services is not subject to competitive bidding, taking into account past purchases and the aggregate amount to be spent in a year.  When it is determined that supplies or equipment will surpass the bidding limit as set forth in Section 103 of the General Municipal Law, the Department Head will notify the treasurer and a recommendation will be made to the proper Board as to the availability of purchase under state or county contract or to advertise for open bid.

Each such written quotation or request for proposal must contain the information described in ‘Exhibit A’ referred to in Item III above.

A good faith effort shall be made to obtain the required number of proposals or quotations.  If the Department Head is unable to obtain the required number of proposals or quotations, the Department Head will document the attempt made at obtaining the proposals.  In no event shall the failure to obtain the proposals be a bar to the procurement.

Documentation and an explanation are required whenever a contract is awarded to other than the lowest responsible offer.  This documentation will include an explanation of how the award will achieve savings or how the offer was not responsible.

This policy shall go into effect January 28, 1992 and will be reviewed annually.

The respective head of each department shall submit all documentation required by this Procurement Policy with the monthly expense vouchers for review.

Blood Borne Pathogens Policy:  Trustee Gorman moved to approve the Blood Borne Pathogens Policy, as follows:

In accordance with the Occupational Safety and Health Administration Rule as set forth in 29 CRF Part 1910.1030, Waverly Village hereby adopts the following policy:

I.
PURPOSE AND SCOPE

The purpose of this policy is to limit occupational exposure to blood and other potentially infectious materials since any exposure could result in transmission of blood borne pathogens which could lead to disease or death.  This policy shall cover all employees who, as a result of performing their job duties, can be reasonably anticipated to face contact with blood or other potentially infectious material.

II.
DEFINITIONS

BLOOD: means human blood, human blood components and products made from human blood.

BLOOD BORNE PATHOGENS: means pathogenic microorganisms that are present in human blood and can cause disease in humans.  These pathogens include, but are not limited to Hepatitis B virus (HBV) and human immunodeficiency virus (HIV).

CONTAMINATED: means the presence or the reasonably anticipated presence of blood or other potentially infectious materials on an item or surface.

CONTAMINATED LAUNDRY: means laundry that has been soiled with blood or other potentially infectious materials or may contain sharps.

CONTAMINATED SHARPS: means any contaminated object that can penetrate the skin including, but not limited to, needles, scalpels, broken glass, broken capillary tubes and exposed ends of dental wires.

DECONTAMINATION:
means the use of physical or chemical means to remove, inactivate or destroy blood borne pathogens on a surface or item to the point where they are no longer capable of transmitting infectious particles and the surface or item is rendered safe for handling, use or disposal.

ENGINEERING CONTROLS:
means controls (e.g., sharps disposal containers, self-sheathing needles) that isolate or remove the blood borne pathogens hazard from the workplace.

EXPOSURE INCIDENT: means a specific eye, mouth, other mucous membrane, non-intact skin or parenteral contact with blood or other potentially infectious materials that results from the performance of an employee's duties.

HAND WASHING FACILITIES:
means a facility providing an adequate supply of running potable water, soap and single-use towels or hot air drying machines.

LICENSED HEALTH CARE PROFESSIONAL: is a person whose legally permitted scope of practice allows him or her to independently perform the activities required by paragraph (f) Hepatitis B Vaccination and Post-exposure Evaluation and Follow-up.

HBV:
means hepatitis B virus.

HIV:
means human immunodeficiency virus.

OCCUPATIONAL EXPOSURE:
means reasonably anticipated skin, eye, mucous membrane or parenteral contact with blood or other potentially infectious materials that may result from the performance of an employee's duties.

OTHER POTENTIALLY INFECTIOUS MATERIALS (OPIM):
 means 

A.
The following human body fluids:  semen, vaginal secretions, cerebrospinal fluid, synovial fluid, pleural fluid, pericardial fluid, peritoneal fluid, amniotic fluid, saliva in dental procedures, any body fluid that is visibly contaminated with blood and all body fluids in situations where it is difficult or impossible to differentiate between body fluids.

B. Any unfixed tissue or organ (other than intact skin) from a human (living or dead); and

C.
HIV-containing cell or tissue cultures, organ cultures, and HIV- or HBV-containing culture medium or other solutions; and blood, organs or other tissues from experimental animals infected with HIV or HBV.

PARENTERAL: means piercing mucous membranes or the skin barrier through such events as needle sticks, human bites, cuts and abrasions.

PERSONAL PROTECTIVE EQUIPMENT: is specialized clothing or equipment worn by an employee for protection against a hazard.  General work clothes (e.g. uniforms, pants, shirts or blouses) not intended to function as protection against a hazard are not considered to be personal protective equipment.

REGULATED WASTE:
means liquid or semi-liquid blood or other potentially infectious materials; contaminated items that would release blood or other potentially infectious materials in a liquid or semi-liquid state if compressed; items that are caked with dried blood or other potentially infectious materials and are capable of releasing these materials during handling; contaminated sharps; and pathological and micro biological wastes containing blood or other potentially infectious materials.

SOURCE INDIVIDUAL:
means any individual, living or dead, whose blood or other potentially infectious materials may be a source of occupational exposure to the employee.  Examples include, but are not limited to, hospital and clinic patients; clients in institutions for the developmentally disabled; trauma victims; clients of drug and alcohol treatment facilities; residents of hospices and nursing homes; human remains; and individuals who donate of sell blood or blood components.

STERILIZE:
means the use of physical or chemical procedure to destroy all microbial life including highly resistant bacterial endospores.

UNIVERSAL PRECAUTIONS:
is an approach to infection control.  According to the concept of Universal Precautions, all human blood and certain human body fluids are treated as if known to be infectious for HIV, HBV and other blood borne pathogens.

WORK PRACTICE CONTROLS: means controls that reduce the likelihood of exposure by altering the manner in which a task is performed (e.g. prohibiting recapping of needles by a two-handed technique.)

B.
IMPLEMENTATION SCHEDULE

                          Each department within the Village who has one or more employees that are 

                          covered by the Exposure Determination shall develop written procedures to 

                          ensure compliance.  Each department is to cooperate with the Health 

                          Department for the delivery of these services.  The Safety Officer shall make 

                          inspections for compliance.

1.
Universal precautions shall be observed to prevent contact with blood or other potentially infectious material.  Each department  within the Village who has one or more employees included within the exposure determination shall within thirty (30) days after the adoption of this policy develop written procedures and protocols to ensure compliance with this policy and the OSHA regulations.  Said protocol shall include, at a minimum, the following items:


a.
The engineering and work practice controls to be used to eliminate or minimize employee exposure.

b.
Where exposure still remains, the personal protective equipment that shall be used.

c.
The provisions for hand washing facilities, or, where not feasible, suitable substitutes.

d.
Procedure for handling contaminated needles or other contaminated sharps ensuring that all procedures involving blood or other potentially infectious materials shall be performed in such a manner as to minimize splashing, spraying, splattering and generation of droplets of these substances.

e.
Procedure for the examination and decontamination of equipment which may become contaminated with blood or other potentially infectious material.

2.
Upon adoption of this policy, the Village shall make available the Hepatitis B Vaccine and vaccination series to all employees who have occupational exposure, and post-exposure evaluation and follow-up to all employees who have had an exposure incident.  (Subject to availability of vaccine.)

3.
Within thirty (30) days after the development of the policy / protocol by each department:




a.
Warning labels shall be affixed to containers of regulated waste, 

refrigerators and freezers containing blood or other potentially infectious material; and other containers used to store, transport or ship blood or other potentially infectious materials, except as provided in the regulations.  (Subject to availability.)


b.
All employees with occupation exposure shall participate in a training program to be provided at no cost to the employee, during working hours.

c. After the initial training, training shall be provided as follows:

i.
At the time of initial assignment to task where occupational exposure may take place;





ii.
At least annually thereafter;

iii.
Such additional training shall take place when changes such as modification of task or procedures or institution of new task or procedure affect the employee's occupational exposure.  The additional training shall be limited to addressing the new exposures created.

iv.
Each department shall develop an appropriate training program in accordance with the OSHA regulations, within thirty (30) days after adoption of this policy.

4.
Within sixty (60) days from the adoption of this policy, the health department shall establish and maintain accurate records for each employee with occupational exposure, evaluation in accordance with the OSHA regulations.  Each department shall maintain training records in accordance with the OSHA regulations.




5.
A copy of the Exposure Plan shall be accessible to all employees.

6.
This policy shall be reviewed and updated at least annually, and whenever necessary, to reflect new or modified tasks or procedures which affect occupational exposure and to reflect new or revised employee positions with occupational exposure.


7. This policy shall be made available to the Assistant Secretary of Labor for OSHA and Director of National Institute for Occupational Safety & Health, U.S. Department of Health & Human Services, upon request for examination and copying.

IV.
PERSONAL PROTECTIVE EQUIPMENT (PPE)

A.
Personal Protective Equipment shall be provided by each department to each covered employee.  This equipment shall be appropriate to the task performed as specified in the standard.


B.
The department head shall ensure that the employee uses the appropriate Personal Protective Equipment.  An employee, in extraordinary circumstances, may, in accordance with OSHA regulations, exercise his / her professional judgment not to use Personal Protective Equipment in order to deliver the public safety service.  In such circumstances, the department protocol shall provide for the investigation of said event.

C.
The department shall ensure the appropriate PPE is readily available, properly cleaned and repaired.

D.
Gloves shall be worn when it is reasonably anticipated that the employee may have contact with blood or other potentially infectious material.

E.
All Personal Protective Equipment shall be appropriate to comply with the standards.

V.
HOUSEKEEPING

A.
All departments shall ensure that all appropriate methods are used to maintain the workplace in a clean and sanitary condition.

B.
All disposable PPE and equipment shall be disposed of in a manner to comply with the standard.

VI.
TRAINING

The department shall ensure that all employees are trained regarding exposure precautions, (use of PPE) Post Exposure Evaluation Process, universal precautions and the availability of Hepatitis B Vaccines.  The training programs must include an opportunity for questions and answers.

VII.
VACCINE PROGRAM

A.
The department shall make available to all employees who have an occupational exposure to blood or OPIM, Hepatitis B Vaccine.

B.
This vaccine will be provided at no cost to the employee, within ten (10) working days of assignment.


C.
This vaccine shall be made available at a reasonable time and place.


D.
This vaccine shall be administered by a recognized health care professional.

E.
Appropriate records should be kept by the health department for all employees receiving the vaccine or declining the vaccine.


F.
A copy of the Hepatitis B Vaccine declination is attached to this policy.

G.
Vaccine shall be made available to all employees following and HBV exposure incident.  A confidential medical evaluation and post-exposure counseling shall also be made available.



1.
Documentation shall be kept concerning the exposure circumstances.

2.
All means available shall be used to determine if employee was exposed to HBV or HIV.
Trustee Sinsabaugh seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.

Perpetual Care:  Ron Keene asked where we are with the perpetual care.  Attorney Keene stated she has been working on it and should be completed soon.  Mr. Keene also stated they are unable to store caskets in the basement because the doors are not working properly.

Dental Trust:  Trustee Gorman presented bills in the amount of $995.06.  Trustee Bellinger moved to approve the bills as presented.  Trustee Sinsabaugh seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.

Board Comments:  Trustee Sinsabaugh stated he would get proposals for apprasing the Village Hall and the Village Hall Annex.
Executive Session:  Trustee Bellinger moved to enter executive session at 7:37 p.m. to discuss an employee probationary period, and certain Village loans. Trustee Gorman seconded the motion, which carried unanimously. 
Trustee Sinsabaugh moved to enter regular session at 8:21 p.m.  Trustee Bellinger seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.

Investment Policy:  Trustee Gorman moved to approve the investment policy, as follows:

INVESTMENT POLICY FOR THE VILLAGE OF WAVERLY

The primary objectives of the Village’s investment policy are, in priority order, as follows:

· To conform to all applicable federal, state and other legal requirements.

· To adequately safeguard principal.

· To provide sufficient liquidity to meet all operating requirements.

· To obtain a reasonable rate of return on invested funds.

Pursuant to State law, including Sections 10 and 11 of the General Municipal Law

(the GML), the Village is generally permitted to deposit monies in banks or trust companies located and authorized to do business in the State.  All such deposits, including special time deposit accounts and certificates of deposit, in excess of the amount insured under the Federal Deposit Insurance Act, are required to be secured in accordance with the provisions of and subject to the limitations of Section 10 of the GML.


The Village may also temporarily invest monies in: (1) obligations of the United States of America; (2) obligations of the State of New York; (3) In Repurchase Agreements involving the purchase and sale of direct obligations of the United States; (4) Certificates of Deposit issued by a bank or trust company authorized to do business in New York State; (5) Time Deposit Accounts in a bank or trust company authorized to do business in New York State; (6) in case of monies held in certain reserve funds established by the Village pursuant to law, in obligations of the Village.


All funds may be invested in: (1) obligations guaranteed by agencies of the United States of America where the payment of principal and interest are guaranteed by the United States of America; (2) with the approval of the New York State Comptroller, in tax anticipation notes or revenue anticipation noted issued by any municipality, school district or district corporation, other than those notes issued by the Village itself.


All other Village officials receiving money in their official capacity must turn over such funds to the Chief Fiscal Officer of the Village.


All of the foregoing investments are required to be payable or redeemable at the option of the owner within such times as the proceeds will be needed to meet expenditures for purposes for which the monies were provided and in the case of obligations purchased with the proceeds of bonds or notes shall be payable or redeemable in any event at the option of the owner within two years of the date of purchase.  Unless registered or inscribed in the name of the Village such instruments and investments must be purchased through, delivered to and held in custody of a bank or trust company in the State pursuant to a written custodial agreement as provided by Section 10 of the GML.


The Village Board has adopted an investment policy and such policy conforms to applicable laws of the State governing the deposit and investment of public monies.  All deposits and investments of the Village are made in accordance with such policy.

Trustee McIsaac seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.

Board Liaision Responsibilites:  Mayor McDuffee stated there is a lot happening in the Village now.  The Board of Water Commissioner, The Board of Sewer Commissioners, and the Planning Board are all having projects.  He recommended the Village Board liaisions attend their respective Boards to update the Village Board of their projects.
Elderwood Engineer Renovation Plan Review:  The clerk stated Code Officer Lanterman would like Board approval to have Hunt Engineers review renovation plans for Elderwood.  She stated he felt the renovation plans were going to be too big of a scope for his review.  The Board requested a proposal before review.

Discussion followed.  Trustee Sinsabaugh moved to adopt an amended bond resolution, as follows:

A BOND RESOLUTION, DATED FEBRUARY 18, 2010, OF THE VILLAGE BOARD OF TRUSTEES OF THE VILLAGE OF WAVERLY, TIOGA COUNTY, NEW YORK (THE “VILLAGE”), AMENDING THE BOND RESOLUTION ADOPTED NOVEMBER 11, 2008, AUTHORIZING THE ACQUISITION AND RENOVATION OF A BUILDING (LOCATED AT 32 ITHACA STREET, WAVERLY, NEW YORK) FOR USE BY THE VILLAGE, AT AN ESTIMATED MAXIMUM COST OF $3,015,000, AND AUTHORIZING THE ISSUANCE OF SERIAL BONDS IN AN AGGREGATE PRINCIPAL AMOUNT NOT TO EXCEED $3,015,000, PURSUANT TO THE LOCAL FINANCE LAW TO FINANCE SAID PURPOSE, SAID AMOUNT TO BE OFFSET BY ANY FEDERAL, STATE, COUNTY AND/OR LOCAL FUNDS RECEIVED, AND DELEGATING THE POWER TO ISSUE BOND ANTICIPATION NOTES IN ANTICIPATION OF THE SALE OF SUCH BONDS TO THE VILLAGE TREASURER. 


WHEREAS, on November 11, 2008 the Village Board of Trustees of the Village of Waverly, Tioga County, New York (the “Village Board of Trustees”) adopted a bond resolution authorizing the acquisition and renovation of a building for use by the Village (the “Project”) in an amount not to exceed $2,900,000; and


WHEREAS, such original bond resolution was approved by a majority of the qualified voters of the Village on December 11, 2008; and 


WHEREAS the Village Board of Trustees now wishes to amend the November 11, 2008 bond resolution to account for and address slightly higher than expected bids received for the Project and to specifically authorize: a) additional grant funds in an approximate amount of $115,000, b) an increase the estimated maximum cost of the Project from $2,900,000 to $3,015,000, and c) an increase in the aggregate amount of serial bonds authorized from $2,900,000 to $3,015,000; and

BE IT RESOLVED, by the Village Board of Trustees (by the favorable vote of not less than two-thirds of all the members of the Board) as follows:

SECTION 1.
The specific purpose (hereinafter referred to as “Purpose”) to be financed pursuant to this resolution is the acquisition of the former Ithaca Street School building (located at 32 Ithaca Street, Waverly, New York) for use by the Village, and to make renovations and other improvements to such buildings, including all preliminary assessment work and related site work, the installation of necessary furnishings and equipment and all preliminary costs and costs incidental thereto, at an estimated maximum cost of $3,015,000.  

SECTION 2.
The Village Board of Trustees plans to finance the estimated maximum cost of said purpose by the issuance of serial bonds in an amount not to exceed $3,015,000 of the Village, hereby authorized to be issued therefore pursuant to the Local Finance Law, said amount to be offset by any federal, state, county and/or local funds received.  

SECTION 3.
It is hereby determined that said purpose is an object or purpose described in subdivision 11 of paragraph (a) of Section 11.00 of the Local Finance Law, and that the period of probable usefulness of said purpose is 30 years.

SECTION 4.
Current funds are not required to be provided prior to the issuance of the bonds authorized by this resolution or any notes issued in anticipation of the sale of such bonds.

SECTION 5.
It is hereby determined the proposed maturity of the obligations authorized by this resolution will be in excess of five years.

SECTION 6.
The faith and credit of the Village are hereby irrevocably pledged for the payment of the principal of and interest on such bonds as the same respectively become due and payable.  An annual appropriation shall be made in each year sufficient to pay the principal of and interest on such bonds becoming due and payable in such year.  Unless paid from other sources, there shall annually be levied on all the taxable real property of the Village a tax sufficient to pay the principal of and interest on such bonds as the same become due and payable.

SECTION 7.
Subject to the provisions of this resolution and of the Local Finance Law, pursuant to the provisions of Section 30.00 relative to the authorization of the issuance of bond anticipation notes or the renewals of such notes and of Section 21.00, Section 50.00, Sections 56.00 to 60.00, Section 62.00 and Section 63.00 of the Local Finance Law, the powers and duties of the Village Board of Trustees pertaining or incidental to the sale and issuance of the obligations herein authorized, including but not limited to authorizing bond anticipation notes and prescribing the terms, form and contents and as to the sale and issuance of the bonds herein authorized and of any bond anticipation notes issued in anticipation of such bonds, and the renewals of such notes, are hereby delegated to the Village Treasurer, the chief fiscal officer of the Village.

SECTION 8.
The temporary use of available funds of the Village, not immediately required for the purpose or purposes for which the same were borrowed, raised or otherwise created, is hereby re-affirmed pursuant to Section 165.10 of the Local Finance Law, for the purpose or purposes described in Section 1 of this resolution.  The Village then reasonably expects to reimburse any such expenditures (to the extent made after the date hereof or within 60 days prior to the date of the November 11, 2008 Bond Resolution) with the proceeds of the bonds authorized by Section 2 of this resolution (or with the proceeds of any bond anticipation notes issued in anticipation of the sale of such bonds).  This resolution shall constitute the re-affirmation of the Village’s “official intent” to reimburse the expenditures authorized by Section 2 hereof with such bond or note proceeds, as required by United States Treasury Regulations Section 1.150-2.

SECTION 9.
The Village Treasurer is further authorized to take such actions and execute such documents as may be necessary to ensure the continued status of the interest on the bonds authorized by this resolution, and any notes issued in anticipation thereof, as excludable from gross income for federal income tax purposes pursuant to Section 103 of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended (the “Code”) and to designate the bonds authorized by this resolution, and any notes issued in anticipation thereof as “qualified tax-exempt bonds” in accordance with Section 265(b)(3)(B)(i) of the Code.

SECTION 10.
The Village Treasurer is further authorized to enter into a continuing disclosure agreement with the initial purchaser of the bonds or notes authorized by this resolution, containing provisions which are satisfactory to such purchaser in compliance with the provisions of Rule 15c2-12, promulgated by the Securities and Exchange Commission pursuant to the Securities Exchange Act of 1934.

SECTION 11.
The Village has complied in every respect with all applicable federal, state and local laws and regulations regarding environmental matters, including compliance with the New York State Environmental Quality Review Act (“SEQRA”), comprising Article 8 of the Environmental Conservation Law and, in connection therewith, duly issued a negative declaration and/or other applicable documentation, and therefore, no further action under the State Environmental Quality Review Act is necessary.

SECTION 12.
The validity of said serial bonds or of any bond anticipation notes issued in anticipation of the sale of said serial bonds may be contested only if:

(1)
(a)
such obligations are authorized for an object or purpose for which said Village is not authorized to expend money, or

(b)
if the provisions of the law which should be complied with at the date of publication of this resolution are not substantially complied with,

and an action, suit or proceeding contesting such validity is commenced within twenty (20) days after the date of such publication; or

(2)
Said obligations are authorized in violation of the provisions of the Constitution of New York.

SECTION 13.
This Resolution is subject to permissive referendum pursuant to 36.00 of the Local Finance Law. The Village Clerk is hereby authorized and directed to publish (one time) and post (in at least six (6) conspicuous public places within the Village and at each polling place), this resolution, or a summary thereof, together with a notice of adoption of this resolution subject to permissive referendum, within ten (10) days after the date of adoption of this resolution.  

SECTION 14.
If no petitions are filed in the referendum period, the Village Clerk is hereby authorized and directed to publish this resolution, or a summary thereof, together with a notice in substantially the form provided by Section 81.00 of said Local Finance Law, in a newspaper having a general circulation in said Village and hereby designated as the official newspaper of said Village for such publication.

SECTION 15.
Nothing in this amendment shall affect the validity of the original November 11, 2008 bond resolution, or any action taken thereunder and any said actions are hereby ratified.

I. Policy Statement

The Village of Waverly has a long-standing commitment to promoting a safe and secure work environment for all its employees. All Village employees and elected Village Officials are expected to maintain a work environment free from violence, threats of harassment, intimidation or coercion including sexual harassment.

While these behaviors are not prevalent in Village of Waverly’s workplaces, no organization is immune.

The purpose of this policy is to address the issue of potential workplace violence, prevent workplace violence from occurring to the fullest extent possible, and set forth procedures to be followed when such violence has occurred. This policy also addresses the fact that the Village strongly disapproves of sexual harassment of its employees in any form, and states that all employees, including elected officials at all levels of the Village must avoid offensive or inappropriate sexual and/or sexually harassing behavior at work and will be held responsible for insuring that the workplace is free from sexual harassment.

Specifically, the Village prohibits the following:

• Unwelcome sexual advances;

• Requests for sexual favors, whether or not accompanied by promises or threats   with regard to the employment relationship;

• Other verbal or physical conduct of a sexual nature made to any employee that   may threaten or insinuate either explicitly or implicitly that any employee's submission to or rejection of sexual advances will in any way influence any   personnel decision regarding that person's employment, evaluation, wages, advancement, assigned duties, shifts or any other condition of employment or career development; 

• Any verbal or physical conduct that has the purpose or effect of substantially interfering with the employee's ability to do his or her job; 

• Any verbal or physical conduct that has the purpose or effect of creating an intimidating, hostile or offensive working environment;

II. Policy Objective

Village of Waverly prohibits workplace violence and harassment. Violence, threats of violence, intimidation, harassment, coercion, or other threatening behavior towards people or property will not be tolerated.  Complaints involving workplace violence or harassment will not be ignored and will be given the serious attention they deserve. Individuals who violate this policy may be removed from Village property and employees may be subject to disciplinary action up to and including termination, consistent with Village policies, rules and collective bargaining agreements, and/or referral to law enforcement authorities for criminal prosecution. The Village, at the request of an employee, or at its own discretion, may prohibit members of the public, including family members, from seeing an employee on Village property unless necessary to transact Village -related business. This policy particularly applies in cases where the employee suspects that an act of violence will result from an encounter with said individual(s).

III. Scope

All Village employees, elected Village Officials, vendors, contractors, consultants, and others, who do business with the Village, whether in a Village facility or where official Village business is conducted, are covered by this policy.  This policy also applies to other persons not affiliated with the Village, such as former employees and visitors. When employees have complaints about other employees, they should contact their immediate supervisor. If the complaint involves their immediate supervisor they should contact their department head.

IV. Definitions

1. Workplace violence is any behavior that is violent, threatens violence, coerces, harasses or intimidates others, interferes with an individual’s legal rights of movement or expression, or disrupts the workplace, or the Village’s ability to provide services to the public. Examples of workplace violence include, but are not limited to:

· Disruptive behavior intended to disturb, interfere with or prevent normal work activities (such as yelling, using profanity, verbally abusing others, or waving arms and fists).

· Intentional physical contact for the purpose of causing harm (such as slapping, stabbing, punching, striking, shoving, or other physical attack).

· Menacing or threatening behavior (such as throwing objects, pounding on a desk or door, damaging property, stalking, or otherwise acting aggressively; or making oral or written statements specifically intended to frighten, coerce, or threaten) where a reasonable person would interpret such behavior as constituting evidence of intent to cause harm to individuals or property.

· Possessing firearms, imitation firearms, knives or other dangerous weapons, instruments or materials shall be covered under:  VILLAGE OF WAVERLY POLICY ON RESTRICTING FIREARMS AND OTHER WEAPONS IN OR ON VILLAGE BUILDINGS, WORKSITES OR VEHICLES

2. Sexual Harassment is any behavior that includes but is not limited to, commentary about an individual’s body, sexually degrading words to describe an individual, offensive comments, off-color language or jokes, innuendoes, and sexually suggestive objects, books, magazines, photographs, cartoons or pictures.

V. Risk Factors

1. The following risk factors, locations and applicability in Village of Waverly are

    listed below:

· Working in public settings: applies to all Village locations and personnel.

· Working late night or early morning hours: applies to personnel at the Village Department of Public Works, Recreation Department, Village Court, or Village Hall. 

· Exchanging money with the public: applies to personnel at the Village  Hall, Court, or Police Department 

· Working alone or in small numbers: applies to personnel at the Village Hall. It also applies to personnel who do field work for the Village from the Police Department and Department of Public Works or the Court.

· Uncontrolled access to the workplace: applies to personnel at the Village Hall, Village Court, Recreation Office, and D.P.W. Office. 

· Areas of previous security problems include the Village Hall, D.P.W. Office, Village Court and Recreation Office.

VI. Methods for Hazard Prevention and Control

1. It is the policy of the Village to make high-risk areas more visible, install additional lighting where needed, post signs where necessary, train employees on conflict resolution and maintain a response system through the Police Department.

2. The hierarchy of controls to be used is:

· Engineering Controls.

· Administrative Controls.

· Personal Protective Equipment.

3. It is also the Village’s policy to use input from a variety of sources including, but not limited to: employee security surveys, self assessments, Police Department recommendations and lessons learned from other entities to effect changes that make the Village’s work areas and personnel as safe as possible.

VII. Reporting of incidents

1. General Reporting Responsibilities – Workplace Violence Incidents of workplace violence, threats of workplace violence, or observations of workplace violence are not to be ignored by any Village employee or elected official. Workplace violence should promptly be reported using the workplace violence incident report in paragraph XV. Additionally, Village employees and elected officials are encouraged to report behavior that they reasonably believe poses a potential for workplace violence as defined in Section IV. It is important

that all employees and elected officials take this responsibility seriously to effectively maintain a safe working environment.

2. Imminent or Actual Violence - Any person experiencing or witnessing imminent danger or actual violence involving weapons or personal injury should call 911 immediately.

3. Commitment of a Crime - All individuals who believe a crime has been committed against them have the

right, and are encouraged, to report the incident to the appropriate lawenforcement agency.

4. Sexual Harassment - Employees who have complaints of sexual harassment by anyone at work, including any supervisors, co-employees, or visitors, are urged to report such conduct so that the Village may investigate and resolve the problem. Employees may bring such matters to the direct attention of their supervisor, department

head, Village Clerk or directly to the Village Mayor.

5. False Reports - Employees and elected officials who make false and malicious complaints of workplace violence or sexual harassment, as opposed to complaints which, even if erroneous, are made in good faith, will be subject to disciplinary action and/or referral to law enforcement authorities as appropriate.

6. Privacy Concern Case - Incidents involving the following injuries or illnesses shall be treated as privacy

concern cases:

· An injury or illness to an intimate body part or the reproductive system;

· An injury or illness resulting from a sexual assault;

· Mental illness;

· HIV infection;

· Needle stick injuries and cuts from sharp objects that are or may be contaminated with another person’s blood or other potentially infectious material; and

· Other injuries or illnesses, if the employee independently and voluntarily

           requests his or her name not to be entered into the report.

If reports of these incidents are to be shared with any other party than the Commissioner of Labor of the State of New York, then the name of the employee who was the victim of the workplace violence shall be removed and “PRIVACY CONCERN CASE” shall be entered in the space normally used for the employee’s name.

VIII. Responsibilities

1. Elected Officials and Department Heads - Elected Officials and Department Heads shall be responsible for the implementation of this policy. The responsibility includes dissemination of this policy to all employees, ensuring appropriate investigation and follow-up of all alleged incidents of workplace violence, and ensuring that all administrators and supervisors are aware of their responsibilities under this policy through internal

communication and training.

2. Supervisors - Each employee designated with supervisory responsibility (hereinafter “supervisor”) is responsible within his/her area of jurisdiction for the implementation of this policy. Supervisors must report any complaint of workplace violence made to him/her and any other incidents of workplace violence of which he/she becomes aware or reasonably believes to exist.  Supervisors are expected to inform their immediate supervisor promptly about any complaints, acts, or threats of violence even if the situation has been addressed and resolved. After having reported such complaint the supervisor should keep it confidential and not disclose it further, except as necessary during the investigation process and/or subsequent proceedings.  Supervisors are required to call 911 immediately in the event of imminent or actual violence involving weapons or potential physical injuries.

3. Employees - Employees must report workplace violence, as defined above, to their supervisor.  Employees who are advised that a workplace violence incident has occurred or has been observed must report this to their supervisor immediately. Recurring or persistent workplace violence that an employee reasonably believes is not being addressed satisfactorily, or violence that is, or has been, engaged in by the employee’s supervisor should be brought to the attention of the department head.  Employees who have obtained Orders of Protection are expected to notify their supervisor and provide a list of locations, which are designated as protected areas.

Victims of domestic violence who believe the violence may extend into the workplace, or employees who believe that domestic or other personal matters may result in their being subject to violence extending into the workplace, are encouraged to notify their supervisor. Confidentiality will be maintained to the fullest extent possible.  Upon hiring, and annually thereafter, employees will have copies of this policy made available to them. Additionally, the policy will be posted throughout Village buildings.  

4. Village Safety Officer - The Village Safety Officer is responsible to insure that new employees or transferred employees have a copy of the Workplace Violence Policy and Procedures made available to them and also insuring Village employees receive appropriate training. The Village Safety Officer will also be responsible for

annually disseminating any changes made to this policy to Village personnel, as well as ensuring the policy is posted appropriately throughout Village buildings and other work sites.

5. Workplace Violence Advisory Team - The Village shall establish a Workplace Violence Advisory Team. This team, will assist the Village in responding to workplace violence; annually reviewing reported incidents of workplace violence; assessing the potential problem of workplace violence at its sites; assessing the Village’s readiness for dealing with workplace violence and evaluating incidents to prevent future occurrences. This

Team will also develop workplace violence prevention tools (such as pamphlets, guidelines and handbooks) to further assist in recognizing and preventing workplace violence at Village buildings and work sites. This Team shall include representatives from Village departments, as deemed appropriate by the Village Board and will meet at least annually.

IX. Education

The Village is responsible for the dissemination and enforcement of this policy as described herein, as well as for providing opportunities for training in the prevention and awareness of workplace violence. The Village Safety Officer, department heads and elected officials are responsible to assist in identifying available training opportunities, as well as other resources and tools, (such as reference materials detailing workplace violence warning signs) that can be incorporated into Village prevention materials for dissemination to Village Employees.

X. Confidentiality

The Village shall maintain the confidentiality of investigations of workplace violence and sexual harassment to the fullest extent possible. The Village will act on the basis of anonymous complaints where it has a reasonable basis to believe that there has been a violation of this policy and that the safety and wellbeing of Village employees would be served by such action.

XI. Retaliation

Retaliation against anyone acting in good faith who has made a complaint of workplace violence or sexual harassment, who has reported witnessing workplace violence, or who has been involved in reporting, investigating, or responding to workplace violence is a violation of this policy. Those found responsible for retaliatory action may be subject to discipline up to and including termination.

XII. Administrative Procedures – Sexual Harassment

1. Referral – Every supervisor, department head or officer who receives a complaint of sexual harassment shall refer the matter as soon as practical to the Village Clerk for investigation. If the complaint is against the Village Clerk, the referral should be made to the Village Mayor. The referral should be made using the sexual harassment complaint form in paragraph XIV. The above information should be delivered personally rather than by interoffice mail, facsimile or email.

2. Investigation – Upon receipt of the complaint, the Village Clerk or, as applicable, the Village Mayor shall investigate the complaint or refer the matter to an outside law firm to investigate the harassment claim.

XIII. Administrative Procedures – Workplace Violence

1. Review of incident - The administrator to whom the employee reports the incident will review the incident with that employee and with any other appropriate staff.

2. Completion of the incident report - That administrator will begin to complete the incident report during the

interview(s).

3. Notification of Other Administrators - The supervisor will notify all other administrators (as appropriate) immediately thereafter.  {NOTE: The situation may dictate that the other administrators be notified even

before all the details are known so that they can secure the workplace and warn others, as appropriate.}

4. Safeguarding the Workplace – (a.) The administrator to whom the employee reported the incident will take

steps to safeguard the workplace. Arrangements will be made in consultation with the Department Head if he/she is immediately available and may include notification of employees and law enforcement officials, if there is good reason to warrant such action.  (b.) The administrator should consult with the Police Chief, the Village Attorney and other Village officials as the situation dictates.  (c.) The administrator will make a reasonable effort to notify staff working in the field, if the threat is likely to impact them.

5. Timeliness of Reporting - It is the policy of Village of Waverly to react timely and reasonably to work-related threats against employees and/or their property. Because there are limits to the a Village’s ability to provide effective safeguards, primary responsibility for protecting against harm must remain with the threatened employee through the exercise of vigilance, common sense and his/her rights to police protection as a citizen. Nothing in this procedure limits the threatened employee from exercising his/her legal rights to make additional arrangements for protections which do not impede his/her ability to perform his/her work duties as agreed to with the Department Head.

6. Legal Action - Only the Department Head (or in his/her absence, the Acting/Deputy Department Head), shall initiate legal action on behalf of the Village beyond notification of and coordination with law enforcement officials.

7. Distribution of Threat Summary – (a.) If the employee’s own administrator was absent when the report was made, the substitute administrator will provide a copy of the incident report to the administrator as soon as possible, regardless of the expected duration of the incident. The employee’s administrator will be responsible for taking any necessary action from that point.  (b.) As soon as the incident report is reasonably complete, (usually within one workday), the administrator to whom the incident was first reported will give it to the Village Clerk to be kept on file. As the investigation proceeds, the administrator in charge of the case at any given point in time will update that official file as significant events occur. Updates might include:

            1) Reports that the threatening individual stalked the employee at home;

            2) Documentation of additional threats;

            3) Further actions taken by the department or law enforcement; etc.

(c.) The official file will be kept current by any administrator who takes the investigation over from a substitute administrator.

8. After-hours Threats - If a work-related threat is received after work hours, the employee should immediately make arrangements to protect themself (i.e., call a police agency and follow their instructions). The employee should then immediately notify their administrator or a substitute administrator, regardless of the time of day. The Village of Waverly Police Department should be given and will maintain a list of administrator’s home phone numbers.

Firearms and Other Weapons Policy:  Trustee Gorman offered the following policy and moved its adoption:
VILLAGE OF WAVERLY

POLICY ON RESTRICTING FIREARMS AND OTHER

WEAPONS IN OR ON VILLAGE BUILDINGS,

WORKSITES OR VEHICLES

I. Policy Statement

II. Waivers

III. Violation of Policy

I.  POLICY STATEMENT

No person shall possess any “Deadly Weapon” as defined in New York State Penal Law Section 10.00, 

Subsection 12, as referred to in Subdivision I (A) of this policy, or any of the enumerated items described 

in Subdivision I (B) of this policy, in any building owned, leased, or operated by the Village or at a worksite 

of the Village, or in a vehicle owned or leased by the Village; provided however that the term ‘worksite’ or “building” shall not be construed to include any parking lot or exterior building grounds of any building 

owned, leased, or operated by the Village, provided, however, that this policy shall not be interpreted in a 

manner which would limit the right of a member of the public to carry or possess any lawful weapon in or 

upon any public highway, right of way, or parking lot.

New York Penal Law Section 10.00 (12) (as of April 11, 2005,) defines the term ‘deadly weapon’ as including: any loaded weapon from which a shot, readily capable of producing death or other serious physical injury, may be discharged, or a switchblade knife, gravity knife, pilum ballistic knife, metal knuckle knife, dagger, billy, blackjack, or metal knuckles, or

In addition to the items defined in the above Section I (A), the following items are likewise prohibited: any dagger, dangerous knife, dirk, razor, stiletto, imitation pistol, any other dangerous deadly instrument or any weapon, whether loaded or unloaded.

This policy does not apply to the Police Department or to any other person or persons specifically authorized by law to possess any of the above weapons as part of his or her public job duties.

II.
WAIVERS

A. Employees, appointees and the public: Any employee or appointed officer of the Village or a member of the general public may apply for a waiver to possess a weapon for a legitimate reason in a specified Village building or worksite by applying for the same in writing to the relevant department head. The department head shall submit said request, along with their recommendation, if any, to the Chief of Police for review and recommendation. The Chief’s determination shall be final. 

B. Elected Officials: Any elected official seeking a waiver for a legitimate purpose shall be required to make his or her request, in writing, directly to the Chief of Police for review and recommendation. The decision of the Chief of Police shall be final and binding. 

       III:  VIOLATION OF POLICY

A. Appointed Officers and Employees: Violation of this policy by Village appointed officers and employees shall subject such officer or employee to discipline up to and including immediate suspension or discharge in accordance with State Law, Village, union, and Civil Service discipline and discharge procedures. 

B. Elected Officials: Violation of this policy by elected officials shall be governed by the applicable provisions of the Village Law or other laws of the State of New York which apply to the conduct of elected officials.

C. General Public: Members of the general public shall be denied admission to any building owned, leased, or operated by the Village or at a worksite of the Village, or in a vehicle owned or leased by the Village. 

D. Notice to the Village Chief of Police: The Chief of Police shall be notified in writing of any report of any Village officer, elected official or employee or member of the general public who is in violation of this policy.

Policy regarding Blood Donation

In accordance with Labor Law, Section 1 Subdivisions 2 and 5 of section 202-j, the following is the policy of the Village of Waverly regarding blood donation:

Procedure

It shall be the policy of the Village of Waverly to grant its employees 3 hours of a leave of absence in any twelve-month period to an employee who seeks to donate blood.  The leave of absence may not exceed three hours, unless otherwise agreed to by the employer and must comply with the requirements established by the commissioner under subdivision 5.

Intent of this Policy
It is the intent of this policy to only set forth the requirements of Labor Law Section 1 subsection 2 and 5 of section 202-j and shall be so construed.

Employees must submit proof of blood donation upon returning to work.

Public Comments:  William Dimmick III reported that the Tioga County Planning did not meet in April, as there were no cases to be heard.  Their next meeting is scheduled for May 18, 2011 in Owego.  

Don Laman asked about any progress from his previous complaints.  Attorney Keene stated Code Officer Lanterman will be sending a letter.  Mr. Laman also stated concern with another letter he received from Code Officer Lanterman regarding his fence.

William Dimmick, Jr. stated the roads in the Village are terrible and need to be repaired.


Ron Keene, on behalf of the Friends of the Waverly Cemetery Preservation, invited the Board members to a celebration and rededication of the pre Civil War Cannon Memorial at Glenwood Cemetery on May 28, 2011.  Mr. Keene thanked the Village for their support.


Duane McCloe stated concern with the “stop work” order given to his project in the Town of Barton.  He stated it was done because the Village had not signed water and sewer agreements.  Attorney Keene stated the order was given by NYS DEC due to incomplete plans they received. Proposed Local 01-2011, Use of Motorized Recreation Vehicles:  Trustee Sinsabaugh offered the following resolution and moved its adoption.


WHEREAS, The Board of Trustees of the Village of Waverly has authorized a public hearing to be held on July 12, 2011, creating Chapter 96, Use of Motorized Recreation Vehicles in the Village, is hereby created as follows:

Use of motorized recreation vehicles in the Village.

This article shall be known and may be cited as Chapter 96, Regulation of Motorized Recreation Vehicles on Public and Private Property."

96-1  Legislative intent

It is the purpose of this article to preserve and promote the health, safety and general welfare of those inhabitants of the Village of Waverly who wish to use and operate motorized recreation vehicles on private property or municipal property. It is also the purpose of this Article to prevent those inhabitants of the Village of Waverly who wish to use and operate motor-driven vehicles from trespassing on public or private property in the Village of Waverly, from annoying inhabitants and from creating a public nuisance.

96-2  Restrictions

It shall be unlawful to operate or for the owner or lessee of any property to permit the operation on any private property or public property in the Village of Waverly, of any type of motorized recreation vehicle or conveyance, including but not limited to two-wheeled vehicles known as "minibikes," "trailbikes", “dirt bikes” and unlicensed "motorcycles" and four-wheeled motor vehicles known as "go-carts," “all terrain vehicles four or three wheeled”, snowmobiles and limited-use vehicles as defined in Article 1 of the Vehicle and Traffic Law, except under the following circumstances or uses:

A. The use of an above described “recreation vehicles” for the purpose of maintaining a property such as for snow removal or lawn maintenance and landscaping. 

B. The use of an above described motor vehicles in an emergency.

C. The use of a motorized recreation vehicle for the limited purpose of loading or unloading on or off a trailer or other vehicle.
96-3  Enforcement
The Waverly Police Department through the Chief of Police of the Village of Waverly, any other police officer and any other peace officer shall enforce this local law.  

96-4  Excemptions
This Article shall not apply to police and emergency vehicles.

96-5  Confiscation and redemption of recreation vehicles

Any member of the Waverly Police Department or any other enforcement officer who shall encounter any person operating a motor-driven vehicle or conveyance in violation of this Article shall remove said vehicle or conveyance to a place designated by the Chief of Police. The owner or duly designated agent of the owner of such vehicle or conveyance may regain the same upon payment of all expenses and charges necessarily and actually incurred by the removal and/or storage of said vehicle or conveyance.

96-6  Penalties for offenses

A.  Every person violating any provisions of this chapter shall be guilty of a violation upon conviction thereof, and shall be subject to a fine not to exceed $50 for the first offense, and not more than $250 for each offense thereafter.
B.  Any person having been found guilty of a violation of this law shall be subject to the court ordering that upon conviction that the vehicle or conveyance used in the commission of the offense be impounded for a period of thirty days after a first conviction and for a period of sixty days after a second and each subsequent conviction.

C. In addition to any other remedies or penalties that may be imposed, a violation of this chapter shall entitle the Board of Trustees to undertake a remedy to repair any damage to public property caused by the violation of any section or provision of this chapter, and the actual disbursements and expenses therefore, shall be added to the fine(s) set forth in this chapter. This provision shall be in addition to any other provisions, penalties or powers available to the Village for enforcement of this chapter.

96-7  Parental or Guardian Responsibility

	
	A. It is a violation for any person to do any act or fail to perform any act required by this     

      chapter.

	
	B. It shall be unlawful and a violation of this chapter for a parent, as defined herein, having   

          legal custody of a minor, knowingly to permit or by inefficient control to allow such minor             

          or such child or ward to violate any of the provisions of this chapter. The term“knowingly"   

          includes knowledge, which a parent should reasonably be expected to have concerning 

          the location or whereabouts of a minor in that parent's legal custody. It is intended to 

          continue to keep neglectful or careless parents or guardians up to a reasonable community standard of parental or guardian responsibility through an objective test. It shall be no defense that a parent or guardian was completely indifferent to the activities or conduct or whereabouts of such minor.

      C.   Any police officer or peace officer who issues an appearance ticket and/or other   
            accusatory instrument to any person alleged to be in violation of this chapter shall be 
            authorized to confiscate such “recreational vehicle as evidence  pending prosecution         

            hereunder.
C. If a “motorized recreation vehicle” as defined in this local law has been confiscated by a peace officer or police officer as set forth herein, the owner or parent of a minor child thereof may   demand a hearing for the return of such“ recreational vehicle” by  

           making a written application to the village court, provided such written application is 
           made within five days of the date such “recreation vehicle” is confiscated. The court 

           shall hold such hearing within five business days of the date it          
           receives the request thereof. The court can authorize the retention of the “recreational 
           vehicle” if it finds, by a preponderance of the evidence, the following:

            (1)  Probable cause to believe that the person charged with the violation of this  

                  chapter was operating such vehicle” ; and

            (2)  The “recreation vehicle” confiscated by the police officer or 

                  peace officer was/were the “motorized recreation vehicle” used by the 

                  accused on the date and time charged.

WHEREAS, The Village of Waverly has continually envisioned this targeted area of the Village to be the core of their downtown area as well as to be kept historically sensitive, as is stated in both their 1981 Comprehensive Development Plan and the more recent 2005 Downtown Action Plan.  Subsequently, Village of Waverly officials partnered with residents, the New York Community Action Team, the Community and Rural (Regional) Development Institute at Cornell University and New York Main Street Alliance to bring that Downtown Action Plan to life.  This NYMS grant will be the next effort to address these plans regarding downtown revitalization goals; and

WHEREAS, the intent of the Tioga County Economic Development and Planning application is to further such Main Street revitalization efforts in the Village of Waverly with focus on the properties in this targeted area.

Public Comment:  Ron Keene stated, on behalf of the Friends of the Waverly Cemeteries, that the work on the windows in the mausoleum has been started and coming along nicely.

Approval of Minutes:  Trustee Gorman moved to approve the Minutes of November 8, 2011 as presented.  Trustee Sinsabaugh seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.

Street Excavation Permit Applications:  The clerk presented a street excavation permit applications for 472 Pennsylvania Avenue and for 109 Elm Street.  Ed Rogers, of Valley Energy, stated he was contacted by the Village Street Department in April 2011 with paving schedule.  Valley Energy tagged all doors in connection with the paving plan to avoid cutting new pavement.  He stated they received these two applications at the time of the paving and the clearances needed takes time.  He also stated that the gas utility is obligated by the Public Utilities Commission to comply.  Discussion followed. In no event shall the failure to obtain the proposals be a bar to the procurement.

Documentation and an explanation are required whenever a contract is awarded to other than the lowest responsible offer.  This documentation will include an explanation of how the award will achieve savings or how the offer was not responsible.
